Conn,, on the 20th of April, , and had
Just entored his STth yenr at lly\ time of his
death, e entered the West Polnt Military
Acndomy, and wad gradusted in 1515 with
distitguished honom, Ho was the olidest
Hying graduate nt the date of hia death,
Aftey his geaduntion e was nesigood to tlio
Engineer Uorpsi alded in the exploration
af l|-l. Mivouri nid Yeollowstone Wivors |
in tho improvenients at 0ld Poing
the Rip-Haps and  ather sen ¢ iant defensos.

In 1535 e posigned Wis posdtion n the
Army, and booami engagod in the Wostorn
Division of the New York & Erle Halliond,
one of the first started o the vountry. He
was next adinnet opmmimioner, ouginoay
and astronowmer in laping the northes 1
boundury snd detorininlug the bodudarios
of sevoral Northwestorn States. In this
captieity he invented the most approved
ad comproliensive, veb almplicst, mothod
of dotermining latitude, It I3 konown a8
STaleott's mothod, * and by in uso all the
world over, and for it he recoived honors
from the moukrohies of thoContinent and a
munifleent pension.

In 1548 ho baygan the constrootion of the
RBlchuion! & Danvillo Railroad, wod ro
walned with that roid uucll 1555, Ho was
subsequontly conneoted with Soutbwostoru
rads and with the Imperial Mexican Rall-
wiy inthe Clty of Mexico,

In 1561 ho was obinf ¢ minper of tho State
of Virginks, and sorved iy thot eapacity un-
der tho Confedersoy, in which o was o
brevet goneral,  After the fall of tho rebel-
Hon ho again went to Mexico; reborned to
the Tnited States nnd reslded for somo
