Breaking of Brewster nnd his vanity tho
other evening, a gentleman who has long
been a closo obscrvor of publio mon said ho
was reminded of a story bo onco heard in
tbo West:

" Two brothers, both long noted in tho
neighborhood for their lack of wit, got into
a quarrel and called each othor fools. Said
Bon to Bill:

" 'Yes, thoy call mo a fool, but you know
you aro a bigger fool than I am.'

Apropos of Barnum's show, Durand, tho
gentlemanly press agent, tolls bow Jumbo
camo to bo such a feature of tho advertise-
ments of tbo show. Barnum bad hoard of
a big, overgrown elephant in tho Zoologi-
cal Gardens of London that could bo bought
at a bargain, and telegraphed bis agent to
buy him, simply with tho idea of adding to
tho number of his elephants. At that tlmo
in tho great showman's mind ho was
simply an elephant, nothing more. Bat
when Jnmbo camo to bo taken out for ship-
ment, when bo got to tho gato of the gar-
dens ho laid down and would not go out.
Ho had been in tho gardens fifteen or six-
teen years, and ho evidently was loth to
leave Anyhow, ho could not bo induced
to go through the gato. The fact was pub-
lished in tho London papers, and immedi-
ately n cry went up from tho pcoplo that
bo must not go, and tbo agent was notified
that under tho circumstances tho elephant
would not bo given up. Tbo London Tele-
gram cabled tho facts of tbo caso to Barnum
with a request to answor by cablo without
limit what ho intended to do. Barnum was
in Bridgeport, and Mr. Durand roceivod
tho cablegram in New York, and immedi-
ately telegraphed to Barnum. In two
hours tho great Bhowman was in Now York.
Tbo first words ho said wero, " Durand, this
is tbo opportunity of my life." Durand re-
plied that ho did not think so ; that ho had
had Jcnnlq Ltnd, Tom Thumb and many
other attractions, which were greater feat-
ures than this elephant could possibly bo
worked up to be. But Barnum perslstod
that ho considered this tbo greatest oppo-
rtunity of his life, and bo sat down and
dictated a dispatch in answer, Into which
ho interpolated a description of his career
as a showman and of all tho principal feat-
ures of his present show, and wound up
with tho statement that ho bad paid for tho
elephant and ho must havo him ; ho was his
property and ho would tako him away, and
directed Durand to send it by cable, collect
on delivery. Durand remonstrated that
that would bo a rather mean and
littlo thing to do, and wanted
to ray for tho dispatch in advance, but
Barnum would not havo it. "You know,"
ho said, "I do not care for tho price of the
telegram, but it would defeat my plans.
Send it collect, and if necessary I will pay
lor it afterward." Tho dispatch was sent,
nnd cost $300. It was published in tho
London papers, and was rccablcd back aud
was published tho next morning by nil tho
papers in tho Unltcti States having tho As-

sociated Press reports, Durand says ho
then saw that Barnum was right, as be al-
ways Is In tho estimate of what a thing is
worth. Tho pcoplo of London still pro-
tested against tbo elephant's removal, and
finally it went to tho courts. Of courso tbo
result was that tho Court said tho elephant
belonged to Barnum, and be could take
him as ha was. Tho caso decided, tbo next
thing was to get Jumbo's consent. After
many trials, always rosulttug in failure,
Biratcgcm was rcsonoa to. ii nugo nox
was built, mounted on small wheels, and
after much troublo tho great bea3t was In-
duced to enter, and his removal
was accomplished. "Of courso," said
Durand," wo did not lot tho publio
interest, onco aroused, lair. Every incident
connected with bis removal was worked
into tbo newspapers and telegraphed homo
and published hero, and for a long tlmo
JnmDo was a national Issuo, until bo

in tbo harbor of Now York and was
landed and baulod up tbo entire length of
Broadway by a team of a down clopbauts."
