TRAMPLED TO DEATHi
A FcniTnl Illsnnler on the Brooklyn

IlrlilKe YrRlcrilny A Pnuic mitt
Jinny l'crioii Killed In tliotfrusu.
A fearful disaster occurred on tho Brook-

lyn Brldgo yesterday afternoon. Iu a crush
that occurred, apparently by accident, on
tho Now York anphorago, a number 6f
persons, mostly women and children, wero
crushed, somo to death, somo fatally and
and still others sovcrcly. A sceno of terror
reigned for fully fifteen or twenty mlnuto3
that baffles description. When It was ovor,
cartloads of wounded and crushed human
beings wero taken out of tho New York en-

trance of tho brldgo. A small mountain
of toru and abandoned clothing was gath-
ered up by tho police. It was shortly
after 4 o'clock, ahd the bitdgo was crowded
from one cud to the other so that there was
hardly elbow room on tho footway.

A woman who was ascending tho lower
flight of steps stumbled and fell on tho
landing. Tho crowd rrrcsscd upon her and
sho shrieked Brldgo Officer Trcdorlck
Richards, who was ou tho plank walk
aboc, seeing her danger, elbowed his way
to tho spot ana mica nor up. J. no crowu
clostd upon them both aud they wout
down. With a desperate effort Officer Itlch-aid- s

got upon hid feet once more, dragging
tho woman after him. Sho screamed again'
Ir. despair and fright and tho crowd abovo
and below pressed toward tho spot to dls
cover tbo causo of tho commotion. The
crush immediately becamo fearful. Thoso
on tho approach below tho steps wero car-

ried forward in a solid mass. Many stum-
bled, and unable to resist tho pressuro from
behind, tho crowd passed ovor thorn. From
above, tho crow d coming from Brooklyn'
was carried to tho edgo of tho steps, and
then fell over add down upon the

below.
A terrible strugglo for llfo began; man

and women fought with tho strength of de-
spair against cath other. Ilseapo was Impos-
sible with tho pressure from both sides
growing at every shout of anguish that
went up from the dying and thoso who saw
death bcfoie the! r eyes. Fear and despair on
tho ouo sldo; curiosity on the other, fought
(or tho mastery. Tho frightful crush was
denser than ever when, after nearly fifteon
minutes, a scoro of militiamen of tbo
Twelfth Regiment, led by Lieutenant Hart
and Sergeants Couldock and Co3tollo,
marched up tho approach toward Brooklyn.
Tho yells of tho crowd attracted
their attention. At the foot of tho stop3 a
wall of human bodies was piled high.
Tho denso mass surged about It, and
iu it tho soldiers saw two policemen vainly
struggling against It. Sergeant Couldock
took In tbo situation at a glance. At his
word of command his men scaled the fonce
and railroad track separating them' from
tho footwalk, and wedging into tho mass of
pcoplo near tho sccno of tho disaster drovo
back tho crowd at the Now Yorkontranco
at tho muzzlo of their guns. It fell back
slightly, and tho militiamen following up
thoadrantago gained, forced It back until
tho approach was cleared. Then formlug
from across tho footwalk, they provontod

'tho crowd from passing back, whilo as
many of their nnmbcr as could bo spared
ran toward tho sceno of the accident to help
in extricating tho dead and saving tho
living.

Tbo crowd was almost unmanageable,
ar.d it required tho most desperate oflorts to
keep them back. Tho crowd, forced by tho
constant pressure and accession from tho
Brooklyn side, went over tho steps like a
'cataract, and onco started, fell until tho
walk lay piled with bodies to tho height of
tho stcrs,' then went over and fell down be-

yond it.
John Sitccb, a Grand Army man of

Koltcs Post, helped five girls from tlio
crowd, where they were jammed In tightly.
A big man, apparently a Gorman, waspash-lu- g

them and struggling with them ou tho
bridge, as if bis only purpose was to get them
down and savo himself. A crowd of 'roughs
pressed on bohind tho crowd coming from
Brooklyn and fought their way through It
wltb oaths and ribaldry, and over tho
bodies of tbo dead. It was said that thoy
wero thieves, who profited by tho oppo-
rtunity, and helped to precipitate tho catas-
trophe. Their chances were unlimited.

When tbo approach was cleared at last, It
was literally covered with articles of cloth-
ing and personal property abandoned in tho
struggle. They wero viewed with amaze-
ment by tho people coming over from
Brooklyn who had not hoard of tho dis-
aster. In tho excitement of ,tho crush,
William Oxford, a drunkeu man, aged 4
years, deliberately lumped from tho bridge
approach into William street, and rocoivod
EcvoreintcrnaiinjuTicsaua external urutso3.

Tho placo on tho urldgo whero tho acci-
dent occurred is tho danger spot iu tho
structure. To persons wjio nro looking out
over tho scenery as they pass cither way It
is a certain and most perilous trap. In a
crush liko tho ono yesterday it is a tcrriblo
danger.

The list of casualties last night embraced
twelve killed and twenty-si- x Injured, so
far as could bo ascertained, but it is be-
lieved there were others who wero taken to
prlvato bouses nca r by or carried to their
tomes by their friends.

Tho loss of property by tho Lynchburg

flro yesterday was not so great as at first
tcrOrtcd. Tho actual loss reported this
morning is $300,000, on which thcro Is au
Insuranco of $01,000. Tho flro was caused
by carelessness It appears that a clerk of
Jones, Watts & Co. was sent down Into the
cellar after somo attlclo and lighted a ptcoo
of paper, which ho thoughtlessly throw
upon tho floor near a barrol of oil. Tho
liquid Ignited, and In a fow minutes tho
wnolo building, an immonso Iron-fro-

structure, was In flamos. Tho flro burned
with such rapidity that not a book or pa-
per could bo saved,and several of tho clerks
found It difficult toescapo from tho burn-
ing building.

After tho flro was under control six men
took bosc into tho ruins of tho nr;inifi
building to play upon tho embers. Thoy
had been thcro but a short whtlo when tho
walls wero seen to tiemblo, and beforo tho
men could regain tho street five of them
woro completely burled beneath tho pon-
derous v eight. Tho sixth man was
knocked down, but escaped without serious
injury. Not less than fivo thousand spec-
tators witnessed tho tcrriblo catastrophe.
Tho names of tho men killed aro
Hnlscy Gouldmin, policeman and

; Captain W. It. Monro, a
conductor on tho Norfolk & Western
Railroad; James Clemens, employed at
Pace's warcbouso; James Vaughau, tlnnor,
and Felix Bcldclvrc, bartender. Their
mangled bodies were rccovorcd and'1

to tholr homes yesterday ovcnlng.
All tho military companies, white and col-

ored, wero ordered out, aud aro paradlrig
tho streets. Immenso crowds surrouudod
tborccno and thowholeclty was enveloped
in gloom. Tho City Council held a meet-
ing last night, and passed resolutions of re-
spect to the memory of tho men killed, aud
called on tbo citizens to suspend business
and attend tho funeral Tho funeral
takes placo at tbo Onera-Uous- Tho coun
cil also appropriated an amount sufilclent
for tbo erection of a monument over tho
graves of tho men.

Apart altogether from the question
whether It is well for any man to choosa tho
ministry as his calling under external sugges-
tion or pressure, or, In fact, lu obedience to
any motlvo oxcopt bis own strong sense ot fit-
ness, the effect of a system In any degree

ing, and In repelling tho strong and energetic,
has to be seriously considered! No young
man who Is worth much likes to begin his
career informapavptilt. There novor was a
ilrno wben woak mon wero Wss flttod for the
ministry than they aro now, because thoro
sever has been a time when a minister's suc-
cess and lnfluesco depended so much on his
Individual character and equipment.

MorgAu Dir of his
father, tho lato Ocucral Dlx, Is tho follow-
ing account of tho order which mado him
famous. Tho history of tbo famous dis-

patch referring to tho Atncrlcau flag was
twlco wrltton by Gcnoral Dix. Ono accounti
has been published In tho edition of his
speeches. Tho other, in tho form of a let-
ter to Mrs. William T. Blodgott, of flow
Yolk, is hero printed for tho first time.
Tbo following is an extract from this letter:

I received from Mr. Jones, on tho 20th ot
January, tho dispatch publlshod ou pago 4 10,
volumou, ot my speeches, advising mo that
Captain Breshweod, of tbo rovenuo cuttor Mp.
Cleltand, refused to obey my order. It was
about7 o'clock In tho evening. I had dined,
and was at I ho department, as usual, trans-- ,
acting business. Tho moment I read It I
wrote the following order t

( Tell Llcutonant Caldwell to arrest Captain
Brosbwood, assumo command ot the cutter.
ond obey tho order 1 gavo througUyou. If
Captain Breehwood, after arrest, undertakes
to Inteitcro wltb tbe command ot tbo cuttor
tell Lieutenant Calawoll to consider htm as a
mutineer and treat him accordingly. It any
ono attempts to haul down tbo American nag,
shoot him on tho spot.

"Joun A. DIX,
"Socrotary of tho Troasury."

Not a word was altered; but the original
was handed to tho clerk chargod with tho cus-
tody ot my telegraphic dtspatches, copied by
him, and tho copy signed by me and sent to
lis destination, " I Bald nothing to tbo
President In regard to it, though tin was with
mo every evening until rrlday, wben tbo
members ot tho Cabinet woro all as3embloa,
and tbo President was about to call our atten-
tion to the business of the day. I said to blm
"Mr. President, I fear we havo lost somo ot
ourimenuocutlors." "ah?" said ho, "howls
that?" I then told him what had occurred
downtothorocelpt ot the dispatch from Mr.
Jones Informing me that Captain Broshwood
refused to obey my order. "Well," said he,
"what did you do(" I then repeatod to him
slowly and distinctly tho order I
had sent.
