Professor Do S8medt, to whose hands the
important duty of testing and analyzing
the waters, exposing food ndultorations and
holding a check on the enomies of hoalth
genernlly I3 entrusted, wns lnterrogated
this morning by a CriTic man a4 to the
prn;lu:r procautions against cholora,

“There is vo auch thing ny abaolute safe-
t¥ in A case of this kind, There can be oo
precautions taken that will render (¢ im-
poesiblo for cholers to make its appearancs
in Washington, but there are an immonso
number of precautions which can be takon
by individuals and which are [mportant
safogunrds.  Most of thoeso are well known
and need no repotition.

“Cleanliness and rogular habits are of tho
utmost importance; paring fraib before wo
cat it, boilling water before wo drink [6,
keopivg our housos as fren from fios us pos-
wible, nud rules of that kind are almoat cer-
tain to grant immupity from the awlal
seourge. There can bo bat little sld about
the water of the gity in rclation to this
subject; the Potomac water s healthy, and
the well water is pure and refreshing. No
witler onn gafely bo drunk withous bolling
when thore is danger of oholers, the parost
ns well us the foulost water belug unsafe."

attornoys, The Judge, after hoaring thas
brief ut conelasive avidence of the prore-
ctitfon, found the prisonor gullty of mure ler
u the firut degree.

Judpe Wison was grostly improsssd
with Iils responsibility in determining tho
degree of the prisoner's guilt, He appolnt=
¢d three attorneys lor the prisoner. Yes-
terday, when beought (nto voart, Hutch-
ings withdrew, throngh hia attoruey, the
former plea of gullky, Hutohings, being
neked If this was his destro, sald: “f
wonld rather ploand guilty, bhut it seoms I
ean't do as I wish, a6 T will plead not
gullty and stand trial to wecommodate
them,"

The Conrt acoepted this romnrkablo state-
ment ag etisfotory and the trial will begin
today. It is contended by wome that
Judge Wilson has clearly avpided the per-
formance of his duty, &8 the rmml codo pro-
vides that the Court shall determine pun«
Ishment of & person pleading guilty to mur-
dor. Hutebings will now have some chance
of & jory trinl, and the repested appeals
which prolonged the life of Whesler, the
stranglor, over threo years. The only sus.
pielon of Hutchings bolug Insany nrises
from tho fact that he pleadad guilty.
