Sir. ParncII'H Cnudlilnto Discussed.
Duiilin, Jan. 7. Too second Nationalist

convention being bold at Tburlos y to
Eelcct a candldato for member of Parlia-
ment from tho County of TIpporary more
snltablo to tbo views of Mr. Parncll than
Mr. O'Eyan, who was nominated by tho
first convention, is attracting considerable
attention throughout Ireland and England.

Tbo opposition shown to Mr. Parnoll by
tbo delegates to tbo first convention in re-

jecting tbo Faruolllto candidate Mr.
O'Connor, and solecting Mr. O'Kyau to fill
tbo vacancy caused by Mr. P. J. Smyth ac-
cepting oflico under tho Qovernmont.causod
much comment In political circlos, nnd tho
outcome of convention is awaited
with eagerness by all tho political patties.

Mr. Parnoll, Mr. Win. O'Brien and
Messrs. May no and Harrington, Mombers of
Pailiamcnt, arrived at Tbnrles this morn-
ing on a special train. Tho engino drawing
tbo train was handsomoly decorated with
bunting nnd flags.

Tho reception given tho distinguished
Land Leaguers' by tbo people on their
arrival at Th titles was lukoworni and In-

dicated that tho Parnellitos would meet
with terious obstacles, If tboy should at-

tempt to dictate to tho convention who
should bo chosen as Its candidate Mr.
Parncll 'immediately visited Archbishop
Croko and bad a long consultation with
him in regard to tbo couho to bo pursued
In order to bring tho refractory National-
ists back to their allegiance.

Sonio surprlso wascroatod in tho conven-
tion shortly after it was called to order by
Mr. O'ltyan withdrawing his name from
beforo tho convention and expressing a
wish that bis adherents would notopposo
Mr. Parnoll in his selection of Mr. O'Con-
nor as thu candidate of tho Nationalist
party..

Mr. O'Connor's namo was then put
tho convention and bo was unani-

mously chosen. What caused Mr. O'llyan's
6tiddcn change lit bis determination to
contest Tlppcrary until tho electors asked
111 in to retire has not yot transpired, but it

Tho Commissioners woro r,ccontly called
on by tho IIouso District CouiHiltleo for
tbelr recommendation as to whothor Uouso
bill 7G0, to incorporato tho Washington
Central Railroad, should bo inado a law.
This Is tho proposed cablo road referred to
bcrctoforo In The Critic, In which City
Fostraastor Conger, James' h Barbour and
other capitalists aro Interested.

Tbo Commtssloncrs'tuako tho following
answer s

"Tho routes named In thl3 bill covor
about twelve miles of streets, of which all,
oxcopt a small portion, havo boon hand-
somely paved at groat oxponso. Tho pavo-me-

which would be torn up on these
routes will aggregate (for doublo tracks)
about 00,000 squaro yards, which havo cost
tho District over $200,000, ail advantages
of which will becomo lost to tho genoral
public when theso parts of tbo streets shall
bo Biirrondorod to tho railroad company.
Tbcro aro no petitions as ovidonca of any
kind showing a desiro by tho public for
theso roads, whllo on tbo conttary Ic Is
quito certain that tho ownori.of proporty
on a largo part of tho routes will protest
most vigorously against tho proloct; Indood
eouio such protests havo already been pre-

sented.
"It Is tho opinion of tho Commissioners

that no authority to occupy theso streets
as proposed should bo given until It is
clearly shown that tho public lntorosts

it; and whon that Is shown it should
bo dono under such conditions as will bort
servo that Interest, and at tho tfaruo tlmo
do tbo least possiblo damago to prlvato In-
terests along the routes by compelling tho
construction of tho least objcctionablo kinds
of strcot railways; such would not include
horse-ca- r roads as heretofore constructed,
nor would tho purposo abovo Indicated bo
accomplished by tho hill iu question.

"Tbo Commissioners would thorcforo rec-
ommend that tho hill do not pass."

MEMORIAL FROM OKLAHOMA.

Socrotary Cbantllor Asks for An Ap-
propriation of $2,500,000 for a
Gun Foundry Tho Houso Takes
Up tho Ttoagnn Bill Tho Montana
Indians, Provldod For,

SENATE.

Mr. Plumb presented a momorlal from
tho Oklahoma settlers, complaining of thoir
expulsion by tbo Army of tho United
States, and asserting that tho action was
taken in tbo interest of n cortaln cattlo
syndicate who, without authority of law,
had fenced in theso lands and woro using
tbem. They prayed that Oklahoma might
bo organized as a Territory.

Mr. Plumb sustained their request and
urged that tho Committco on Indian Af-
fairs should dceldo at tho oarliest dato
whotber theso lands should bo ope nod to
ECttlcment or not.

Tho House Joint resolution appropriating
$30,000 for tho relief of certain destitute
Indians In Montana Territory was taken
tip and passed.

Mr. Morrill called up his resolution de-
claring that tho Constitution conferrod
upon tho Legislature sitting with opon
doors tho solo power of regulating laws In
elation to rovonuo, nnd that re-

ciprocity treaties with nations of Inferior
population, Involving a largo surrondcr of
revenues,' wcro untimely and should be

with disfavor. Ho expressed his
regret nt tho contlnttanco of tho custom
which enforced on Sonators nlono tho dis-
cussion of great public quostlons with pad-
locked lips, and his regret tkat ho must
confino his present romarks to tho genoral
question of reciprocity treaties without

into dctniis of tho specific treaties
now ponding beforo tbo Senate.

Ho contended that when tbo Constitution
conferred upon ono branch of tho Govern-
ment cxclustvo powors tho assumption of
tboso powors by anothor branch of tho Gov-

ernment was rank usurpation.
Tho President, with tbo consent of two-thir-

of tho Sonato, could mako treaties,
but ho bad no power to rogulato commorco
with foroign nations of to abridgo tho pub-
lic rovenuc. Tho supposition that tho
President could constitutionally oxerctso
such powers if s of tho Sonato sub-
sequently assented thereto was simply
"whlpplug his Satanic majesty around tho
stump."

Ho quoted from tbo speech doltvorcd by
blm in opposition to tho Moxlcm recipro-
city treaty, which tbo Senato had given
blm lcavo to mako public. Tho points ho
then urged he, by Indirection, applied to
tho pending trestles, regarding them as
"illegitimate rovonuo bills," "graco-les- s

bantlings left at tho door of
Congrcsj," and which Congress was

by subsequent legislation, untruth-
fully to assumo tho legislative fatherhood
of. It was only by secrecy boforo, as well
as during legislation, that such treaties
could bo engendered. Congress could not
give tho Executive its power of atlornoy In
a drama by treaty.

In addition to tho constitutional objec-
tions to reciprocity troatics they woro ob-

jcctionablo from policy. Tho wlsc3t states-
men of tho world let them alono.

Kngland would bo glad to mako a
reciprocity treaty with tbo United SUtos
for Canada, but sho let thorn nlono for
herself.

Tbo Cobdcn treaty had proved disastrous
to both England and Frauco, for as soon as
Franco had tbo power It was terminated.
Our own reciprocity treaty with Canada
had been most injurious, and it had not
been tenewtdj

Mr. Uorr (Mich.) argued that this n

Surgeon-Gener- al Wales Explains
About ltcciuiottlons.

THE NAVAL FRAUDS CASES.

Dr. Hudson Tostlflos Regarding- - H

Proficiency In Imitating
Surtroon-Gonor- Walos Handwrlt-lnf- t

Damaging Evldonco Against
tho AccitBod,

Tbo Criminal Courtroom filled up oarly
tbls morning, nnd considerable Interest was
manifested as to what would bo tbo de-

cision on tho question raised yosterdayby
tho defendant's aounsol tn tho caso of Bell
Mann nnd Edwatd C. Kirkwood, charged
with presenting false bills on tho Bureau
of Surgery and Medicine, of tho Navy De-

partment, in tbat tho proof submitted was
at variauco with the chargo set out iu tho
indlctmont.

It was conceded tbat sustaining tho ob-
jection would destroy tho last indictments
found against tbo different parllos, somo
twenty-si- x in all, nnd loavo tho Govern-
ment with tbo original lndictmouts as a
basis for tho prosecution. Shortly after tho
latter wcro found it was thought that a Haw
might bo picked In them, and tho now ones
wcro secured to overcome any such weak-
ness In tbo plcadlugs, If existing. Tbo
counsel on both sides woro promptly In
court, but it was fifteen minutes aftor
tho opening hour beforo Judgo Wylio camo
on the bench.

After tbo usual routino work had been
disposed of Judgo Wylio askod to soo tho
Indictments, and after examining thorn
taid that ho had had a, great doal of
tronhloof spirit ovor tho indictment, but
had concluded to gn on with tho trial,

Mr. Williams oxcoptod to tho ruling of
tho Court.

Mr. Francis V.' Walkor, chlof clerk of tho
Navy Pay Olllco, returned to tho stand.
The vouchors admitted by tho court woro
then read In ovldcnco and aro tho samo as
tho bills sot out iu tbo Indlctmont and
published in yesterday's Critic. Thoro
was also lead tho check of Paymaster
Washington glvon In settlement of tho ac-
counts, which aggregated $.",7uUG2.

Tho witness did not know tho hand-
writing of tho vouchors that camo from tho
Bureau of Surgery aud Medicine. His
nurao appeared on tho back of two of the
checks and tbat was his custom for identi-
fying tho bcaror at tho Treasury. Mr.
Mann bad visited tho olllco of tho witness
threo times and was accompanied by olther
Kirkwood or Carrigan.

Philip S. Wales, Surgcon-Gouor- of tho
Navy from August, 1870, to January, 1331,
testified tbat Dr. Adrian Hudson was
second In command of tho Bureau of
Surgery and Modicino. Daniel Carrigan
was chief clerk and In cbargo of tho
bureau m tbo absenco of tho witness and
Dr. Hudson. Mr. Kirkwood was fiuanctal
clerk during tho tiino tho witness was
Sargcon-Geuera- l, aud theso wcro tho only
clerks in tho bureau,

After naming tho number of naval hos-

pitals and locating tbem tho witness siid
that tho admissions would avcrago
about 1,000 a year. Ho then stated that
supplies woro purchased from proposals,
which wcro put in tbo laboratory aud is-

sued on requisition. Such goods wero not
kept iu stock as hospital furniture, bod-sle-

and things of that kind. If thoy
wcro wanted requisition was mado on tho
Surgeon. Geneinl, who approved if ho
thought tho goods woro required.

If only a few articles woro noodod thoy
would bo purchasod In open market, hut If
a number, proposals would bo lnvitod. In
making paymont tbo contractor's bill
would como to tho bureau, tho vouchers ho
mado out by Kirkwood, tho financial clerk,
nnd presented to tbo witness by Chief
Clerk Carrigan for his slgnaturo and ap-
proval.

Dr. Uttdsdn supcrvlsod all requisitions,
and thoy should go through his hands be-

fore being sent to tbo wltnoss for signing,
Tbo witness did not know Boll Mann and
never saw him until tho trial began.
Vouchers shown. Tho witness would not

swear whether it was bis signature or not
attached to tho certificate. It lookod like
bis, and yet ho know tbat bo had novor
eccu tho papers boforo. If it was not a
forgery tho slgnaturo was obtained through
trickery.

Ho explained how vouchers woro pre-
sented to him for slgnaturo and 10W ho
(ould bavo been misled. Ho testified that
tho body of tbo voucher was In tho hand-
writing of Mr, Kirkwood, and ho had no
knowlcdgo of tbo articles having either
been ordered or obtaiuod. If thoy had
been obtained tboy would havo boon got-

ten on requisition nnd sent to tho laboratory.
Dr. Adrian N, Hudson testified that ho

was acquainted with tho handwriting of
Kirkwood aud Carrigan. Tho handwrit-
ing in tbo body of tho bills ho thought
was lu tho handwriting of Kirkwood,
Tho witness was acquainted with tho
slgnaturo of Dr. Wales, and thought ho
signed tho papers.

Ho had scon Carrigan wrlto tho namo of
Dr. Wales so llko tho slgnaturo that on
comparison tho resembianco 'was remark-
able Ho thought this occurred in tho
winter of 18S2-:- i. '
