“Amoriean Countess’ sro 80 divermo that
tho word “success” cannot be {mpulsively
wilitlen, nor can the verdict “Miilure” be
recorded. Tho Freuch phruse sucoess d'eslime
would seemn to mpply. The feeling created
fs ono of dsappointment. The play had
been widely ndvertised as n powerlul satire
on Ameriean society, It was said to be a
clover hit at certain folbles to be found
only on this side of the Atlantic.

Hut the npuul.nr walla In wain for the
watire, If the fn satirical tho sative s
80 eflectively b d on that ita foroe s lost.
(e pompous old individoal, Allan AfeAlan,
M. 1), by name, s wuoh ul\mu to social phil-
onophy and trite maxims, but éven his re-
wnrks cannot be called satirieal,  To Aes,
Vau Curtland, of whom the play-blll gpeaks
s “n lomioary in rveligious civeles,' is
found the representative of a cortaln clam
who dighonor their religlons pretenstions,
It i eyldent that My, Carroll put in some
of hia best efforts ne s satlrist on thischae-
acter. The satire la too broad to be artistic,
At thwes 1t desconds to open ridieale,

Perbaps tho sutiro s to bo found ln Mis
Ewily Vun Cortlund, a gunshiog youog lady
