1. All tho faithful who hare completed their
twenty-llrs- t year, unless legitimately dis-
persed, aro bound to oDserva tuo fast of Lnt,

2. They are to make ono meal only a day,
except ou Sundays.

3. The meal pormlttod on fast days Is not to
be taken till about noon.

4. l'leeh, meat and tlth are not to bo ussd at
tbe sumo meal during Lent,

o, A email rerresnmenr, commonly caueu
"collation," Is permitted In the evening, but
is not to exceed the fourth part of au ordlaary
meal.

(I. At tho collation It Is permitted to use
bread, all kinds ot fruits, salads aud veg-
etable. Too ueo ot butter, cheose, milk und
eggs is aiao roieraiea oy viriuo or inra ionj
established custom.

7. General usage has made It lawful to tlio
In the morning some warm liquid, as tea, cof-
fee or Uiln chocolate mado with water, and
with this liquid a mouthful of broad.

U. Necessity and custom have authorized
the ueo of hog's lard, Instead ot butter, In pre-
paring permitted food.

1). 'ihu following persons aro exempted trom
the obligation ot fasting: Persons under
twenty-on- a years ot age, tho sick, nursing
women, thoso who aro obliged to do hard
labor, und all who, through weoknoss, cannot
fast without great prejudlco to their health.

13. Tho Pascbal time extends trom tho first
Sunday ot Lent till Trinity Sunday, during
which time all Catholics who havo attained
