How Ils Twenty-secon- d Aiiniver-Bnr- y

Win Celctirnted To.dnr.

Tho
money was disbursed by a commlttos or
tbrco citizens of tho District.

Hon. Horatio King wai tho chairman of
that commlttco. Evory year stneo 1803 tho
10th of April has been colobratcd'by tho
colored peoplo In tho District of Columbia.
Tho dato of tho gonoral emancipation of
slaves Is not celebrated hero. At tho first
celebration of tho 10th of April, thoro was
no parado. Tho colcbration consisted of a
meeting hold at tho Fifteenth-stree- t Pres-
byterian Church, John F, Cook presided
at tho meeting, and addresses wero mado
by J. Willis Maynard, J. E. Groin and
others. Tho noxt year a stroot parade was
added to tho day's coromonlos, andjhos siuco
becu ono of its features.

AS BUSY AS BEES,

BENEFIOIAL EFFECTS OF TUB DE-
PARTMENTAL INVESTIGATIONS.

Tho Administration Clotting-- Its Forcos
to Work on Strictly Uualnosa Prlnol-plo- a

Making Up for Lost Tlmo nnd
Laylnrr Out a Syatomatio Programmo

"Tbo departmental Investigating com-
missions aro accomplishing nt lout ono
good result," remarked an official to a Cnmo
reporter. "Tho clerical forcos of tho Gov-
ernment Departments aro accomplishing
moro work than over beforo in tho momory
of man, Tboro la a general understanding
that tho clerks who wilt como ont nhoad
nro theso who havo tholr work up to dato
and who understand nnd nttond to tbolr
Lusincss. This incontlvo Is sufficient to
wako up many who havo novor beforo carod
what coudltlon tholr work was in. Besides
this, tbo Impression prevails that Secretary
Manning and eomo of tho other hoads of
Departments havo decided to require an
extra hour of daily sorvico until work is
brought up.

"It Is a fact that under formor adminis-
trations n largo percontago of Government
clerks havo never bcon glvon to under-
stand that it mado any dlfforcnco whothor
their work was up to dato or not. Whon
thoy wero appointed thoy found tho work
behind and tho height of tholr ambition, if
they had any nmbltlon, was to keep it from
falling back any further. President Clovo-
land has got an idoa that novor ontorcd
Into tho head of any of Iris predecessors.
Ho boliovcs that a day's work In tho De-
partments should mean a disposition of tho
loutlno bnslncss of that day. He regards
tho as dofcctlvo and unsatis-
factory as long as It is unequal to transact
each day tho buslnoss proporly appertain-
ing to that day,

"Ho docs not bollcvo that clerks should
bo engaged on correspondence a year or a
month old. Ho thinks tho forco is

to a prompt disposition of buslnoss,
nnd that a correspondent of tbo Govern-
ment Is entitled to a reply at leait as
promptly as bo would rccclvo ono from a
privato firm or corporation. Ono of tho
singular features of this now idoa," con-

tinued the official, "is that tbo Treasury
Commission agtco with tbo President lu
tho matter. Thoy find that a llttlo oxor-tlo- n

nnd energy, nnd perhaps an oxtra
hour of labor would, by tho oxplratlon of
tbo present fiscal year, bring tho work of
tho(Treasury Department right up to dato
and enable It to dispose of current business
as rapidly as it originated,

"Such a state of affairs scorns Incrodlblo
to tho old men who regard a Treasury
offico asn rcceptaclo of accumulated docu-
ments which novor can in tho ordinary
progress of human ovents rccclvo tho at-

tention of tho samo generation as that un-

der which they originated. Tho work ac-

complished In tho last month would astound
anybody who is familiar with thomothods
that havo prevailod for yoars in soirro of
tho bureaus and offices. Verily, tho bettor
day is coming for tho cttizon who is ob-

liged to transact business with tho Govern-
ment and believes his affairs entitled to
something llkobuslnoss-llk- consideration."
