ment bf the rmollrh of sireglioe robels
eaptured in surroundiog distriom. Wadoos-
dhy night oflienrs of the Colombian Govern.
mont selected one huudeed of the worst
rebels; placed thom on board & wtewmor wnd
earrled thetn ont Into the bay. ‘Lhe entire
one hundred were thrown overboard agd
diowned,
