THE CHOLERA BREEDER.

At a meeting of the citizens of the Second ward,
held at the “Irving Hotel,” on the evening of the
18th June, 1849, Mr. David Monroe was called to
the chair, and John A. Blake was appointed secre-
tary. The objects of the meeting being explained
by the chairman, the meeting proceeded to adopt
stich measures as in their judgment were best calcu-
lated to promote the object in view, viz., the sus-
pension of the work upon the city canal, until the
expiration of the sickly season.

Whereas it is understood that the Asiatic cholera
is now prevailing in several places in the adjoining
States; and whereas it is generally believed that the
clearing out of the Washington canal at this time
would have an effect highly injarious to the health
of this city, if not induce the cholera— thus defeat-
ing the sanitary messures wisely and efficiently
adopted and carried out by the munieipal authori-
ties and Board of Health of this city: Therefore, |

Resolved, That the mayor and councils be earnest- |
ly requested 1o post the improvement of the |
canal until after the 1st of November next.

After the reading of the preamble und resolution,
on motion of Mr. Wm. Orme, they were referred
to an adjourned meeting of citizens, to be held on
the following evening (June 19) at the school-houses
corner of 14th and G streets.
