war. Four or five have threatened this. If this be
any gentleman's love, he would say that it had his
utter condemnation and scorn. He suppqsed that
they would imitate Austria, and call in the Kussian
butchers. He did not love it enough to carry Are
and sword into the bosom of the North. No southernman had made any such threat. The South, if
the North will not do her justice and give her the
guarantees of the Constitution, will separate. The
Constitution teaches us the bounds of liberty, and
points where aggression shall cease and resistance
begin. All that the South asks is to be let alone,
that the aggressions against her institutions shall
cease.
He defended the South generally, and, in speakingof the madness of Abolition, said that not onlyought the Union to be dissolved, but will be, if the

pretensions of the North with reference to the Territoriesare insisted upon. He wanted the Missouri

doingMr. VAN DYKE, of New Jersey, arose to vindicatethe North. They had been spoken of aa a
kind of pickpockets, cut-throats, roDbera, oppressors,aggressors, and even haters of their southern
neighbors. If these charges be true, the North
must be in the wrong. If not, they should know
that too. There waa not one single word of truth
in the charge of aggression. Since the establishmentof the Government, seventeen new States
have been received into the Union; eight only free,
and nine slave States. More than two-thirds of
that territory is slave; and the North, while they
have a majority of two-thirds of population, have
only one-third of the territory. He then proceeded
to show that the Northwest Territory was ceded,
to enable the General Government to pay its debts,
and that New York, Connecticut and Massachusetts,as well as Virginia, claimed that Territory,
and that it was ceded to the Government without
reference to slavery. The whole country, North
and South, were concerned in the passage of the
ordinance, one of the articles of which precluded
slavery. In 1803, the province of Louisiana was

purchased by the North and the South. Of the
four States formed.Louisiana, Arkansas, Missouri
and Iowa.the last only is a free State. Of all the
territory since acquired, except that from Mexico,
two States have been admitted into the Union.
Florida and Texas. Both are slave States. In
1820, the Missouri line was run. The South even
then had things their own way. Our right to
Oregon had date before that time. Texas was admittedon the ground of a division into free and
lave territory, but every one knew that Texas waa

pocketing the whole of that country.
Mr. CABELL inquired of the gentleman whether

he did not recognise the boundary of Texas to the
Rio Grande?
Mr. VAN DYKE said that he was not prepared

to answer the question, but he was prepared
to act when the question comes up. The constitutionof Texas extends over every inch, and her
constitution tolerates slavery, and the country is
subject to slave law. Her dividing line of 36° 30'
is the greatest humbug that was ever presented to
the North. The Government never prohibited
slavery at any point south of the Missouri compromiseline. Gentlemen make terrible threats in
the event of such and such things being done. But
this they may do with impunity, as they <lo not intendto put the threats into execution. Why is the
Southern convention called? What is the cause
to justify the terrible rumbling and uproar? One
gentleman (Mr. Venable) says, because the North
"dishonor the South," and that he will not dodge;
and yet he tried one whole day to avoid facing the
music. He (Mr. V. D.) was absent from the hall
a short time, on that occasion, (two weeks ago.)

In the Senate, yesterday, Mr. Clay'b
compromise resolutions being under consideration,the views of Mr. Calhoun on

the slavery question, in the form of a

speech, were read by Mr. Mason.
In the House of Representatives, Mr.

Doty withdrew the resolution offered by
him a fortnight ago, after which the House
proceeded, in Committee of the Whole,
to the consideration of the President's
message in relation to California.

Air. Calhouu'i Manifesto.

We publish this morning the speech of
Mr. Calhoun, which was read yesterday
in tiie senate Dy Mr. Mason ot Virginia.
It is u very elaborate effort, and is marked
by all the peculiarities of its author. It
is extremely bold in its assumptions, its
inconsistencies, and its demands. Its tone
is that of a man who has a commission to

speak peremptorily and finally for both
parties in fifteen slaveholding Stales.

Mr. Calhoun lays down tiis propositionsas if he were the sole and absolute
guardian of the honor and interests of the
South, and authorized to prescribe the
terms on which the Union is to be saved.
One would suppose that, instead of havingbeen for twenty years excluded from
Whig and Democratic confidence, by
the wildness of his vagaries and the
recklessness of his ambition, he was regardedas the highpriest of both, and that
both were ready to receive the law from
his lips.
He informs us that Mr. Clay's plan

cannot save the Union. He informs us

that President Taylor's plan cannot save

the Union. The projects of Mr. Foote
and Mr. Bell, he considers not entitled
to even a passing allusion. There is only
one way in which the Union can be saved,
and that is Mr. Calhoun's own way. The
South, he says, has no compromise to offerbut the Constitution.and not even

that without an amendment!
We consider the speech of Mr. Calhouna manifesto of disunion, by prescribingimpracticable and impossible con

ditions for the salvation of the Union. It
takes the ground, substantially, that, if
California is admitted into the Union, it
will present a case for resistance. This
is the only tangible and practical proposi-1
tion in the whole speech.

wnatever ooudi may nave neen mtn-
erto entertained upon the question, no one

can read this speech without coming to
the conclusion that Mr. Calhoun has
wrought himself into the conviction that
the dissolution of the Union is the only
remedy for existing evils. That it will
separate him from thousands of well-'
intentioned and patriotic citizens, both
at the North and the South, who have
hitherto looked up to him as a safe politi-:
cal guide and adviser, we cannot doubt.
It is fortunate for the country that Mr.
Calhoun has thus unmasked his motives
and objects ; for, as a professed disunionist,he will be henceforth shorn of his
powers and opportunities of mischief.

We acknowledge the receipt of a note
from the Hon. Mr. Morton, of Virginia,
requeuing that, as an act of "justice,"
we should publish his speech in explanationof his position. In that speech Mr.
Morton accused us of an act of " gross
injustice," in omitting, in the classification

of the members on the Committee on

the District of Columbia, to set him down
as a W'hig. We were not familiar with
Mr. Morton's antecedents. We were

under the impression that he had been
elected by Democratic votes. We found
him, at the commencement of a new career,adopting a course in a Whig caucus
which could not but be wrong, if the
course of our Whig friends from North
Carolina, Tennessee, Kentucky, Maryland,Delaware, Louisiana, and that of his
Whig colleague from Virginia, were right.

By separating himselffrom the great body of
our southern Whig friends on that occasion,
we thought that he had rendered his position
somewhat equivocal and ambiguous. We
knew that the majority of his constituents
were among the best Whigs in the country,and that they were friendly to the
election of Mr. Winthrop as Speaker of
the House of Representatives. Wc knew,
therefore, that he did not represent the
Whigs of the South, nor his constituents,
nor the friends of the Administration,
when he opposed the election of Mr. Winthrop.We knew no one whom he representedon that occasion but Mr. Morton of
Virginia, and we thought it right to leave
the development of his position to time
and circumstances. If this was injustice,
we haVe been guilty of it. If it was injustice,we regret it. That it was gross
injustice to permit a gentleman who was

only known to the Whigs of the nation by
his opposition to the Whig nominee for
the Speakership to define his-faith by his
works, we deny.
We will republish Mr. Morton's speech,

not as an act of justice to himy but as an

act of justice to ourselves. It establishes
very clearly, in our judgment, that we

had no right, under the circumstances, to
define Mr. Morton's position.. As this
is what he contends for, we do not see

that we differ at aH in the premises. We
did not define his position. We shall
therefore reprint the speech at our earliest
convenience.

aa y, through you, to the comouttee, that however

If my views on the subject are of any consequence,
1 may express tbem to you, with the candor which

But
the proceeds are still apparently counted on aa one
source of public revenue for (be purpose of meeting
the expenses of the General Government. I can
hardly see how it is practicable to run a line of distinctionthrough the social conditions of all the peoe,er to compel (supposing this were practicable)

government to distribute, by gift or otherwise,
the public Unds to those on one aide, or forbid thai
government from selling them to those on the
other. I think that the poor of the laboring classes
have even now common interests in, and common

advantages from the course which has hitbertc
been pursued by the government in disposing oi
the public lands.

I dread also the effe< t of any attempt to organise
social sections of this great people into rlasses, aa il
ths interest of one claA were necessarily destructive
of those of another. Having made these obeerva
tions, I can ace great propriety and great advantage
in any prudent and effectual measure, which will
prevent any thing like a monopoly of the evil, securedby great capitalists fir purposes of present
tpecuUtion and aa the foundation of future social
pre-eminence, enuring to them and their posterity.
The evils that might possibly result from any thing
of this kind, at least if attempted on a large scale
are now palpable in the proprietary conditions ol
the people ot Europe, and especially of Great Britmienami I ratan I am eaam r<4s t ks ritrKi nf anil It 4a
