HKossuth and his Pittsburgh Frionds.

A telegraphic sumwary of one of Kossurn's
earliest speeches at Pittsburgh, reported him to
have condemned in very marked language the
pocuniary extravagance of the demonstrations
previously made in his honor. He told his
eastern admirers that their adulation and atten-
tions ‘would have béen more scceptable had
they been less costly in their form ; and he re-
marked that the immense sums which had
been expended in vain-glorious show would
have sufficed to sustain the whole body of Hun-
garian exiles for a twelvemonth. The justice
and severity of the rebuke appear to have exer-
cised some influence over the arrangements at
Pittsburgh, where $10,000 were subscribed to
the Kossuru fund, instead of being expended,
as at New Yorkand Philadelphia, in the inter-
change of high-flown compliments. It appears,
huwever, that even at Pittsburgh things are not
working altegether harmoniously and well.
‘The $10,000 have passed through sundry itch-
ing palms, and the Evemung Chronicle thus
significantly hints at the result :

*There in a very general desire expressed for the
immediate publicativn of the amount expended by
those baving charge of Kossuth while he was
amongst us. Speaking of these expenditures, the
Americon of yesterday says:

“ “There is n curiosily abroad for information in
regard (0 some of them. There is aaid (o bave
beon a deflection of a portion ol that contributed by
the ladies for printing cards.”

“The American, alluding to the amount raised
fur Kossuth, puts it down at ten thousand dullare,
and the comuwiltees who mansge his finances,
however, make heavy drawbacks on this for ex-
pensca, a8 every kind of license is taken in bills
against this fund. We learn that two hundred
dollars was paid for five sleighs to meet him at
Blairsville, and the committee are reported to have
paid sixty dollars for their dinner at that place—
and Kossuth and his suite are charged, here and
elsewhure, with these extravagances of patriotic
commiltece.

““We fecl a little interest ourselves in the ‘deflec-
tion’ for printing; we did some work for the honor
of Kossuth and for the furtherance of his cause,
for which we did not expect remuneration. But if
the patriots, thosc who sasumed the champivnship
of the Hungarian question, charged for their labor,
we, whobave been denounced by them, ought to
bave & finger in the funds, to. Will eome gen-
tieman explain that deflection for printing cards?
It is & nice point, and we are solicituus to have it
explained satielactorily.”

Let the balance-sheet be shown by all means,
not only at Pittsburgh, but at New Yourk, Phila-
delphia, and the other points whers the Kos-
suTH fever has raged with the greatest vio-
lence.

‘The Kossuts tour has already furnished ma-
terials for weighty chapters on popular credu-
lity, the worthlessness of after-dinner promises,
and the dubious sineerity of politicians devoted
o the manufacture of personal capital. The
Pittsburgh difficulty will probably add an
equally instructive exposure of still meaner
practices on the part of patriotic sympathizers
with the Kossvru crusade. ‘There may be
doubts about the precise meaning of cheers, and
the exact value of warlike oratory; but figures
ddmit of less equivocal interpretation. It is to
be hoped, therefore, that our Pitsburgh con
temporaries will let us have the figures quickly
and “‘uncooked.”

M. Kossuth and Mr. Clay.

The interview between M. Kossuru and
Mr. Cray has excited a general interest in the
country, and the reports of it hitherto given to
the public have been somewhat inaccurate,
and, at the best, imperfect.

priety, thal mera sympathy, or the expression of
sympnathy, cannot advance your purposcs. You re
quire material nid.  And indead it is manifost that
the mere declarations of the sympathy of Congress,
or of the President, or of the public, would be of
little avail, unless wa were prepared to enforce those
decinrations by a resort Lo arme, and unless other
nations could sea that preparntion and determi
nation upon our part.  Well, sir, suppose that war
shiould be the issue of the couran you propose o ue,
could we thon effect any thing for you, oureelves,
or the canse of Hberty? To transport men and
nrine acroes the ocean in sufficient numbers and
fuantities o be effoctive agninst Rossia and Aus-
tria would be impossiblo. 1t is a fact which per.

to look to ourselves, and io cherish witlh more
care than ever the security of our institutions and
the preservation of our policy and principles.
By the policy to which we have ndhered since
the days of Washington, we have prospered be-
youd precedent; we have done more for the cause
of liberty in the world (han arms could effect; we
have shown to uther nativns the way to greatnesd
and bappiness. And if we but continue united
ai une people, and persevere in the policy which
our experience has s0 dearly and triomphantly
vindicated, we may in another quarter of a cen-
tury furnish an example which the reason of the
world cannot resist. But if weshould involve our-
selves in the tangled web of European politics, in
a war in which we could effect nothing; aud if in
that struggle Hungary should go down, and we
should go down with her, where then would be (he
last hope of the friends of freedom throughout the
world? Far better is it for ourselvea, for Hungary,
and for the cause of liberty, that, adhering (o our
wise pacific eysiem, and avoiding the distant wars
of Europe, we should keep our lamp hurning
brightly on this western ahore, as a light to all
nations, then to hazard ita utter extinction smid
the ruins of fallen or falling republics in Europe.”’

Throughout Mr. CLav's remarkas M. Kossvru
listened with the utmost interest and attention;
and, indecd, throughout the whole interview he il-
lustrated the rare combination of the profoundest
respect without the smallest sacrifice of his per-
soual digoity, exhibiting in all bis bearing the
most liniehed and atiractive stamp which can be
given o the true mekal of genius. He did not en-
ter, in his turn, upon a controveray of Mr, CLav’s
views, but began by stating what he thought the
reasons of the repeated failures to establish liberal
inetitutions In France. Education and political
information, he said, did not descend very deep
into the maseesd of the French people; as an illua-
tration of which fact he stated tnat hundreds of
thousands, when voting for the first time (o ele-
vate Louis Napuleon to the Presidency, thought
the old emperor was still alive and imprisoned,
and that the vote they then gave would effect
his deliverance. He gradually diverted hLis re-
marks to the affairs of Hungary, Austria, Rusaia,
and Turkey ; speaking of the exaggernted esti-
mate of the strength of Ruasia; of the strength and
weaknees of Turkey—her strength, which consist-
ed in her immense land-force, and especially in
her militia, or landwehr, us he termed it; her
wenkness, which was the liability of the nssault of
Constantinople by wea. And here, apparently in
allusion to Mr. CLav's conviction of cur being un-
able to effect any thing in a European war, he
spoke of the material aid which might be rendered
Turkey in n war with Russia Ly a'naval force for
the protection of her capital. Afler a seriea of en-
tertaining and inatructive remarks about the con-
dition and prospects of Europe generally, be rose
o depart.

Mr. Crav rose and bade bim farewell forvever,
with the utmost cordiality and the kindliest sym-
pathy beaming in his face and suffusing his oye;
and grasping Kossuri's hand, he said, “God bless
you and your family! God blesa your country—
may she yet be free!"”

Kossurn, appareutly overwhelmed by the warm
and earnost sympathy thus exhibited for himeelf,
his suffering family and country, profoundly bow.
ing, pressed Mr. CLay's hand to his heart, and re-
plied, in tonea of deep emotion, “1 thank you, hon.
ored sir! 1 shall pray for you every day that your
health may be restored, and that God may prolong
your life!" Mr. Crav's eyes filled with tears; he
again pressed the hand which clasped his own, pro
bably for the last time, but he could say no more.

Thus closed one of the most intercating scenes it
has ever been the fortune of the writer 1o wilness
Two such men rarely meet in this world.
