We find the following article from the Fort
Bmith Herald copied into the Little Rock Ga-
zelte of the 16th instant:

Hoeririty or THe Comawcuss.—We learn [rom
Mr. Laughlin, who arrived here on Tuesday last,
that he met with Mr. Homphries, of Fort Washita,
on his return from the Comanche country, on Fri-
day, the 25th of June, near Preston, Texas, who in-
formed him that he bad been out on  trading expe-
dition to the Comanches, and that the Indians bad
robbed bim of all his goods, horses, and mules,and
had killed bis men, a white man and a negro, and
that he narrowly escaped himself. That the In
dians first took Mr. Humphries for a Chickasaw;
but efterwards, thinking him to be a white man,
concluded to kill him, but he made his escape.

Mr. Humphries said that the Comanches bad
melted all medals that have from time to time
been distributed among them by sgents of the
Government, and that they now declare eternal
hostility to the whites. We may now look out for
frequent murders on the frontiers of Texas.

The Indian Masspcere.
The Massacre Captain Marcy and hiv Command
By Comanche Indians

Louvisviire, July 27.—The following are all the

particulara received here of the massacre of Cap-
tain Marcy and his command by the Cumaunche
Iodians ;
Government expresses arrived at Forl Bmith on
the 17th, bringing intelligence of the destruction
of the expedition to the head-waters of Red river,
and the murder of Captain Marcy and eighty men
by Commanche and Kioway Indians. The Indians
were about one thousand strong, and fuought the
troops all day. Captain Marcy, Dr. SBbumard,
Captain Strain, and J. R. SBoydam, of New York,
are supposed Lo bave been killed.

The Comanches were on their way to aitack the
poets on the branches when they were met by
Captain Marcy and his troops. They entered his
camp in a friendly manner, received presenta from
him, and left at night, running off with o number
of mules, The next morning they returned and
attacked the camp, and, after resisting them for
twenty-four houre, Captain Marcy deemed it ad-
visable to surrender, in hopes they would be satia-
fied with the plunder of the camp. The report,
however, is, that they made an indiscriminate
massacre of all their prisoners. The greatest ex-
citement prevailed on the frontier, and it was
thought that Fort Arbuckle and other posts on the
branches would be next attacked.

T.vopa Ordered to Texas.

New Oarease, July 27.—The newe of the In-
dian massacre bhas created much excitement here,
and fears are entertained of a general Indisn war,
A company of mounted riflemen have been or-
dered to the frontiera of Texas to protect the in-
habitants. A thorough system of organisation has
been deiccted amongst the Indinns.

Lundy'o Lane Celebration.

Niacara Favrws, July 27, 9 o'clock, p. m.—
There is now a vast nssemblage in the Grove, and
Governor Jonee, of Tennessee, is making a strong
speech for General Scott. He pledges himsell for
bis freedom from fanaticiam, and prophecies that
his elcction will be the end of every sectional agi-
tation. His speech was exceedingly eloquent, and

Judge Bandford, of the superior court, died this
morning, after n long illness.

Disgraceful Riot,

Civcinnati, July 27.—A most disgraceful riot
occurred at Newton, in thiz county, on Sunday
night. The sale of liliuur having been prohibited
by municipal regulation, a German was found
guilty of violating the law, and heavily fioed.
Uepredations were subscquently committed upon
the property of the person who made the com.

laint, and suspicivn rested upon the German.
T'he citizens then held a meeting and ordered all
Germana to leave the place. A riot waa the conse-
quence, which, however, has been temporarily
suppressed. The Germans of the surrounding
towns take sides with their countrymen.

In this city a body of two huundred Germans
held an indignation meeting in conseq of
having been fined fur desecrating the Sabbath by
gnmbﬁng. singing through the strects, &c. Thuy
digclaim all religion and laws, and declare that
ever[v manin this free country has a right to Jdo as
he pleases. They aleo declare a prelerence for their
national flag over all others. This movement is
opposcd by naturalized Germans, and other meet-
ings will be held.
