German Criticism on America.

The Amland, an excellent journal of Stuttgard,
is lavored with (he collaboration of a German
writer in this rouutry, whose business eeeuii to be
solely to ahow up our fault* and weakneaaea, after
the laabiou of Mrs. Truilope. In bia view tbero ia
hardly a more degraded race of beings on earth
than the Americana, for though they have some of
the externals of civilisation, (hey are aunk in the
loweat materialism. Money ia their only God, aud
bia aervirc they pursue with an intensity and exclusivencesof devotion worthy of a machine. Elcva*tion of aoul, delicacy and warmth of feeling, re

tinement, taste lor art, every thing, in short, that
gives grace, beauty, and dignity to life ia wantingamong them, and it ia doubtful whether it can
be implanted by the foreign immigration which
annually enters their country. It is rather to be
feared that these poetic germs will be smothered
in the marshy soil of American materialism. Hear
how this critic declaims against our great propensity:
" Richly as mother Nature has scattered her

treasures in America, she has not been able to pour
young blood into the veina of a race grown old.
The observer perceives only a convulsive flickeringof the lamp of life where, with real youth, be
would see the clear light oi cheerful joyousneaa.
Avarice, the sign of old age, or the greed of gain,
ia dominant in the American through the whole

Seriod of his active life, and during tbe whole year
e allows himscll but a small number of days of reposefrom tbe chase after money, just rest enough

not to get entirely out of breath. In this there is
visible a childish disposition, bat not youthfulness;
even the youngest are affected by this weakness of
old age. rtoys and girls, as soon as they begin to
talk, are infected with last for gold by the example
of their parents; their childhood is all polluted by
it. and as soon us the rising generation is capable
of gaining money in any way, it is hurried with
recklessness, with arbitrary compulsion that might
be cai.ed beastly, to the one end of life.to moneymaking."
k The following account is given by our author of
the Fourth of July, that great national holiday;
there is truth in it:
"In New York, in 1861, I saw my first Fourth of

July ou American soil. It was tbe frightfulest
racket that I ever experienced. Even the Russians,
with their popular festivals, rude and external as

Is the nature of the same, are geouine artists in
that line compared with the Americana. From tbe
earliest dawn till late at night, a noiay, senseless
cracking of pistol and gun-ahots, with the noiae of
fireworks, amid which not a soul in tbe street is
secure of his lite, forma the main element of the
great holiday. Old and young, men and women,
ooys and girls, all make ceaselessly tbe moat earcrackingclamor, which even & peasant boy in
Germany would not long think amusing, becuuse
in it one can think of nothing whatever, except
that one is in danger of losing bis aensea. I doubt
indeed whether an Indian cuuld stand it long in
such confusing folly. It is tbe grossest of pleasures,
if, indeed, it can be called such. With it there is
now and (lien an empty parade of militia and oI
fire companies, whoso only purpose is 'show,' and
whose ordinary end is getting drunk on brandy,
the most disgusting ana grossest thing that can be
conceived. A par: of the city's population went
out to tbe neighboring islands and other resorts
where so-called places of amusement.consisting
of tbe meanest drinking shops.offered tbe means
of getting intoxicated on that liquor, amid the
noise of firing. In the evening the authorities ex
tiibitcd some wretched and tasteless fireworks, and
the next day the journals were full of the accidents
that had o-'currcd. Tbe whole affair has always
disgusted the educated; this several confessed tu
me, and some thought an effort should be made tu

give a nobler direction to the day. But what can
be done where the mass know uothing but 'show'
and noise? Whence with tbe universal habits and
the until nl nrnn-r i-rinrnlinii r.nil the nubler and
the better be derived? Only the Germans with
their good and genial social feeling (Innerlichktil)
could exercise a useful intlucucc; but they are here
the oppressed, the governed, the despised, and
since German schools arc wanting, their children
grow up with Anglo-Aiuerican rudeness and externality.
" I was often told that 1 could not judge of all, hj

long as 1 was acquainted with New York alone.
Talsc as this pretence appears, I bad to let it pass
till I had seen and heard more of America, and
convinced myself that in respect to holidays New
York truly represented the American character.
A little less uoi6r, in other places, perhaps the pro
cession of a Suuday school- iu which ' dress' and
'show'were the chief elements.make the only
difference."
The Americans, wc are told, have no real festivalsor days of recreation and expansion of the

soul. Even Sunday is nothing but a cold, formal,
and lifeless season of mere cessation from business,to whicb on the morrow all the world rushes
agaiu with renewed furor. The hypocritical aud
mechanical pietism which, according to our author,is shown off on that day, rather heightens
than alleviates its horrors. But it is on the ob
sorvances of New Year's that he especially wreaks
his satire. We translate a passage;
"Whoever has any intimate acquaintance will;

a family is expected to make hie 'call' upon the
lirst of January, and those whose acquaintance is
but slisrht embrace the excellent opportunity o!
being pre»ctiled to (he ladies; indeed, the observ
udcc of the day is owing mainly to the opportune
lie* it pives for presentations and introductions
The object of the 'calls' on this day ia that of wish
ing the ladiea, who remain at home.of courat
clad in their beat.'a happy new year.' The tables,
moreover, arc universally apread with eatables
drinkables, and delicacies.

' 'How many calls have you made to-day?'
"This is the universal question among acquaint

ancea wherever tbey meet in the evening, it being
a point to make calls upon apd to shake banth
with the greatest number possible of ladies, tbougt
not a word be apoken beyond the simple 'Happj
new year.' Some go farther and make their ob
nervations upon tbe uncommonly magnificent 01

out-of-thc- way dross of this or that lady, while
other* perhaps remark upon the style in whirl
the table was set out; and here the matter rests
except in casts where some marriage project is it
view, when, oI course, some deeper feeling is caller
into play.
"On the second of January the 'call-making

devolves upon the ladies, and it is the duty of th<
gentlemen to remain at home. Still, I have re

marked that the principal object of the ladies ii
going out ia to show themselves in fine dress in th<
streets, and to put the great question to their fc
male acquaintances: 'flow many 'calls' did yoi
receive yesterday ?'
"In I lie reply, tbe greatest possible number i

given, because they pay no regard to any one bu
themselves, and from earliest childhood have tbei
thoughts turned only to show and outwnrd ap
pearance. In the first families regular account
hooks are kept of the number of visitors. More
over, the most indefatigable exertions are every
-where made to exhibit the lorms of polite society ii
their highest degree of refinement; and I mysel
aw, on this day, the most aristocratic and reservei

people, who at other limes would shudder at tb<

slightest contact with any thing belonging to th
mob or (he common people, paying polite alien

tion to ordinary mechanics, «nd on tneir deparlur
accompanying- them even to the outer door. Tb
tact i«, people are willing lor once to follow tb
cuatotn and show themselves butuan.tbe sliov
being only tbe playing of a part similar to tbu
played in old times by empresses and i|ucena ii
washing tbe lect of beggars."

seeins to have led liim to tbe conclusion that the;
are a pack of rascals. He says:
"As far as I have examined the financial admin

Engliab majority in the United State# evidentlyfear the intellectual auperiority which would be
exhibited by a population endowed with German
cuiiure, ana accordingly ao naming to provide lor
instruction therein. Tne result is savage bullies,
and ruffians from whom nobody is secure, aud who
make the streets and the open country without the
city as daugerous, and even more so, than ever
the Spessart was. In spile of all the p> eteuded respectfor the female sex, very young girls are exposedto the must fearful brutalities when they gofrom home without an escort! This results from
the want of education to which the growing Germanyouth in America are also subject "

Here we take leave uf our grumbler for the preseut,hoping that bis eyes may get cleared of their
motes before we meet with him agaiu. His assumptionthat all the tasto, culture, reliueiuenl, aud lovo
of art in the world belong to German literati, professorsand other cultivated clusscs, wont bold water.Indeed, with all respect for the many excellentand useful qualities of those gentlemen, manyof whom we personally honor and esteem in a very
high degree, we are free to say that as a class they
themselves stand in some need of culture, not only
in the supreme art of common sense, but in some
of the ordinary amenities of life. For instance,
we have heard a learned professor declaim on
Atnericau childishness and want of refinement,
when bis own hands exhibited a slrikiug ignorance
of soap and the nail-brush, and bis shirt apparently
had nut been changed for a iortuight. And we rememberan article in a former number of the Autlandgiving an account of the ice cream saloons of
New York, where the author described himself as

sating a dinner from whose iucongruous variety
any man of stomach more refined tnan a Hottentot
would shrink back in horror. That convinced us
that if our critic hod something to teach in respect
to art, good taste, and "German culture," he had
morn to learu than had yet been dreamed of in his
philosophy.
With as little disposition as possible to conceal

the faults or exaggerate any virtues that may exist
in America, we suggest, for tho consideration of
this writer, (and others may improve by tbe suggestion,)that be would render a much Better serviceto bis fatherland by reporting there what there
is in this Republic which is worthy ol Gerinau
imitation, rather than by uselessly enlarging upon
our weaknesses and evils. The latter may be more
grateful to the monarcha and princes who live
upon the German people, and would fain preserve
that agreeable mode of existence; but the former
would ba infinitely more beneficial to the millions
who long for liberty and equal rights. We fear
the writer in the Autland must be pronounced a

bad patriot towards bis native country; and that
whatever semblance of truth there may be in his
condemnation of that tie has adopted, it is so exaggeratedand one-sided that he must pass for a
bad patriot towards this also.
