The engines must be 20 arranged that they can be
applied to propelling the dredge to and from the
bar upon which it is to work.

The depth of water in which the work is to be
performed varies from 7 to 14 feet at low water;
the tide rizea 6 feet, making the greatest depth 20
feet.

There must be suitable sleeping and other necea-
sary mccommodations provided for twelve men,
gture-rooms, coal-bunkers capable of bolding twen-
ty tans and a amith’s forge.

" The vessela must be delivered fully equipped
and provided with every min%" necessary to work
it to the beat effect. Should the amount required
Lo be raised daily, as stated above, exceed theca-
pacity of une dredge, then offers for one dredge of
half the above apecified capacity, and also for two
dredges, each of balf the above specified capacity,
will be received.

To have two low- pressure enginea of thirty-borse
power each, 20 arranged as to be capable of being
ckly reversed, and when ronning the same
way to move without strain. The tug ia to becom-
pletely found in ground tackle and all equipage of
every desoription whatever necessary to fit ber for
the business of lowing.

Also, four dumping scows, fifty feet in length by
sixteen in width, having wells thirty-six feet by
eleven at top, the opening at the boftom two feet
e, and closed with two vaives; a windlasa for
sing the valves; bits at the bow and stern of six
y six-inch white oak, securely stepped; to be
planked with the besi three-inch southern pine;
the frame to be of oak, cedar, or locust, and se-
curely fasiened and kneed; a combing around the
well one foot in beight and four inches in thick-
ness, securely fastened to the deck; the bottom,
sides, ends, and well are to be zinced to the height
of light-water mark.

The price of each dredge, of the tug, and of each
scow must be separately stated.

The proposed time of delivery of the dredge,
scows, and tug—boat at Charleston, 8. C., muat be
staied, and when 8o delivered they must be Peady
for inspection and trial by the officer of enginenrs,
or such other agent of the Government as may be
appointed for that purpose. They must be carried
to the bar on which it is designed tooperate, at the
entrance of Charleston harbor, and there at the
contractor’s expense teated as to their perform. |
ance, which test must in every respect be satisfae-
tory and in conformity with the conditions of the
contract.

No payment will be made on account of the
dredge, tug, or scows, until the whole shall have
been delivered, inspected, tested, as above pre-
scribed, and received; when the contractor will be
paid in full.

Parties offering to contract for this dredge and
its equipment will state diatinctly on what princi-
ple they propose to construct Lthe machine; if pat—
ented, the name of the patentce; whether a similar
machine bas been buiit and subjected to trinl; and,
if 20, where and under what circumstances; giving
the character of the dredged matter and the depth
of water from which it was raised; naming the
persons Lo whom reference can be had io regard to
thesame.
