Ans. The topography is very correct.
Ques. Arethere not in the inounteins south of
the village of Laguinillas abropt terminations of
the hills, with gorges between them?

Ans. Yes, sir.
Ques. Are they 80 set down on the map?
Ans. I think the topography of the ocountry is
pretty well set down on the map. J
Ques. Can you stand in  Leguinillas and see
through these gorges the hille beyond?
Ans. You cannot see through them; but you
can see over them the tops of the higher hille,
which are beyond.
Ques, There are gorges then in these mountaine
nearest Laguinillas? .
Ans. There are, but you cannot eece through
them beyond the mountains; they are cut off by
abropt bills. Laguinillas iteelf stands on a hill
Ques. Is there nota gorge in those hille through
which the road gees to La Comunidad?
Ana. Thereis a gorge, but it ie upon the moun-
tain. The gorge doee not go down to the bottom.

The witness was herc closely interrogated as
to the positions of the several pﬂ;cm laid down on
the map, its correctness, distences from the seéve-
ral places, and with respect to the varied topo-
graphy of the country described in his examina-
tiop in chief.
Ques. What route did you go when you left
Laguiniilas?
ng. The route to Arroyo Beco; I caunotsay
we slopped there when poing there st that monu-
ment stone; we were scatiered sometimes; | was
three miles distant from Captain Doubleday at
tipes; this etone is a league from Arroyo Seco, 1
do not know Captain Doubleday went to it; he told
me hedid. I Lave a knowledge he went off the
route with & servant to a great distance. Assoon
as the commiesion left the municipality of Lagui-
nillas, he parted company with ua. 1 left the com-
missioners at no very great distance from Penijuan.
I went to the monument with the commission. 1
left Penijunn about 12 o'clock. We went to the
monuvment beiween eightand nine o’clock, then
went to Penijuan. 1was off shooting ducks, and
the commission got there before | did. | and the
comrmission started for Penijuan together. I think
it was sbout 12 o’clock that we got there—it was
before dinner, which was a thing we did not often
getin that county. We carried our provisions
with us, bat we gid not un k the mules; we
dined at the encampment, which was over night;
that meal was breakfast, dinner, and supper.
S8ometimes we had a little chocolate in the matter,
We left Penijuan together, and 1 waes at Laguf-
nillas about an hour 'f;efore the commission arrived.
Captain Doubleday arrived the saine evening. The
members of the commission were preity much to-
geth.er. [have no knowledge how Caplain Dou-

leday got thie point—at the southeast corver of
Laguinillas.
We stopped half an hour, or three-quarters,
moreor less, at Arroyo Seco- but I bad no watch,
and can’tssy pmciut}; We left Laguinillas after
the eun was up; I am moet positive the sun WHE up
when we left there. From Laguinillae to Arroyo
Seco it is about fiveand a balf or eix leagues by the
road we took; the road is not very straight, and is
overa very rugged, hilly country. It took us four
to five hours to ride it. It was & very rogged
country; we passed over hills. We passed over
the dry bedsof sowue streams; and one or two run-
ning streams. Our next stopping plece was st a
plantation, where there was a nmnlft sugar mill;
we encamped there that night; the next day we
were at Laporelia, (80 underzstoed,) which wes the
woret road I ever saw ; we then pushed on to-
wards Queretaro.  When we got to the rancho of
Esperanza, we were within about eight leagues to
Queretaro, and the same distance to San Juan del
Rio. We concluded that if we wert on to Quere-
taro we could not all get seats in the diligence, and
we then pushed on directly to 8an Juan. One of
the party who went to Queretaro could not get &
seat in the diligence.
We went from there to the city of Mexico; we
did nol go'in the diligence, but rode on horeeback,
Ques.
