Debate «r» Pariiammt on the Imprisonment, in South

Carolina, of British Colored Stamen.
In the British Hjl.sc of Lords, on the evening of

the 14 h.
Lord Bsapmont rose to move for n ropy

of the correspondence respecting the law of the

State, under any pretext whatever, by land or

water; and, under one of the sections of that act,
the sheriffof any district was empowered to go on
board a vessel arriving in the porta of South Carolina,and take away and detain in prison, until the
departure of the vessel, any free negro, or person
of color, be might find employed among its crew
There were other sections of the act, which pro
vided that free negroes, or persona of color, enter
ing the State, should be liable to corporeal punishmentand if thcj repeated their offence, they
should be liable to be publicly sold as slaves. That
act, as it affected free negroes, and colored persons,acting aa seamen, had been productive of
great inconvenience in the management ot the
trade between South Carolina and the British
W est Indies, because the VVea India merchants
engaged in that trade frequently employed such
persons on board their vessels. The question had
become further complicated, in consequence of the
natural desire on the part of the Government of
this country to enforce certain treaties which had
been agreed to between the two countries, by
which the European subjects of the British crown
were to receive protection and security for their
commerce. That treaty overrode any law which
might be subsequently passed by any particular
State of the American Union; but it did not apply
to our West India possessions

In the year 1830, however, an act had been
passed by Congress to the effect that the privileges
enjoyed by the European subjects of the British
srown should be extended to the innabitants of the
British West Indies. Her Majetty'* Government
/lad come to the conclusion trial under tnese ct'cuin
stances the State rf South Carolina could not detain
as prisoners any portion of the crews of the vessels
of our West India merchants; and in the year 1850,
Mr Mathew, our consul at Charleston, had under
their direction used his best efforts to carry out
that view of the question. Mr. Matbew bad addressedcommunications to the Legislature of
South Carolina upon the subject. That Legislature
had appointed a committee to inquire into the matter;and that committee had reported against any
modification of the law of the State, although hints
had been thrown out that it was possible that certainamendments mi^ht be made in the law with
a view to diminish the hardships to which personsarrested on board of trading vessels were

subjected. In the month of March, 1852, a man
of color, who had been employed in a vessel
which had been driven by stress of weather into
Charleston, had been seized and imprisoned by the
authorities of that port. The British consul had
brough a motion before the local court for a writ
of habeas corpus in that case, but the court had refusedto grant the writ, and the Governor had

L stated that he would hive instructed the sheriff
under any circumstances not to have given up the
prisoner The controversy which had thus been
raised had excited a ge©d deal of angry feeling in
the Cnited States, and especially in South Carolina.
Another person of color had afterwards been

seized ou board another vessel; and that case
had been taken bv our consul belore the Supreme
Federal Court of the United States. A writ of

1 trespass and false imprisonment had actually been
brought against the sheriff of Charleston; but
nothing- had as yet coune of the matter. Therecould
be no doubt but that the proceedings in question
bad created considerable ill-will in South Carolina,
and the Governor of that State had actually declaredthat bad it not been for those proceedings
he would have recommended a modification of the
law under which captains of vessels would merely
be required to confine any free negroes or persons
of color in their vessels during their stay in the
ports of that State. Now, he (Lord Beaumont)
believed that that would be as great a concession
as we could under present circumstances expect;
for the inhabitants of South Carolina naturally
found it necessary to exclude free negroes from
their territory, while they continued to retain the
lave system He hoped, whoever might be the
British Consul in South Carolina in future, that
instructions should be given him not to let the
subject be neglected; but that he should be requestedlouse his best endeavors to induce the Legislatureof South Carolina to take the initiative in
bringing about a more desirable state of things
than at present prevailed in reference to the questionto which he had just been calling their lordships'attention. [Hear, hear.]
Tne Earl of Clabkndon said that he had listened

with the utmost attention to the speech of his no
ble friend, and that he felt extremely avad that the
subject with which it dealt had been brought be
fore their lordships with so much moderation. He
believed his noble friend had in that speech truly
uesigua-i iiic a. .a vsuilii now prevaueu in me

State of South Carolina. Since his noble friend
had given notice of his motion, he (the Earl >1
Clarendon) had looked over the correspondence tc
which it referred. That correspondence was very
voluminous, since it extended over a period ol
tnirty years. It poiuted out not only the great difficultieswhich this country had to contend with
in conuexion wuh the subject to which it related,
but also the very considerable difficulties by which
that subject was, in other respects, surrounded
The prim ipal difficulties which lay in the way of
a satisfactory settlement of the question was the
existence of the treaty of commerce bet ween this
country and the United States. By that treaty
the utmost freedom of commercial intercourse
between the two countries had been stipulated
for and guaranteed. In addition to that treaty
there was a provision which had reference to
the particular laws of each individual State. Un
der that proviso it was that South Carolina in
sisted upon the maintenance of the law in its ex

isting State, and he (the Earl of Clarendon) had
no hesitation in saying that the question had been
referred to different gentlemen, who bad acted as
the law advisers of the crown and that the opinion
of those gentlemen had been that,however unjusti
fiable the present la w might be, the Government
of this country h id no right to demand its abrogation,
nor to serk for compensation for the injuries which
might be \njiicled upon her Majesty's subjects under
Us operation Remonstrances, however, bad been
used upon the subject, and an appeal bad been
made to the Government of the United States, not
only with respect to what her Majesty's ministers
considered the unconstitutional character of the
existing law, but also with regard to the spirit ol
the treaty which existed between the two countries.
The views of her Majesty's government upon the
subject were shared by the Government of the
United States, and upon one occasion a judge ol
the Supreme Court in that country had pronounced
me law unconstitutional ana unjust, ine same

opinion bad been given in this respect by the AttorneyGeneral of the United States, and a distinct
representation had been made by the Government
of that country to the Legislature of South Carolina
of the unconstitutional and severe character of the
law That representation had been met, upon the
part of the Legislature of South Carolina, by a messageso violent in its nature, and by a resolution so

angry and Defiant, that a stop had been put to the
renewal of all interference in the matter upon the
part of the United Scat's Government. The British
Minister at VV aahington had subsequently protested
against the law being put intooperation, but he had
been told that if E"gland insisted upon the abrogationof the Iaxr, the United States Government would
have no other course left open to thevi except to give noticeof the abrogation of the treaty which at present ex

LOCAL MATTERS.

A Youso Criminal and his Punishment..In
tbe criminal court on Monday a boy, aged four
teen years, was tried lot larceny. Several wit|neases having testified, tbe case was submitted to

tbe jury without argument. Not having come to
a conclusion when the court adjourned, they yesterdaymorning brought in a sealed verdict cf
guilty, with a recommendation to mercy. The
judge, in pronouncing sentence, said:
"You have been indictedand convicted for stealingthree pairs of gaiter boots. It is a very dis

tressing thing for the court to see a boy of your age
in this situation, and others standing about.your
companions, who may see in your their own fate,
if they do not change thsir course You do not
seem to show anv contrition and shame for the
condition in which you find yourself. The probabilityis, if you do not restrain yourself now, you
will end your career on the gallows. The probabilitiesare all that way. I beg you and those boys
to take notice of what I say. What can you expectwill become of you, either in this world or the
next? A chap hardly out of petticoats, who ought
to be in the nursery instead of running about in
this way. This is not the first time a similar
charge has been made against you. I feel it my
duty to pass rather a s vere sentence, as well for
your good as for theexampleof those chaps around
you. I have observed them during the trial, standingabout with eager cars Tne sentence of the
court is, that you be imprisoned in the county jail
for nine months and pay a fine of one dollar."
The young offender was then remanded.
Painful, indeed, was the spectacle presented.a

bright, intelligent-looking boy arraigned at the
bar of the criminal court, found guilty, and then
sentenced to the prison-house; his father being a

voluntary and distressed witness of the proceed
ings. May the example have an enduring and
beneficial effect upon juveniles who have already
commenced a similar career of crime, and prove
reformatory to the youthful convict himself.

Marriaoi ij» Jail..Joshua Anderson, who was

several days ago arrested at iiladensburg, brought
to this city, and committed to prison on the charge
of killing a slave recently near Williamsport, Maryland,and who is now awaiting the requisition
of the Governor of that State, was yesterday marriedin jail by the Rev. John Scrivener, a local
elder of the Methodist Church. The bride was desirousof having a bridesmaid, and the groom a

groomsman; but on being assured that such arrangementswere not actually required in sucb
delicate matters, the knot was tied in the preseuce
of two of the jail police.
Mr. D. H. Tsbbs, of this city, was severely injuredseveral days ago. While riding over the

Bladensburg turnpike his horse becoming unmanageable,he jumped from the buggy with a

view to escape personal danger; but after his feet
struck the earth he fell backward, and thus sustaineda concussion of the brain Dr. W. H Berryis his attending physician. There were symptomsyesterday which seemed slightly favorable
to the condition of the patient.
