PHILOSOPHICAL APPARATUS.
The College ia provided with a Philosophical Apparatus

that furnishes ample means of experimental illustration
in all the different branches of Natural Philosophy. Tho
sum ofihree thousand dollars has recently been expended,
partly in this country and partly in London and Paris, in
the purchase of new apparatus, adapted to the present
advanced state of the Physical Sciences.

EXAMINATIONS.
At the close of each study, or branch of study, the mem¬

bers of the class are carefully examined, and. at the close
of the year, in all the studies of the year, in the presqpee
of a Committee of the Trustees; and their attainments
are eommunicated to the Board of Trustees.

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION.
In addition to daily morning and evening prayer, di¬

vine worship is held twice on every Sunday, and the reci¬
tation on Monday morning is always in the Greek Testa¬
ment. At the request of his parent or guardian, a student
is permitted to attend any plaoe of worship which himself
or the parent or guardian may select. One member of the
Faculty will attend at each of the different places of wor¬

ship (Presbyterian, Episcopalian, and Methodist) in the
village, and note all absentees.
Two at least of the Professors, with their families, will

reside in the College buildings, and will board at a com¬
mon table with the students, who are required to occupy
such rooms as may be assigned them by the Faculty.

ADMISSION.
In order to admission to pursue the entire course, a

student must be at least fourteen years of age; must give
satisfactory evidence of good moral character; and must
sustain an examination in the following studies, vii:

Arithmetic, Elements of Algebra, Latin and Greek
Grammar, Jacob's or Felton's Greek Reader, and the first
two books of Xenophon's Anabasis, Jacob's or Doering's
Latin Reader, Sallust or Caesar, Cicero's 8elect Orations,
and Virgil, or what shall be deemed equivalent.

EXPENSES.

FURNISHING MAIL LOCKS AND KEYS.

Post OrncE Department,!
March 14, 1861. J

IT being desirable to substitute locks and keys of some
other kind for those now In use for tho mail sorvieo

of the United States, specimen locks and key*, with pro¬
posals to furnish the same, will be received and considered
at tho Post Office Department until the first day of July
next The different locks will be submitted to a commis¬
sion for examination and report. Upon this report, con¬
tracts will, as soon a* practicable, be entered into for fur¬
nishing such locks and keys for four years, with the right
on the part of the Postmaster General, for the time being,
to extend and continue the contract in force for an addi¬
tional term of four years, by giving to tho contructor a
written notice to that effect, not more than nine nor less
than six month* before tho termination of the first term
of four years.
With a view of procuring the best lock at the lowest

price, no kind of lock Is prescribed m a standard, the De¬
partment relying for a selection on the mechanical skill
and ingenuity which a fair competition, now invited, may
develop. It is, however, proper to state that a lock suit¬
able for the mail servioe should possess the following qual¬
ities, vi»: durability, uniformity, lightness, and strength.

For the purpose of displacing simultaneously nil the
mail locks and keys now In use, about thirty thousand
new locks and twenty thousand keysadapted thereto will be
required to be furnished by the contractor within seven
months after the contract shall havo been entered Into;
afterwards the annual supply will depend on the dura¬
bility of the locks and keys adopted, as well as the in¬
crease of the mall servicc; but It will probably never ex¬
ceed In amount three thousand of the former and ono
thousand of the latter.
No lock will be considered If It be like any already in

general use; nor will anyone with whom the contract
may be made be allowed to make, sell, or furnish, any
lock or key similar to those contracted for for any other
purpose or use than that of the Post Office Department.
The kind of lock adopted must be patented, and the pa¬

tentee will be reauired, on entering into contract, to make
an aisignment of hi* patent for the exclusive use and ben¬
efit of the Department, If the Postmoster General shall
deem such requirement essential to the Interests of the
servioe. In case of the fnllure of the contractor at any
time to fulfil faithfully the terms and conditions of his
contract, the Postmaster General shall have the right,
besides a resort to the penal remedy hereinafter men¬
tioned, to annul said contract, and to contract anew with
anv other party or parties as he may see fit, for furnishing
similar locks and keys.
In deciding upon the proposals and specimens offered,

the Postmaster General may deem It expedient to select
for the through mail* the lock of one bidder, and for the
wav mails that of another. He reserves, therefore, the
right of contracting with different Individual* for such
different kinds of looks as ho may select, and also the
right to reject all the specimens and proposals, If be shall
deem that course for the interest of the Department. The
party or parties contracting will be required to give l«nd,
with ample security, in the sum of thirty thousand dol¬
lars, for j fWthftil performance of the contract. The con¬
tract Is to contain provisions for the due and proper in¬
spection of the locks and keys, and also for guarding
against their passing Into Improper hands: the terms of
these provisions to be arranged between the Department
and the successful bidder, If a hid should be accepted.
No application will be considered If not accompanied

with satisfactory evidence of the trustworthy character of
the bidder, and of his ability to fulfil the contract.
