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It is alleged by their advocates that the late

To reconcile con-
flicting opinions, and secure concert aud una-
nimity, there must be mutusl confidence and
good-will. This is impossible, unless the sections
deal fairly and justly towards each other. The
true end of government is to proteot persens and
prop In the South slaves are property, and
the South demand the peaceable and quiet pos-
session of such property. Their right to hold
glaves as property is denied by the Abolitionists
of the North, who, that they may more efficiently
control public opinion in that section, have or-
ganized themselves into religious and political
combinations. They act through the press, the
pulpit, and the ballot-box. Such an organization
in one gection makes it indispensable that there
should be a counter organization in the other;
beeause, if not resisted by such counter organiza-
tion, the inevitable consequence would beé that
the Northern organization would absorb and
control the entire public sentiment, socisl, moral,
religious, and political, of that section.

respect of Congress, und thus promote the adop-
tion of such details as may be agreed upon in
convention ; bat if it should not be convenient to
send delegates, we would ask your company to
gubmit, through us, your wishes and opinions
upon the main proposition, and upon the details
connected therewith.
It is well known that many persons are epposed
to internal improvements by the general govern-
ment—some denying the power of Congress to
make appropriations for that object; others fear-
ing that the exercise of such power would lead
to combinations resulting in partial and unjust
legislation.

The same effget, although to a less extent, re-
sults from existing laws, and surely it cannot be
urged as a valid objection to the proposed change
that it will aid in the extension of the railroad
system. We olaim as n merit, that the proposed
modification will aid in extending the system by
giving greater value to railrond investments.
Under existing laws contracts are made for four
years, and the payments are continued, if not in-
crensed ad infinitum.  Under the proposed modi-
fieation the contracts will be made, giving the
United States the perpetunl use of railroads; and
the rate of compensation is 8o reduced that, at
the end of thirty-three years, the payments will
cense, and the department will forever thereafter
liave the use of such railroad free of all charge.
It is ohjected that old routes may be super-
seded by new ones, and the present service so
diminished as to render it inexpedient to make
permanent contracts at the rates proposed. It

Imrorrant Discoveny—From the Pacific
of the 28th of November last, published at San
Francisco, we learm that the Rev. Tyler
Thatcher, during his voyoge to his adopted
State, California, discovered a simple method
of determining the latitude and longitude, by
means of a single observation of any heavenly
body, either on the meridian or at any angle
with the meridian, at any hour of the day or
night; and a method entirely independent of
the chronometer.

Newfoundland.

There is nn island gome fifteen hundred miles
east of us, at present but little known or thought
of, which is destined ere long to hold an impor-
tant position relutive to this continent and Eu-
rope. We refer to Newfoundland. Rich in its
fisheries alone, it has remained obscure and neg-
lected until this year, when the spirit of enter-
prise was aroused there by Mr. F. N. Gisborne,
Inte govermment superintendent of the Nova Beo-
tin telegraph lines. This gentlemsn, who has
just returned from a successful exploration of the
interior of that island, is now in our city endeav-
oring to enlist the sympathies of our sts
and merchants in the project of connecting that
far-off island with Nova Beotia and the United
States, by extending the line of telegraph from
St. Johns to Cape ¥, and thence forty-eight
miles across the Gulf of 8t. Lawrence, by the
same process recently adopted in crossing the
straits between England and France. From offi-
cinl documents, with which Mr. Gisborne has
heen furnished, it appears that the Newfoundland
government are disposed to extend large pecu-
niary aid and every necessary facility for the
accomplishment of this great enterprise, which
would seem to be of vital importance to that
province, and which, should the anticipation of
its projectors be realized, will add a most impor-
tant link to the chain of commercial operations
between the Old and New Worlds. Mr. Gisborne
also represents the interests of the Newfoundland
Stenm Navigation Committee, who hold out a
prospect of legislative aid, cheap coals, &e., &c.,
&c., a8 an inducement to any of our trans-Atlan-
tic steam companies who will make St. Johns a
port of call once n month for their stésmers.
