Silver Coinage.
lu the Senate, yesterday. Mr. Hunter, from

the Committee on Finance, reported a bill in re¬
lation to the coinage of the naif-dollar. quar¬
ter-dollar. dimes, and half-dime?
The bill was accompanied with a report, set¬

ting forth the necessity of an immedia te change
in the silver coin of the United States, in order
to prevent its exportation to Europe, where it
bears a relutive higher value to gold than it
does here.

This bill provides that from aud after the 1st
of June. 1852, the weight of the half-dollar is
to be 192 grains; and the quarter-dollars, dimes,
nnd half-dimes. Bhall be respectively one-half,
one-fifth, and one-tenth of the weight of a half-
dollar; which coin is rnado a legal tender in
payment of all sums not exceeding S5. The
Treasurer of the Mint, with the approval of
the Director, to purchase such bullion as is re¬

quired for the coinage with the bullion of the
mint. Such coins to be paid out at the mint
in exchange for gold coins at par, ip sums of
not less than $100. The amount coined into
quarter-dollars, dimes, and half-dimes, to be
regulated by the Secretary of the Treasury.
No depositee for coinage into small pieces here¬
after to be received, o'her than that received
by the Treasurer of the Mint. Depositors have
the option of having the.r gold or silver cast
into bars or ingots of puro metal or of Btandard
fineness, with a stamp designating the same.
No piece to be cast into bars of less weight
than ten ounces, except pieces of one, two,
three, and five ounces, all of which shall be of
the standard fineness, with the weight and
fineness stamped upon them.
The now silver coin is to be a legal tender

only to the amount of five dollars, but it is to
be receivable in payment of public dues, and
to avoid the change that such a demand for the
new coinage might give to the injury of the
general currency of tne country, the bill pro¬
vides that the new coin shall not be struck
upon tho demand of depositors, but under the
direction of'the Secretary of the Treasury, who
can thus always limit the amouut
The bill also provides for the coinage of S3

gold pieces, the shape and device of which
are to be fixed by the Secretary of the Treas¬
ury.
The committee have also adopted the recom¬

mendation of the Secretary of the Treasury in
relation to a seignorage, and say:

" The mints of this country are likely to be-
come as expensive, and the quantities of tho
precious metals manufactured in them ure al-1
ready so large, that it would seem to be proper
to impose «mie legal charge upon the manu¬

facture, for the purpose of sustaining the mints.
The amount of seignorage is a question of some j.
practical difficulty, but the charge now pro¬
posed is somewhat less than that exacted in
England or France. In France, the charge is
one half per cent, on gold, and one and a half

Ker cent, upon silver. In Kngland. one and a
alf per cent, is paid upon gold and two and

one-eighth per cent upon silver. We propose
to charee to depositors one-half of one cent for
1 »oth gold and silver, denying them, however.
the right of having the new silver coin struck
on their own accounts.-1 . 1

From California.
* We yesterday annouuced the nrrivul of the
j Daniel Webster at New York, from Chagres on
the 6th. The El Dorado arrived yesterday after-
noon, but with no later dates. We annex the
items of interest by these arrivals :

Tho El Dorado, with the California mails, ar¬
rived at half-past five o'clock yesterday afternoon.
She brings $1,428,000 in gold, and 133 passen¬
gers. Her dates are to the 18th of February,and from Chagres to March 6th.the time
through being 26 days and 4 hours.
The steamer Gen. Warren was lost on the bar

off Columbia river, on the 28th of January, and
42 lives were lost, with a cargo of produce valued
at $80,000. The boat was owned at Punama.
The steamship Sea Gull was wrecked on Hum-

boldt bar on the 26th of February.The schooner Penelope left San Juan del Sud
on the 17th of October, with passengers;
nothing has been heard of her since.
The United States ship St. Mary's arrived at

San Francisco on the 17th of February, in 85
days from Callao. She is to take back the Japa-
nose seamen who were brought to that port some
months since.
Hon. Mi-. Bartlett, commissioner of the (iauda-

lupe Hidalgo treaty, had arrived at San Diego
on the 9th from Sonora. Mr. B. crossed the
country from Ures to Guayamos, where ho took
the pilot boat and crossed to Acapulco.
A large party of Chinese had returned home in

the ship Wild Pigeon, having amassed fortunes
during their short stay in California.

Advices from Oregon to the 7th state that nil
was quiet, though the difficulty between the legislature and the judiciary was still unsettled.
The miners irl California are all doing well,

and many new and rich placers had been discov¬
ered.
Hon. John B. Weller, United States Senator

from California, Hon. R. M. McLuno, and JudgeSmith are among the passengers by the Daniel
Webster.
The civil debt of California was.estimated at

$779,000, and the war debt at $1,445,000.
The sheriff of Calarzras county had recentlyshot a couple of Frenchmen who refused to obey

an order of the court on the ground that they
recognised no law in California. A large bodyof them had got together end assumed a hostile
attitude.

The Police Syitcm.

To Iht honorable the Board of Aldermen and Board
of Common Council of the city of Washington:
The undersigned petitioner, one of the tax¬

payers of the city of Washington, respectfully
represents to your honorable bodies that, in his
opinion.Hnd he feels no hesitation in saving that
the monthly returns of the Chief of Police will
demonstrate.the present police system of the
city will bring the Corporation in debt at least
five thousand dollars yearly, Which deficit will
have to be paid out of the general fund. Your
petitioner thinks that this amount could be better
appropriated in the improvement of our streets,
&c. ; particularly as this branch of the business
of our Corporation can be better attended to, and
that, too, without the expenditure of o singledollar of the people's money. Your petitionerwill endeavor to show your honorable bodies how
this can be effected, lu the first place, let everymagistrate be authorized to act as a police magis¬
trate, and every constable as a police constable,
whose fees shall be the same as are now paid in
czvil cases. Give to the police coustable one-half
of ail fines made by him, and his costs and actual
expenses in all cases conveyed to the workhouse,
which latter item shall be certified by the commit¬
ting magistrate before payment. The magistrateshall make monthly returns of all cases tried byhim. Thus you will see that every officer will have
an incentive to do hi? duty: for the "no work,
no pay ' principle will be so prominently before
his eyes, that vigilance, industry, and activitywill be his motto. In this way your honorable
bodies will perceive that the Corporation will re¬
ceive a revenue from the police system, inste 1
of paying for the service; and instead of lm\iug
fifteen polico officers, there will be double that
number. As it now is, about one-half of the
constables have nothing to do with tho police,
and, of course, do not give themselves any con¬
cern when they witness a violation of the police
regulations of our city, and, as a consequence,
hundreds "go unwhipt of justice;" while the
other half are paid, whether they work or not.

" a tax-payer " by publishing the above petition
to our City Councils, that the public may seo

that, for the fiscal year ending June next, THE
PEOPLE are likely to pay pretty de.ir for the
first year's experiment in the police line.

HometUad Exemption.

Hence we find men now opposing
this exemption on the ground that it would pre-
veut tne poor man's obtaining credit, forgetful
of the fact that a few years aga they declared
that credit was the poor man's ruin, and the
curse of every community.

Mr. Bradley, upon whose
farm the corpse was found, with hi's characteris-
humanity, gave much attention to the procurc-
inent ol un investigation as to the death of the
unfortunate deccasi>d. and to his burial; and has
taken monsure* to obtain information as to where
he ciime from and who he was, with a view of
famishing anj- person who may feel interested in
his fate all information within his power."
