North American and European Rallroad.
ITon. J. Washburn, jr., of Maine, delivered an
excellent speech last Wednesday, upon a memo-
rinl that he had previously presented to the
House, nsking for an appropriation of public
lands to the State of Maine in aid of an impor-
tant and truly national work, viz: the construc-
tion of a railroad through the wilds of Maine to
complete the iron chain to Halifax, and to con-
nect with a line of fast steamers thence to Gal-
way, in Ireland. It will be a high road of travel
to Europe. It will benefit New Orleans or Nor-
folk as much as Bangor or New York. The
traveller to Europe will not only escape the fogs
of Newfoundland and the dangers of St. George's
Channel, but he will shorten his sea-voyage
nearly one-haif in days and distance. It is pro-
posed to put upon this international ferry a painx
line of the swiftest sea-steamers; and it will be
done as soon as this European and North Ameri-
can road is built. A strong reason urged for
this grant of land is, that Mnine gave up nearly
3,000,000 of neres to settle the Northeastern
boundary question in the treaty made by Mr.
