Washington Allaton.
In Arvine's Cyclopaedia of Anecdotes, recent¬

ly p-iblibhod. the following are related respect' I
ing this distinguished American art'st:
The strong devotional feelings of this late

distinguished artist formed one of the most
prominent traits of his beautiful character.
Connected with this characteristic is a remark¬
able incident in his early life, which has been
related to ub by one of h » few intonate friends.
Mr. Allaton wus a member of the Episcopal
Church. Although in early life he was ever a

constant attendant, be was not strongly at¬
tached to religion, nor eminent for his piety.
It would be too much to say that he^ was an

unbeliever, or even a skeptio, in his views, but
he was wont to apeak ulightly of religious
things, and even to enjoy jests at the expense
of holy subjects. His feelings, however, under¬
went a remarkable change, in consequence of
a singular event in his life, which made a very
strong impression, and was even regarded by
him as a direct divine interposition in his be¬
half.
Not long after his marriage with his first

wife, the sister of the late Dr. Channing, he
made his second visit to Europe. After a res¬
idence there of a little more than a year, his
pecuniary wants became very pressing and ur¬

gent.more so than at any other period of his
lifj. He was even at times at a loss for the
means of purchasing the necessaries of life.
Oa one of these occasions, as he himself used

to narrate the event he was in his studio re¬

flecting, almost with a feeling of desperation,
upon Ins condition. His conscience seemed to
tell him tbat he had deserved his afflictions,
and drawn them upon himself, by his neglect
of velig'on, and his want of due gratitude for
past favors from Heaven. His heart, all at
once, seemed filled with the hope that God
would listen to his prayers, if ho would offer
up h:s direct expressions of penitence, and ask
for divine aid. He accord:ngly locked his door,
withdrew to a corner of the room, threw him¬
self upon his knees, and prayed for a loaf of
bread for himself and his wife.

While thus employed, a knock was heard
at the door. A ftel.ng of momentary Bhame
at being detected in this position, and of fear
lest be might have been observed, induced him
to hasten and open the door. A 6tranger in¬
quired for Mr. Allston. He was anxious to
learn who was the fortunato purchaser of the
painting of the Angel Uriel, regarded by the
artist as one of his masterpieces, and which had
won the prize at the exhibition of the Acad¬
emy. He was told that it had not been sold.

Can it be possible ? Not cold! Where is
it to be had ? "

'in this very room. Here it is;" producing the
painting from a corner, and wipingoff the aust.

" Is it for sale I Can it be bought ? " was
the eager interrogatory.

" It is for sale; Dut its value has never yet, to

" It is more than I have ever asked for it."
u Then the painting is mine."
The stranger introduced himself as the Mar¬

quis of Stafford, and he became, from that
moment, one of tho warmest friends of Mr.
Allston. By him. Mr. AUston was introduced
to the society of the nobility and gentry, and
he became one of the most favored among the
many g fted minds that adorned the circle to
which he was thus introduced, but in which he
was never fond of appearing often.

The instantaneous relief; thus afforded by
the liberality of this noble visiter, was always
regarded by Allston as a direct answer to his
prayer, and it made a deep impression upon
his mind. To this event he was ever after
wont to attribute the increase of devotional
feelings, which became a prominent trait in
his character.

allston's great picture.
Allston's great picture has been the subjectof no little misunderstanding. It was unfortu¬

nate that such vague and almost boundless ex¬

pectations in regard to it should have been ex¬
cited in the public mind. His injudicious
friends whispered about that he was engaged
upon a stupendous work, and it was not long
before a mysterious interest became attached
to the rumor.

Years passed, and the picture did not make
its appearance. Meantime, a few individuals
had been favored with a glimpse of the design,
The subject was known to be Belshazzar'e
Feast. Delay only quickened curiosity and
inflamed expectation. At length it was said
that the canvass was rolled up, and the great
work abandoned.
Two reasons have been assigned for this.

one, that an execution has been levied uponthe work, in consequence of which the artist
had resigned it in d.sgust; the other, that the

wall.had been anticipated by Martin.
In 1831, Allston says, in a letter to McMur-

tie: I have but a few weeks since been estab-
lished in my new painting-room, which I have
built in this place. (Cambridgeport.) Bel-'
shazzar has been rollea up and reposing in a
packing case for more than three years, in con-
sequence of my former large room in Boston

Sassing into the hands of a new owner, who
as converted it into a livery stable

Belshazzar will still remain some time in his
case; some embarrassing debts, and my imme-;
d ate necessities, being the cause. I must be
free in m;od before I can finish. I trust, how¬
ever, that the time will not be very long."

In another letter, he thus speaks of it: "I
could long ago have finished this, and other
pictures as large, had my mind boen free j for,
indeed, I have already bestowed upon it as
much mental and manual labor as, under an¬
other state of mind, would have completedseveral such pictures. But to go into the sub¬
ject of all the obstacles and the hindrances
upon my spirit would hardly be consistent
with delicacy and self-respeot. Nor oould I
be far enough understood, if I should do it, to
answer by; it any essential purpose. Those
feelings which are most intimately blendedwith one s nature, and which most powerfullyand continuously influenco us, are the vervfeelings most difficult to give any d.stinct ap¬prehension of to another ." r I

It is well known that not until a few monthsbefore his death did AUston resume the workHe then erased several figures, altered hisplan, and in the midst of these changes forever
ceased from his labors. It remains a greatfragment. His power and style are, however,clearly evident. To the artist it will over bo
an object of veneration, for it bears the last
touches of the great pencil. It has secured to
AUston an immortality which would have sat¬
isfied even Napoleon himself. Allston was in¬
deed one of tne first stars in the bright con¬stellation of American geniuses

PHILOSOPHICAL APPARATUB.
The College Is provided with a Philosophical Apparatus

that furnishes ample means of experimental illustration
in all the different branches of Natural Philosophy. The
sum of three thousand dollars has recently been expended,
partly in this country and partly in London and Paris, in
the purchase of new apparatus, adapted to the present
advanced state of the Physical Sciences.

EXAMINATIONS.
At the close of each study, or branch of study, the mem¬

bers of the class are carefully examined, and, at the close
of the year, in all tin studies of tlu year, in the presence
of a Committee of the Trustees; aud their attainments
are communicated to the Board of Trustees.

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION.
In addition to daily morning and evening prayer, di¬

vine worship is held twice on every Sunday, and the reci¬
tation on Monday morning is always In the Greek Testa¬
ment At the request of his parent or guardian, a student
Is permitted to attend any place of worship which himself
or the parent or guardian may select. One member of the
Faculty will attend at each of the different places of wor¬

ship (Presbyterian, Episcopalian, and ftfethodist) in the
village, and note all absentees.
Two at least of the Professors, with their families, will

reside in the College buildings, and will board at a com¬
mon table with the students, who are required to occupy
suoh rooms as may bo assigned them by the Faculty.

ADMISSION.
In order to admission to pursue the entire course, a

student must be at least fourteen years of age; must give
satisfactory evidence of good moral character; and must
sustain an examination in the following studies, viz:

Arithmetic, Elements of Algebra, Latin and Greoh
Grammar, Jacob's or Felton's Greek Reader, and the first
two books of Xanophon's Anabasis, Jacob's or Doerlng's
Latin Reader, Sallust or Caesar, Cicero's Seleot Orations,
and Virgil, or what shall be deemed equivalent.

also, Surveying, Botany, Mineralogy, Geology. Chemistry,
aud Agricultural Chemistry; the last two Illustrated l>;-
experimental lectures.

6th. A Civil Enoineer Department.In which am

taught Arithmetic, (mental and written,) Algebra, (ren¬
tal and written,) Geometry, Trigouometnr, Surveying,
with the use of instruments in the field, Practical Engi¬
neering, Architecture, Perspective, Draughting, and To-
pography.

6th. A Teacher's Department..-The course of study
will consist of a judicious selection of sutyect* from tho
other departments. Including all the branches pursue-! In
our commou schools. Practical l>ecturcs will also bo gircu
on School Teaching, both as a scienco and as nn srt.

Pupils will not only thus receive the fullest instruction
relallve to the bent«nd most popular methods of teaching,
but they will also hsve opportunities of exemplifying
them, by bearing recitations in the lower department* of
the Institution.

7th. A Department or Modern Lanouaoes.In which
students who wish to take a thorough course-Can have an

opportunity of doing so; while others, whose object may
bo to acquire sufficient knowledge to translate with facil¬
ity, and to pronounce with tolerable correctness, in s-i
short a time at possible, ars s.lso provided for.

Newark Academy.
By a late re-orgsnliation of this department of Dela

ware College, the Board of Trustees have taken measures
to place It upon a new and Improved foundation, and to
endow it with advantages possessed by few similar Insti¬
tutions in the country. The Academy, heretofore merged
In ths College, and of course subjected to all the evils
which have bwin found to attend the amalgamation of the
two departments in the same building, aud under the
name government, now enjoys the privilege of a separate
establishment, without losing those which result from its
relation to the College proper.
A largo and elegant ediiioe, with all the necessary fix¬

tures ef a complete boarding establishment, has beeu
erected and furnished, in which thestudents of the Acad¬
emy board, uuder the immediate charge of the Principal
and bis Assistants; and all its exercises are conducted on
a system of its own, uninterrupted by the interests or
operations ofthe other department. The furniture of ths
study-rooms snd dormitories has been chosen with pccu-
liar reference to comfort and convenience for study ; aud
no expense has been spared In providing the apparatus
necossary to render the means of Instruction complete;
giving to Newark Academy facilities for private study and
comfortable accommodation of students, fully equal to
those afforded by many of our colleges.
From its intimate relation to the College, students of

the Academy enjoy many advantage? not generally ob¬
tained at institutions of this kind. Those who wish to
pursue some particular branch which falls more properly
within the College course, mny be admitted to recite in
any of the College classes. Students also of proper age
and discretion, by recommendation of the Principal, and
permission of the Faculty, may enjoy the use of the Col¬
lege Library without additional charge. Admission also
may be had to the Lecture*, and such other privileges of
the College as can be profitably enjoyed by academical
students.
The charge for Boarding, Washing, Fuel, Light, Ac.,

with tuition In the English, Latin, and Greek, is seventy
dollars for the Sumiper Session, and seventy-five for the
Winter Session. The only extras aro one dollar per ses¬
sion for incidental expense*, and a fee of eight dollars for
Modern Languages, and a fee of five dollars for Drawing,
from those who enter these classes. The sessions and va-
cations of the Preparatory Department are the same as
those of the College.
