The eccentricities and the agrecable qualities
of the Englishman, the Frenchman, and the Yan-
kee, are often illustrated upon the stage;  but
the  Beotchman is always a stingy, love-money,
drawling fellow, and the Irishman coarse, stupid,
vulgar, and impudent. That there are Scotchmen
and Irishmen of these kinds is notto be disputed;
but that there are gentlemen of Loth countries
of nobler attributes is altogether within the
bounds of probability !

When Mr. Tyrone Power personated the impu-
dent valet, we used to enjoy the sport greatly;
but when he essayed to represent the Irish gen-
tleman, we always grieved at his very defective
imitations, They who think there is no such
thing ns a Scotch or Irish gentleman may enjoy
the caricatures presented on the stage; but as we
have at least occasionally enjoyed the acquaint-
ance of such gentlemen, we cannot appreciate
what is shown up to the delighted multitude.

We were once sitting at table in a very splen-
did cabin, out upon the water, when a European
near us remarked that ke had never gecn an Irish
gentleman. A very gentlemanly and prepossess-
ing person opposite him regretted the circunt
stance, and, for the sake of his country, grieved
that he could not in his own person do a service
to that country by exhibiting a specimen of her
gentlemen! The rebuke derived its power, not
only from the truly elegant response, but from
the contrast presented by the two speakers them-
selves!

Among the Irish people who come in thousands
to our shores, there is much to condemn and
much to pity; but where is the people in like con-
dition—the hewers of wood and drawers of water,
the railrond and canal laborers, hod-carriers and
street-workers—who are superior to them? If
they exist, we have never seen them. There is not
a great public work in our country that has not
heen achieved through the instrumentality of
these lowly sons of toil. And if, in their exces-
sive labors, they are impulsive and improvident,
we can afford to forgive them, and should afford
to seek their welfare, and to say to the more for-
tunate of their countrymen, not that they are ap
ignorant and degraded nation, but that great pri-
vations have not crushed the spirit of industry
and independence in the breasts of even the hum-
blest of their people.

We admire for their peeunliar attributes the
people of many climes; but with none does the
American heart beat with truer sympathy than
with the sons of the Emerald Isle, Let us, there-
fore, while we forgive them that they do not send
the most educated and refined of their population
to toil as day-laborers upon our ronds and fields,
avoid the illiberal conclugion that there are none
such ; and let us avoid the equally reprehensible
practice of encouraging upon the stage the exhie
bition of travestics prepared for the purpose of
flattering such o prejudice, and offending every
Irishman of honorable sensibilities.

A correspondent writing to us on this subjeet,
BAYS :

“ 1 have mingled with Irishmen in all the va-
rious grades in their own country and in this,
but have never met such Irishmen as are depicted
on the stage by the buffoons who attempt to rep-
resent them. A few blunders too gross to pass
for wit—a few stale bar-room jokes—n foroed
vulgar patois, interlarded with vibaldry, obseenity

oaths—are the stock in trade of every mount-
ehank who makes up & dish of caricature to feast
the vitinted appetite of the *unwashed volgar.’
This false taste is fast fuding awny, and only to
be found, with foew exceptions, pleasing to the
-palate of the bohoy= and rowdies of England and
this country. ‘The andience was much too
meagre,” the Republic said on a recent oceasion,

himself with no inconsiderable success.” Thanks
to the tasteful and discerning people of Wash-
ington for their discrimination.

Clerks.
There are about one thousand persons employed
ns elerks under the United States government in
the eity of Washington, every one of whom should
beZa man of education, skill, industry and good
character. There is responsibility |

interests of the government may be measurably
promoted or prejudiced by each,

Ordinarily the position of a clerk in this coun-
try is but one of probation, e labors with the
hope of obtaining preferment, and hence he la-
bors for but a small remuneration. In most of
the pursuits, cantile and others, they who
conduct business have generally in past times
ocoupied the plages of subalterns. It is accord-
ingly but seldom that we find an elderly man in
this position; and when we do, if we inquire
into his history, we almost invariably learn that
he has returned to it aftor a failure in business
on his own account. We need not, therefore,
wonder that the compensation of a clerk is small.

Added to this, may be mentioned the fact that
the duties of a clerk in nlmost every commercinl
or industrial establishment are of a routine char-
acter; and that, although they may require edu-
cation, intelligence, and skill, they are still such
as a very young or a very old man may perform.
Where exceptions to this rule are found, excep-
tions to the ordinary standard of compensation
exist also. *

In the service of the government the case is

different. Experience, judgment, discrimination,
and some peculiar excellence, are almost always
demanded; the prospect of promotion is very dis-
tant; character and standing in society are im-
portant, or at least very desirable; while other
means of supporting and providing for a family
are not even remotely in prospect.
It is true that many eager applicants for place
are always pressing suit before the appointing
power; but it is equally true that the majority
of such applicants only hope to be competent to
the duties to which they aspire, after they shall
have gone through a pupilage in office and under pay;
and it not unfrequently happens that these men,
after becoming aequainted with the affairs of an
office, either retire to make use of such informa-
tion for their own advantage in certain other
pursuits, or are turned out to give place to the
friends of a new occupant of the office of appoint-
ment.

In our opinion there is much room for improve-
ment in these things ; and it is with lively plea-
sure we observe that some of the best and ablest
men in Congress have manifested a willingness
to move in the matter.

We shall take an early opportunity to recite
the reforms that we believe are needed with ref-
erence to this subject.

Memorials of the Past.
It is stated in late forcign papers that recent
excavations in the Villa Viearello, near Rome,
revealed fragments of eolumns and other ruins,
apparently of the age of Hadrian; and Father
Marchi, the illustrious Roman Archeologist, well
known for his works upon the Catacombs, inves-
tigated the matter, and by diligent working
brought to light, among the ruins of a bath,
great quantities of old Roman coins of every
epoch. There are also bronze medals among
them, and three very richly-chased silver goblets,
in the form of old military columns. The in-
scriptions upon two of these vases are well pre-
served, but those of the other are much effaced.
The characters seem to indicate the second cen-
tury of our era.

The Democracy of Virginia.
The voice of the late Democratic convention is
uttered in the following pronunciamento :
Resorvrions,—The Democratic republicans of
Virginia, in convention nssemhled, following the
time-honored usage in declaring the principles
which bind them together as a party, do resolve:
1. That the true relations hetween the States
and the federal government, and the true rules
for the construction of the constitution, are cor-
rectly set forth in the resolutions and report of
1798 and "09 of the general assembly of Virginia,
nnd the doctrines therein expounded are herehy
adopted and reaffirmed.

2. That Congress has no power to appropriate,
directly or indirectly, the proceeds of the sales of
the public lands, or to grant, directly or indi-
rectly, the public lands to the purposes of inter-
nal improvement.

3. That specific duties, taxing, as they de, the
low-priced necessaries of the poor ns heavily as
the costly Inxuries of the rich, are unequal, un-
just, and odious ; that duties designed for protec-
tion foster one branch of industry, and cherish
one section of the country at the expense of
others, and are utterly inconsistent with justice,
sound policy, and Democratic principles; and
that we are opposed to any incrense of the duties
on imports, especially on articles of general and

y consumption, such as iron, conl, sugar,
salt, and coarse cottons.

4. That the federal government ought to ad-
herve in its foreign policy to the maxims inoul-
cated by the Father of his Country, and hy the
Father of Democracy.

5. That we reaflirm the resolutions of the Bal-
timore conventions of 1844 and 1848 us far as
applicable to the present condition of the coun-

6. That we recommend to the Democracy of
the several Congressional distriots, to send each
not' more than four delegates to the Ballimore
Convention.

7. That we approve of the mode of voting here-
tofore pursued by the Virginia delegates in the
Baltimore Conventions, and recommend that they
continue the rule of casting the vote of the whole
State by a majority of the districts,

8. That the vote of the State in the Baltimore
Convention ought to be given for such candidate
as will command the greatest strength in the
Democratic party throughout the Union, and
whose principles are known to conform most
strictly to the cardinal tenets of the Democratic
Republican . faith.
