We have on various occasions called the atten¬
tion of our readers to the fact that British free
trade, wherever found, is promotive of discord,
war, and waste, and destructive of the happiness
of those subjected to it. Ireland and India, Af¬
rica and America, at this moment, bear witness
to the fact. Southern Africa is now being deso¬
lated by lhe Cafl'r© war, and the very existence
of the colony is now endangered. Upon the
causes and conduct of this war a controversy has
recently grown up between Mr. Saiuuel Gurney,
an eminent Quaker merchant and philanthropist,
mid General Sir William Napier; and the last
letter, just now published, confirms so fully the
views that we have been accustomed to offer in
reference to British policy, that we cannot omit
to give it a place in our pages at the same time
desiring our readers to bear in mind that between
all nations-there is a perfect harmony of inter¬
ests or in the words of Kossuth, »oluiardt; that
war'anywhere tends to do injury to men every¬
where . and that they are therefore all directly
interested in the adoption of measures tending
to the destruction of the commercial centraliza¬
tion established by Great Britain, the cause of j
more than half the wars of the world :

. .To Mh. Sami'EL Gituney..Respectable
Friend : If the reporter of thy discourse has put
words into thy mouth which were not uttered,
he is to be blamed, and so far thou art exoner¬
ated from the charge of injustice ; but thou dost
a"ain, without solid foundation, vilify military
men, saying, 'They arc far too liable to look to
the sword for the settlement of international
disputes.'

.'1 say unto thee, in reply, that since the days
of Marlborough, military men have never had
recourse at all to the sword for the settlement of
international disputes, and it is not becoming to
charge them with it as au offence.
"Mark, fricud, political and commercial men

thei/ are who have always had recourse to the sword.
The soldier makes war, but he does not declare
it. The political men declarc war, and generally
for commercial interests; but when tho nation is
thus embroiled with its neighbors, the soldier
^uves it froui danger. He draws th^ sword at
the command of his country; but he has nothing
to do with the sin, if it be one, of having 'recourse
to the sword for the settling of international dis¬
putes.' He fights sternly to save the nation from
the consequences of its own act, namely, declar¬
ing war; but he lpves not war. Why should he?
What does he gain by it? Death, wounds, pain,
disease, premature old age and poverty, and in¬
sult when his services are no longer in request.
Is that justice, friend? Is it creditable?
"Thou hast said, 'Military men are far too lia¬

ble to look to the sword'.meaning, of course,
more liable than politicians and commercial men.
Was George Grenvillo, whose stamp act produced
the American War of Independence, a military
man?
"Was Mr. Pitt, who made the loup wars with

France, a military man?
" Was the Honorable Company of Traders, which,

from a factory on the llooghly, extended Us bounds
by wars to a mighty empire, composed of military or
commercial men9
"Was Warren Hastings a military governor?

Was Lord Wellesley one?' Was it a military gov¬
ernor who declared war against China, to enable
iron-headed old rats to smuggle opium, in defiance <f
the laws of that great state and of morality 7
" Were they military governors who com¬

menced the Affghan war, the Punjaub war?
Were those military or commercial men who
established and carried x>n the 6lave trade, with
all its African wars?.that trade which has re¬

cently been declared by Lord Palmerston to be
unapproachable in atrocity, though all the other
crimes of all nations, in all times, were heaped
together for the comparison !
"And think not, friend, though 1 have confined

my justification of military governors to Sir
George Napier, that he only can claim exemption
from thy censures. Inquire, and thou wilt find
it is not so. Cease, therefore, if thou wouldst be
counted among the just, to vilify soldirrs. And,
friend, thou hast not vet answered my question,
What manner of men he they who supply the Cafrr-

Conviction of Ilev. Dr. KIiir lu Greece.
The Journal of Commerce has a long account

of the trial and conviction, at Athens, on a charge
of proselytism, of Rev. Jonas Ring. D. D., U. S.
Consular Agent at Athens, and a Missionary of
the American Board. Dr. King is a native of
Massachusetts, nearly sixty years of age, pos¬
sessing great learning, and in all respects a highly
estimable man. His chief crime was, the publi-
cation of a book consisting chiefly of extracts
from the ancient lathers, showing that the Vir¬
gin Mary is not entitled to divine honors.

The charge in the trial wn«, that in preachingin his own house. Dr. Ring had publicly reviled
the Greek Church, asserting and teaching con¬
trary doctrines to those it holds. Among these
were such as tho following : That a person is not
necessarily saved by partaking of the Kucharist;
that baptism does not imply regeneration ; that
those are foolish who think that by giving alms
or fasting they will be saved ; that image-wor¬
ship is idolatry ; that the Blessed Virgin ought
not to be styled the Mother of God ; and that she
was not always a virgin. As the constitution ol
Greece guaranties religious toleration, the charge
could hardly be well sustained, and it is stated
that the penal code was altered so as to bring
Dr. King to trial.
The judges are said to have been biased againsthim at the commencement of the trial, and the

/ basest means were resorted to to olftain testimonyagainst him. The result, as might have been ex¬
pected, was tho conviction of Dr. King, and he
was not even allowed to speak in his own defence.
He was immediately sentenced to fifteen day*' im¬
prisonment, and to be sent array front the kingdomof Greece. His prison is said to he a loathsome
building, named the Meddrcsey, worse than anyof those described by Mr. Gladstone in Naples.The whole transaction has the appcarauce of a
flagrant ontrage, and we hope our government will
speedily inquire into the gross insult offered to
her in this scandalous treatment of one of Iterconsuls. A lesson from Mr. Webster will be of
vast benefit to the Greek government

A carefully selected library,
of more than one thousand volumes, containing works on
the various branches of Literature and Science, furnishes
ample reading matter; while a Laboratory, fully supplied
with apparatus and tests, contains all that Is necessary for
practical instruction in Chemical Manipulation.
The school year commenced on the third Second-day

(Monday) of the Ninth month, (September,) and is divided
into four quarters of eleven weeks each, leaving a vacation
of two months, from about the middle of the Seventh
month (July).
