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Cougrcm To-d«y<
Senate..The private calendar, on motion of

Mr. Hustkh, was postponed, and the bill making
appropriations for the extension of the Capitol
was taken up.
A long debate ensued.
An amendment was offered by Mr. BaomiEAD,

appropriating $20,000 to restore the grounds tu

their original state, and to abandon the work.
This, after debate, was rejected.Yeas 11,

nays 30.
Mr. Donci, of Iowa, moved to reduce the ap¬

propriation to 250,000, and the debate was re¬

sumed.

Hopse or Representatives..After some pre¬
liminary business of no general importance,

The House resolved itself into Committee on

the bill for the relief of the legal representatives
of General James C. Watson, late of the State of

Georgia. It involved an appropriation of $14,600
for certaiu slaves purchased by the deceased.
Debate ensued.

The Preildeucy.
It is a very apparent fact that the press of

this country is inimical to the election of General
Scott. The Democratic press, of course, regards
him with a holy horror; while the Whig press is
in his favor in but a few instances, and positively
opposed to him in many. The Louisville Times,
a very able Democratic paper, which is almost
vindictive in its hostility to the General, informs
us that the Shelby News, " a vigorous Whig
sheet," published in Shelbyvillc, in that Stute,
intimates, in clear terms, that it cannot and will
uot give its support to General Scott, unless he
defines his position unequivocally upon the Com¬
promise measures. It docs not like the General's
dodging. And the Times remarks that " this is
the third Whig paper in Kentucky, the support
of which General Scott will likely lose in the
event of his nomination, unless he shall come out
in very decidod terms upop the Compromise or

slavery questionand it adds that " there are

others yet to speak."
We of course have no right to talk about p<|)i-

tica; but these sayings are highly provocative of
a remark or two.

In the first place, if, after forty-odd years' ac¬

ceptable public service, the position of General
Scott upon the important subject suggested could
be regarded as so equivocal as to requre a reve¬

lation of his true sentiments, wo would not give
him our support with such n revelation made
upon his solemn oath !

In the second place, highly as wo value the in¬
fluence of the press, it is a matter of history that
General Jackson was twice a victor before the
public with almost the entire strength of the
press of the United States arrayed against him
The Democratic press is of coursa against

General Scott. A portion of the Whig press may
honestly oppose him. Other portions of it may
have present motives for its present action. But
we shall see anon!

The Case of Captain Nagiee.
This case having been laid over until yesterday

in order to procure witnesses, it was called at 12
o'clock to-day, and the jury were sworn. A for¬
midable roll of witnesses were called ou behalf of
the United States, and sworn; and then,' on

motion of General McCalla, of counsel of Captain
N'aglec, they were excluded from the court-room,
except the witness under examination.

Mr. Fendall opened the case for tho prosecu¬
tion, in a spoech in which he quoted the various
laws enacted by Congress for refunding expenses
incurred in raising volunteers; also, tho act of
1823 for punishing frauds on the treasury ; and
then read a voucher for an alleged payment of
$284, in Captain Quail's case, which he alleged
had been fabricated, presented, and paid by the
defendant. He attempted to read other papers,
which, however, were excluded, on motion of de¬
fendant's counsel.
When he had concluded, General McCalla re¬

plied, and stated the grounds of dcfence. Of this
speech it would perhaps be wrong to give the par¬
ticulars, as it would contravene, in some degree,
the order of the court concerning the witnesses.
We will say, however, that it was effective, and
seemed to produce no little effect on the District
Attorney, as well as others present. The cause

is progressing, and will probably occupy several
days.

assistant M. Gabet, delegated, upon the breaking
up of the Pekin Mission, to the exploration of
what is rather hypotbetically called the Apostol¬
ical Vicariat of Mougolia. On their route every¬
where is novelty, danger, and excitement.fresh
scenery, fresh adventure, with religious rites and
manners and customs now for the first time so

fully described, and which, it may be remarked,
at times appeal not merely to our love of intelli¬
gence, but to our love of the marvellous."
