look on the contest now raging among the several
journals of this city with the eye of calm and dis¬
interested observers.

There are some very good printer.* in thin city
who do not conduct partisan journals, and who
would faithfully and skilfully execute the work ;

The company contracts to give
regular employment to one hundred cars of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company per day.
Lines of canal barges are being established
which will convey coal through the Chesapeake
and Delaware canal from Baltimore to Philadel¬
phia for from 80 to 70 cents per ton, and through
the Delaware and Raritan canal to New Vork for
from ftl to $1.2o per ton.
