Affairs in Georgetown.
Gromaerows, April 22—12 m.

The damage done to our wharves by the freshet
is immense; nearly all that portion formed of
wood, of many of them, is completely torn to
pieces, especially those belonging to the Corpo-
ration at the fish dock. The damage done to
these alone cannot fall far short of two hundred
and fifty to three hundred dollars.

The schooner General Washington, which was
on the Green street wharf, was got off without
any damnge. The schooner United lies high and
dry on one of the wharfs some thirty feet from
the water, and will have to be placed upon ways
and launched.

Our cotton factory and mills this morning are
all silent, resembling somewhat deserted castles.

We have heard from the ecanal as far up as
some five miles above the Great Falls, and regret
to learn that the damage is greater than was at
first supposed. It is reported that a portion
known as the Long Walls (a stone embankment
some 70 feet high) is swept away, If this report
is correct, we have little hope of any boating
being done under two months ot least,

The machinery of Mr. Edes’s mill was damaged
to the extent of at least five hundred dollars.

The loss sustained by our Corporation and
citizens in the destruction of the Little Falls
bridge, causeway and wharves, and in lumber,
wood, flour, &c., cannot be much under fifty
thousand dollars.

Everything about Water street and the wharves
isgtill in a confused condition, and our merchants
are busily engaged putting them to rights; but
little business of any kind has yet been done.
