The Borland xud Keuacdy Affair. Again !

Messks. Euitobs: Mr. Kennedy bus had two
shots at me; I ask to have my tire now, and 1
have dune, JJe suys :

" It is to be regretted that he deems the men¬
tion of his profession lit all derogatory, and that
there is greater condescension in ' stooping to
the journeyman printer' than to tit© man. for 1
do not; and it was peculiarly proper to distin¬
guish him from the gentleman of the same name,
(I think his brother,) who was an applicant for
the public priutiug.
