A Voyage to Amorica in 1782.
FRAGMENT FROM Till' JOURNAL OP M UK WIOOI.TR

(,»ii disembarking I found the American army
encamped at a place called Verplank's Point.
It was then composed of about six thousand men.

who, for the first time during the war, were well
armed, well clothed, well provisioned, and en¬

camped under regular tents. A cursory glance
along its front ranks filled me nt once with pie#
«ure, astonishment, and admiration. All the sol¬
diers appeared good-looking, robust, and well
chosen. The sentinels.well stationed, extremely
attentive, and in sufficient number under arms.
contrasted so favorably with the Idea 1 had pre¬
viously formed of these troops, that f could not
avoid many times repeating to myself that I now
beheld this army which, to my mind, but a short
time since had no other uniform than a plain cap
inscribed with the word LiBBBTY.
On an eminence near by 1 perceived a number

of tents, which I readily concluded could be n<>

other than the camp of General Washington. In
spite of the impatience which I naturally enter¬
tained to sec this celebrated man.as 1 knew of
no one who could then present me to him.'1 con¬

tented myself in approaching as near to his tent
as possible, in order, should he come out, that 1

might get a sight of him. 1 continued my route
a distance of fourteen miles.that is, nearly fi\e
leagues.to where the French army was en¬

camped.
I reached Crampon at a quarter past twelve, and

found the officers at dinner. The day following
I took my station as colonel, second in command;
and as there was at present nothing to do, I very
soon found myself as well informed and as far
advanced as any of the warriors of York.

OKNKRAL WASHINGTON.
I pressed M. de Rochambeau, who received me

kindly, to favor me with an introduction to Mr.
Washington. This he promised to do; and the
next day after my arrival he accompanied me to
dine with this distinguished man. I handed to
General Washington a letter from my father, and
after a slight " shake-hand," he was pleased to

say to me a thousand things both civil and flat¬
tering. Behold, now, his portrait, which I have
drawn after what I have been able to see for my¬
self, and have learned from conversations in re¬

gard to him.
The General is about forty-nine years of age.

Tall, nobly made, and well proportioned, his ap¬
pearance is much more agreeable than his por¬
traits represent him. Three years ago he was

yet very handsome; and although those who
have been constantly in his company during this
period say that he seems to them to have grown
quite old, it is nevertheless incontestable that he
has yet all the freshness and activity of a young
man.

His countenance is mild and open.his saluta¬
tion grave, but polite.his pensive eye seems

more attentive than sparkling; but his look is at

ouce pleasant, noble, and full o! confidence.
^
In

his private intercourse he maintains a polite and
careful decorum, with which everybody is satisfied,
and a reserved dignity which offends no one. He
is the enemy of ostentation and vainglory.in
character always even, never having been known
to show the lea^t temper.modest even to hu
,-nility, he seems not to estimate his worth.re¬
ceives with good grace the homage paid to him,
yet sooner avoids than seeks it. His society is
entertaining and agreeable ; he is always serious,
never absent-minded ; always plain ; ever liberal
and affable without familiarity ; the respect he

inspires never becomes irksome. As a general
thing he talks but little, and usually speaks in a

tone of voice quite low: bat he is so attentive to

what you may say to him, that, persuaded you are

fully understood, you are willing even to dispense
with a reply. This kind of deportment, it is un¬

necessary to say, has, under many circumstance*,
proved highly advantageous to him ; for no one

has need to use more circumspection, or to weigh
his words with greater care.

To an unalterable tranquillity of mind he joins
an exquisite judgment; and there is little reason

to reproach hiin either with too much slowness
in coming to his decisions, orwith not acting with
sufficient promptness when his mind is made up.
His courage is calm and exalted; hut in order t<>

be able to appreciate fully *the extent of hi1¦¦

talents, and to accord to him the name of a grea'
warrior, I think it would be necessary to have
seen him at the head of a much greater army,
with corresponding means, and facing an enemy
not less superior. We may, at least, accord to

him the title of an excellent patriot, a wise ami
virtuous man ; and, indeed, one is tempted to

yield to him all the qualities of a geat warrior,
even those which the circumstances have not hern
such as fully to devclope. Never was man better
fitted to conduct the Americans, and never has a

oommander-in-chief shown, in his oourse gen-
erallv, more of order, wisdom, firmness, and
justice.

Mr. Washington receives no pay in the shape
of salary: this he has refused, as having no need
of it; but his table is furnished at the publio
expense. Kvery day he has some thirty persons
to dine with him, giving a tine military enter¬
tainment, and he is very attentive to all the
officers whom he admits to his table. I his is the
moment of the day when he is the most cheerful

At the dessert he partakes freely ot nuts; and
often, when the conversation amuses him. v»u-

tinues for two hours to eat of them, and in drink¬

ing healths, conformably to KngliBh and Ameri¬
can custom-what they here call toatting. I hey
always commcnce by drinking to the I nitcd

States of America; then to the King of France,

to the Queen: to the success of the arms ot the

combined army; and then they sometimes give
what they call sentiments, for example: " Here s

to our success against our enemies and with the

ladies! Here's to our pood luck in war and in

love!" .

1 have myself tout*! many times with General

Washington. On ono occasion 1 proposed to him
to drink to the health of the Marquis de Lafayette,

whom he regards as his son. lie accepted, with
a .smile of benevolence, and had the politeness to
propose, in return, the health of my father and
mother.
With the officers of his army Mr. Washington

appears to me to carry himself most perfectly.
1I»* treats thein politely, but they are far from
being familiar with him. On the contrary, in
his presence they all manifest an air of respect,
confidence, and admiration.

Qen. Gates, famous for having taken Burgoyne,
and for his reverses at Camden, commands, this
year, one of the wings of the American army. I
have sern him at Mr. Washington's, with whom
lie has been at variance; and it so happened that
1 found myself there at their first interview after
their quarrel, the details of which are too cx-
tended to bo inserted here. This meeting excited
the curiosity of both armies. On the part of
both gentlemen it was conducted with the ut-
most propriety.Mr. Washington treating Mr.
Gates with a politeness at once frank and devoid
of stiffness-, and the latter responding in that
respectfal manner proper in the presenco of the
Commander-in-Chief, but at the same time with
a boldness, a noble tone, and with an air of mod¬
eration which have satisfied me that ho was wor¬

thy of the -nicoess which he obtained at Saratoga,
and that his misfortunes have rendered him only
the more entailable, in view of the courage with
which he lias borne them. Such, I think, is the
judgment of well-informed people who are.per-
sonally disinterested.

Washington would have done infinito honor to
himself if, (when, after the affair at Camden, Con-
gross left him to name the successor,) in lieu of
nominating Mr. Green, he had demanded that
Mr. Gates should be continued in the command
of his army, and thus placed in the best possiblo
situation to repair his miSfortnnes ; but it is im¬
perative upon great men always to hold on, by
some corner, to the weaknesses of humanity. Jfe
had beon <|uite jealous of Gates's success at Sara¬
toga, in which success the latter was a little too
much inclined to pride himself; and certain flat-
tcrers, among whom one might, besides other*,
name Mr. Conway, had busied themselves in
sowing the seeds of jealousy on both sides. Thus
Mr. Washington, become in some sort the judge
of his rival, suffered himself to be drawn into a

little manoeuvre of retaliation, which, it must be
admitted, was authorized by the event itself; nnd
he made a good choice in the person of Green. In
fine, if in this instance he acted the part not the
most generous and noble, he certainly did nothing
in the least censurable.

News by this Morning's Mails.
Steamboat Collision and Loin of Life.

Kvansville, April 27.
About 10 p. m. last night the steamers Chick-

asaw and Clifton came in collision at French
island. The bow of the Clifton struck the Chick-
asaw a little forward of the whcelhousc, when the
latter boat commenced sinking. In a few minutes
the cnbin parted from the hnll and floated off, and
she having on board a locomotive and a large
quantity of heavy gas pipe, caused her to sink
immediately. Many of the passengers and officers
jumped on board the Clifton, and others were
saved on the cabin ; but of those below it is
thought fifteen or twenty are lost, as they had
no time to get up on the upper deck, so rapidly
did the boat go down. Few would have been lost,
however, if the Clifton could have remained alonp-
side : but she was also in a sinking coadition,
and bad to be run ashore, where she was only
saved from sinking by discharging a large portion
of her cargo.

The man's
name wa* Seth Swain, of Macedon, Wayne county.

Accident at a Theatre.
Albany, May 3.

During the performance at Raymond & Dries-
bach's menagerie several tiers of seats gave way,
precipitating hundreds to the ground. A num¬
ber were badly injured, and one boy is not ex¬

pected to live.

About one and a half o'clock to day, as the
firemen's procession was passing through the
city, a fire broke out in Coatcs street, which de-
stroyed several frame houses. Ten companies
were detached to extinguished it, which they ac¬

complished. and oined the line in about an hour.
