Horrible Occurrence.

The Compremise— The Presldency—Gen.
Scott.

We believe that the Whigs of the Northern
States are, in general, disposed to regard the
Compromise measures, as they are called, as o
finulity, so far as such o thing as a finality can
cxist in legislation. DBy that we mean that we
lo not believe that there is among them any ex-
isting intention to isturb it, either present or
prospeetive. We are honestly of the opinion that
the fate of the Compromize i8 in the hands of the
Southeand that the only danger »f its being an-
nulled will arise from"its agitation there. The
Whiga of the North are not in love with it. They
never were, and they never will he.  Neither by
their own volition, nor through any measures of
coercion without, can they he made to entertain
an affection for it.  This truth may as well be
enuncinted now as at any other time, and we
spenk of it as a faet that should be understood,
and have its bearing in all the convention and
anti-convention preparations for the coming Pres-
identinl canvass.

We repeat our opinion, in all carnestness, that
the danger to the Compromise lies in Southern
agitation and Southern exaction. Upon the point
where the thing now stands, the Whigs of the
North appear to be willing to come and to re-
wain,  One step beyond they will not and cannot
ro. The provisions of the constitution, and their
unwillingness to keep up the agitation of the
slavery question, will hold them where they are,

We have said before that the only question

likely, under the present circumstances, to arise

concerning the fugitive law is its repeal. We do
not desire to see it repenled. Not because it
wonld endanger the Union—for if the Union is
necessary to the Bouth now, it would be a thou-
saud times more so in such contingenmcy. It
mny be inquired, why we are in favor of its con-
tinnance, while deelaring it to be nearly inopera-
tive? The effect of the law upon the reclama-
tion of fugitives is, indeed, small ; but its moral
foree in preventing slaves from attempting to
escnpe is immense. The North is not prepared
to receive the results of that universal stampede
all along the horder which wounld instantly ensue
npon the repeal.  Henee arises the interest of
the North in its continuance. We are willing to
see the problem presented by the contact of the
two roces wrought out upon its own ground.

The thing to be done is the election of a
Nantional Whig to the office of President of the
United States. In order to succeed, two things
are necessary : first, o suitable eandidate ; and
second, such a presentation of that candidate to
the people as shall cnsure & majority of the
electoral vote in bis favor.

If there can he any faith reposed in the indi-
eations of ]mpulur sentiment, the candidate for
election by the Whigs will be General Winfield
Seott,  Nominnted he most assaredly will be, if
any nomination shall be made.

If Sguthern obstinacy forces upon the North
the organization of a sectional party, with that
organization i rang the knell of the Compromise,
let the consequences be what lhi!}‘ may.

Gienernl Seott is a Compromise man. His
position should be satisfactory to the North and
the South,  We are assured that where he now
ig he will continune to gtand—no better, no worse.
It is reasonable that the South showld be satis-
fied with the testimony upon the sulject, and so
we are nssured she will be, in spite of the carp-
ings of some of her impracticables,
