AMERICAN TELEGRAPH.
A Visit to tkr State Prison at W.

« yoU ready to go to priBon this morn¬
ing#" asked a friend of ine, one sunshiny dayof lust winter.

. , (1-Why" said I, laughing, 1 don t know
whether I am ready to give up my liberty, 01

not, just now Have you been appointed con-
stable ^ "

" No, but I have appointed myself leader of
an exploring party for the day. So, it yoi^have
a fancy for a tine sleigh-ride, and a peep at the
inside of a prison, jrou have only to put on your
bonnet and cloak.'

So, in the course of au hour, we, well wrappedin cloaks, veils, and muffs, and tucked in snug¬ly with buffalo skins, were sliding along over
the smoothly-worn track. The bells jingled,
the ponies pranced, the sleigh-riders laughed
and talked.and a merry party it was.

After riding several miles, we came within
sight of the high bleak walls of a huge stone
building, so constructed as to surround a large
open square. Two towers were raised at cor¬
ners of this square court, and in each ot these
a sentinel, with loaded gun over his shoulder,
paced to and fro, overlooking the open space
all the long day, to see that no one made anv
attempt at escape. Sadly and drearily enoughthe grated windows frowned on ub, seeming to
defy the strongest arm.

" That is the prison!" said one; and sudden¬
ly we were all silent, looking up at the grim
stones. We could not help thinking what feel¬
ings must shake the heart of one who was con¬
demned to be shut within those walls of granite
and iron, when his eye, like ours, tirst lighted
on them. It seems as though the sweet angel
Hope would certainly fold her wings, and
shrink down into the deepest comer of his
heart, leaving him to remorse and despair.

It was but a short time before the dinner
hour when we entered the warden's office. A
man with a huge bunch of formidable keys
stood ready to take ub over tho building.
Opening the first door, ho led us into an im¬
mense room, ceiled and paved with stone. In
the centre of this room a double row ot cells
had been built up, three stories in height.
Narrow stairways led up to each story Every
cell had an iron door, half solid, halt grating,
to permit the light and warm air to pass in.
There were no windows in the cells ; the doors
of most were open, as the men were then at
work in other parts of tho building, and we
looked into them as we passed along. There
was a hammock swinging from the root ot
each, and a stool beside it, that was all. I he
cell itself was scarcely large enough lor two
men to pass eaoh other in. Oh, sad enough it
was to feci that two hundred human creatures
were at home there! Why could they not have
obeyed the laws of God and man, and have keptthefr right to Heaven's free air and sunshine.

In one ot these sat a man. with his hat
slouched over his eyes, trying to read some
book by the dun light that fell through the
barred window. - He was unable to go into the
work-room: bo our guide said; and all who are
not in the shops must be in their cells. Lvery
evening the warden takes his great key,
marches them all into this great room sends
them to their several cells, and locks them in.
like caged beasts. It is quite a9 necessary as
it would be to lock in tigers or wolves for
many of these prisoners are .men who hate
committed very great crimes, and who would
not shrink from killing or wounding any ot
the officers, if they hoped by that means to t>e
able to escape. But, poor fellows' perhaps
some will have more to answer for than they.
after all! Those who lead others into evil are

surely less pardonablo than those who are led
into evil almost unconsciously. They will be
punished, when justice is done, before the uni¬
verse. All that men can do, is to cage up the
offenders against their laws.those who steal
and murder on a small scale.

" Surely, nobody can ever eseapc from this
place!'* exclaimed one of our party ' Do the
prisoners ever try to get out? I

"Sometimes.not very often, though, said
our leader. " There are men so cunning that
bolts and stones, all that you see here won t
keep them in Twenty years ago. two of them
cot out of their cells in the night. The sentinel
hapt»ened to be a little deat and did not hear
them until they rushed out upon him and mur¬
dered him. 'Iney had made a number of false
keys, with which they succeeded in opening
every door, until they came to that strong one

yonder, which leads to the women's prisonThe key wouldn't fit; and while they were

pounding upon it, and working it about, they
awoke the matron. She, suspecting that some¬

thing was wrong, got up softly and went
through that long gallery to one of the towers,
where she awoke the guard. They came >

with arms, and seized the murderer*

There sat seven or eight sad-looking creator^with their face* turned to the wall, and their
backs toward us, mostly engaged

come to visit them, but appear as if they had
neither eyes nor ear? By the side_of the long
table stood a young woman with folded arm

and an open, frank face, looking pleasantly at

us, as much as to say. « I am no gailtjrone^She was the superintendent of the needlework.
A little child, almost as small as a large doll,

«,at on a stool in the middle of the room, lifting
up its smiling eyes, but scarcely moving at all.
It looked as though it never had stepped out¬
side of those bleak walls, nor ever known
what a frolic on the green grass was. poor thing
From this part the guide led us along the

inner court, to the first of the workshop* t
would never do to keep so many men shut up,
idle all the while; they Would soon become
sick, or very unhappy So the State has pro¬
vided workshops for them, furnished with al
kinds of useful tools, and persons to teach them
bow to make shoes, chairs, kmYf*,
We went first into '' the chair room Here
thirty or forty men were sitting on benches.
with their faces turned away from us. hach
was dressed in a coat, not of "many color*,
like Joseph's of old, but of two colors, hall ot
(,ne and half of the other the pantaloons were
of the same color as the coat.one side of each
leg black, the other drab Can you think o
any reason for this singular way ot droswng
It is to mark the prisoners, so that it one should
by any means get ®waj from the building, be
would be known and seized by the flrrt h<»esb
man who should see him. Those who were

not bare-headod wore little caps of brown
puper on their beads Some were braiding or

plaiting the rushes and canes for the seat of a
chair; some were fitting together the frame, or

turning, the rounds out by the lathe. Going
into another room, we found another set paint¬
ing the chairs which their companions had !in-
ished They had done their work finely: but
as we praised it, not one o1 them looked up, or
made the least sign to uny ol his fellows, li
wuh prohibited by the rules I thought to my¬self, if k> many children, instead of grown men.
were shut up together for six hours, I fancy weshould see some whispering and turning ot
heads, rule or no rule! What aay, children '

Next, we went into the shoemakers' shop.Here we found all kinds of shoes and boots,from the fairy baby-shoe and the little satin
bride-slipper, to the heavy cowhide boot. Iti
this room the faces of the workers were not all
turned away from us, and we could study the
diS'erent expressions of countenance. SomC
looked stupid and unconcerned; others evident¬
ly felt ashamed to have the eye of a stranger
rest a single moment upon them in that place
One.a young negro.seemed to have a Bort ol
delight and pride in showing how nimbly and
neatly he could turn off his work. Ho did not
dare to look up, but he was very plainly trying
to show off.

By this time we had passed nearly around
the court. We came to the last shop.the mn-
chine shop. Whizz! whizz! went the wheels,little and great, as we stepped over the thresh¬
old. The room was filled with smoke and
sparkB, and the workmen looked grim enoughin the lurid light of the furnaces. There wan
a glass case before us, containing specimens of
their workmanship. Many a little fellow ot
my acquaintance would have given more than
a sixpencefor a good look at the host ol
jack-knives!

There was a bright-laced boy in this room,
who, from his looks, could not have been much
over twelve years of age. We asked the guide
for what crime he had been sent there. '¦ F< r

Betting fire to a houBe." was his reply. Ah! poor
boy! lie probably little thought, when lie slylyput the brand under the house, either in mischie-
vouBness or revenge for some supposed ill-treat¬
ment, that he should so Boon be found out, and
caged in the State prison. He will not he there
many years : but when he goes out, and min¬
gles with the free world again, he can never
make people forget that he has been a convict.
The disgrace will cling to him like a stain. It
he conducts himself well for a number of years,
he will be considered a respectable man by his
neighbors and acquaintance: perhaps dearly
loved by his friends. But he will always wiBh
to shrink from the eye ol a stranger.will al¬
ways feel as though'lie still carried something
of those parti-colored clothes about him, and
would at once be known as a prisoner. Oh,
boys ! be careful of the beginnings of revenge
and lawlessness. They lead to a sad end !

In cells cut in the wall, near this place, were
confined two men. whose wicked passions had
made them insane, and who wero too violent -

to be trusted out of chains. One of them liatl
murdered his own beautiful little boy! No
wonder, if he had the least consciousness of
what he had done, that he kept raving and
shrieking so incessantly.
We now went into the kitchen, where they

had just finished cooking the prisoners' dinner,
and were dishing it out into large tin cups. It
was a kind of thick pudding, with a piece of
bread added to each aish-full. A man walked
along the row of cells, and tossed onions into a
uumner of them, to serve as seasoning.The guide here told ub that the great dinner-
hell was going to ring. an(l we must go back
into the warden's office. We asked whether
we could not see the prisoners march in. '* Oh
yes." said he, "you can look through the win¬
dow/ '

Now this said window had just four panes
of glass; and when we went into the rooxn.
we found it nearly filled by men, women, and
children, more than twenty of them. We cast
longing looks back toward the great hall from
which we came, knowing that we should see
nothing from that crowded room. Wre asked
permission to stay in the hall. The guide hesi¬
tated " The gentlemen may stay." he replied.
" but I can't let the ladies '"

Not very gallant this seemed, certainly. But
we soon found that it was intended for our best

' good as, on a former occasion, the prisonershad taken advantage of the presence ol ladies
in that place to ru*h upon their officers, and
endanger their lives
As soon as the bell rang, there was a rush

to the little window. Twenty-live heads, some

with bonnets, some without, pushed, jostled, and
crowded each other most selfishly and uncere¬

moniously. Those of us who would neither
push nor jostle, were obliged to turn away un¬
satisfied, and sit down, to wait for our compan¬
ions.

The gentlemen came in presently, quite
amused by what they had seen. The prisoners,
as they reported to us, came in in separate
divisions, of twelve each, if I rightly remem¬
ber. Each division was headed by one of the
prisoners, promoted to that office for corrcct
behaviour, who stamped hard with his heavy-
soled shoes, in walking, to keep step for the
small gang behind him. It seems that the
negro whom we had seen was at the head ot
one division. He threw back his head, lifted
hi* feet a yard from the stones, in order to
stamp the harder, and looked so much like a

proud officer at the head ot a band ot infan¬
try. that one could not keep from laughing.

Kach gang marched along to the end ot the
hall, where its dishes of dinner were turned
out by a revolving wheel, and then each pris¬
oner went to his own cell, and was locked in
by the warden, to eat his dinner in solitude.
We had seen all that could bo seen, and pre¬

pared to leave. Before going, we inquired what
was the most common offence which had sent
men there. " Theftwas the answer Will
every child who reads this, rcmtvihfr this an¬

swer, and think, whenever tempted to lav-
hands on the merest trifle which is not his or
her own, " This is opening the gate of the State
prison, perhaps, for me ! For everv man w ho
steals a hundred dollars' worth, stole a cent -
