A Public Hall Netilcil.

(Communicated
The smoke and dust of the recent municipal

election having passed away, i propose to call
the attention ol' the corporate authorities aud
citizens to the subject of the erection of a suit¬
able hall for public uses. The absence in this
city of a capacious room, suitable for public
meetings, fairs, conventions of every kind, and
for literary, scientific, and convivial purposes,
has long been sensibly felt, and acknowledged as

a desideratum yet to be supplied in the onward
march of city improvements and extension. It
is in view of this that it is submitted that such a

hall may be erected either upon the walls of the
Northern Market-house or the vacant space im¬
mediately west of it. This may be accomplished
either by the Corporation, a joint-stock company,
or by individual enterprise, as it would no doubt
prove to be a profitable investment to any wlio
may undertake it, if the plan adopted should not
involve au unreasonable and unnecessary expend¬
iture of money. If the construction of this
hall be undertaken by a company, or an individ¬
ual, having the exclusive control and undisturbed
possession for twenty years, and thereafter inure
to and become the property of the city, there
will readily be found individuals and means suffi¬
cient to carry out the plan.the result of which
would be, the erection of an edifice useful to the
entire community, gratifying to the tastes of our

citizens, aud beneficial in very many respects to
the section of the city in which it is located.

These suggestions arc made in the hope and
expectation that public attention will be drawn
to the subject, leading to discussion if nccossary,
and action in regard to it if approved. D.
