Poll tics In Georgia.
We learn that a State convention, representing

the Whigs of Georgia, assembled at Milledgevillu
on Tuesday last, and appointed delegates to the
Whig National Convention. The delegates were

instructed to support Mr. Fillmore for President,
and to require the endorsement of the Compro¬
mise measures by the Convention before proceed¬
ing to vote upon a nomination.
The Republic of this morning, however, states

that it was a convention of the Union Whigs of
Georgia. What the Disunion Whigs of that State
are doing, we are not informed!
A brief while ago, the Republic, the New York

Express, and some other journals of kindred af¬
fections, talked of the Union party of Georgia-
believing that they held Cobb, Foote, et omnes, in
the same net that had caught themselves; but
now wo hear only of the Union Whigs. Why
Union Whigs, we cannot make out. There has
surely been some sort of a stampede in this Union
business, that the Republic begins to fix its stakes
nearer to its original party lines.

For us the Whig party is sufficient.we desire
to ^reserve it, and to mako no other classifica¬
tion of parties than it makes ; and in our humble
opinion there can be no deniagoguism more con¬

temptible than that which seeks to force into
existence two parties organized with reference
to the deeply-agitating and dangerous subject of
slavery.

cease ; but the day of such cessation may not be
anticipated by the premature excitement of the j
subject of the controversy which will inevitably
proceed from the organization of a party to prevent

The One-Term Principle.

science.
In connexion with the above chargc, it

has been stated that, whilo in Mexico, General
Scott bore a candle in a religious procession!
Without intending to attach undue importance to
so ridiculous a chargc, and without knowing 01

caring whether it is true or false, we would sim¬
ply remark that, situated as the commander of
the American army was at the time.bearing the
sword in one hand and tho olive-branch in the
other.it was his true policy to conciliate the
affections of the people whom he had so gallantly j jconquered, by any concessions to their religious
prejudices not inconsistent with the principles of
tho faith of the Saviour of all men. To this may
be addcl the fact that many, very many, of the
gallant soldiers who composed the army of Gen.
Scott, and had borne the American standard in
triumph over tho battle-fields ol Mexico, were

Roman Catholics, and as such were entitled to

any mark of respect to their religion which could
be shown by their beloved chief.
