Presumpltion and Arvrogance of the
Gl p!eou Whign!

Perhaps these qualities were never exhibited
in & more marked and decided manner by a po-
litical party than they Liave been recently in the
city of Baltimore.

In an editorinl episile in the columus of the
Itepublie, dated at Baltimore last evening, after
the recital of the duings of the day, with a run-
ning commentary by the chronicler, we are in-
formed of an importunt and startiog fact, in the
fullowing words :

“The Seott men are laboring sedalously to ex-
cite n feeling in fuvor of the great Gencral. A
pumphlet biography, profusely illusirated with
woerd-ents of battles, and all the et eetera of o
soldier's life, were fes 1y distributed to-day - aud
subsequently I saw portraits of the Goneral soit-
tered with equal liberality,”

We have seen, in our day, many immodest,
bold, daring, high-banded demonstrations, hut
none before to equal in effrontery and turpitude
the conduct of these **Scott-men;’ and how
the people of the United States are going to put
up with it, is more than we can undertake to de-
termine. We marvel uot that a gentleman of ex
quisite taste and notions of propri:ty should look
with horror nnd mortification upon the spectacle.
*“ Trying to excite a feeling in favor of the great
General,” and absolutely circulating an illustra-
ted biography and portraits of the General, Oh,
horrible |

But *¢ the great General,” and the ¢ wood. cuts o/
battles, and all the et cetera of a zoldier's life,” are
expressions used, not in indignation, but evident
1y in ridicule; nud therefore we ohject to them
We can very patiently submit to a stern lecture
from a gilted and elevated fellow-man, whose su-
perior provinge it is to rebuke and’correct plain
and erring mortals like us, But the langunge of
derision never did suit us, and its application to
an illustrious citizen, who is sneeringly called
“ the grent General,” is very repugnaut to the
tastes and feelings of a great majority of his
countrymen; and it in the present instance de-
rives increased offensiveness from a well-grounded
suspicion of the motives of the writer, the secono
in command of the Republie, who is an English
gentleman, not long cnough resident in the Ui
ted States to obtain a constitutional title to eiti-
zenship—if, indeed, he Las ever desired it—ano
whose remembrance of the generalship of ths
* great General” may very reasonably be sup
posed to be tinctured with much of disapprobu-
tion! The *‘accident of birth” has no weight
with us respecting the merits of any gentlemau,
or the patrivtism of any citizen; but the coine:-
dence of birth and a well-remembered feeling o
dread and aversion for an American soldier ha:
considerable influence upon our minds, when the
effects of such causes are seen in a spirit of illib
eral opposition and acrimonious hostility.

He takes the ground that liquor sel
i2g to every applicant is uot a work of *‘neces
sity or churity,” and that a license to sell ligno
gives an individual no more right to keep lu
avern open ob a Sunday thau a grocer his store,
or any other person following a wordly pursuit
He fuither states that the law authorizes avd e
guires the mugistrate to proceed against and pun
ish persous offending in this manner, and it i-
the constuble's duiy to bring every such case t.
the notice of the megistrate. Every citizen hut
o right aleo to bring such cases to the magis
trate’s notice, and, if the magistrate refuse to act,
then the court is to be advised of the matter.

This decision, the Ledger remarks, if scted
upon to the extent the law reqires, will suspenc
ull drinking st public houses on the Sabbath, and
shut up all the grog-shops, taverns, beer-saloons,
and even ice cream establishments, where Ro-
man punch and other suspicious compounds,
with seductive names, are councocted. The
lovers of stimulating beverages will stay at home
and gouzle, getting their supply through the
week.
