As might naturally be expected, the Union of

this morning cavil* at this letter, and deals out a

wonderful array of quirks and quibbles.
In the first place, General Scott is " vague and

equivocal," and does everything but repudiate
the Compromise ! This can merit no answer : it
ia too absurd, especially coming from a journal
that demanded that the Whig platform should be
erected before the nominations, and acquiesced in
(he very opposite course by its own party !

Respecting General Scott's declarations ot pol¬
icy in regard to the public lands, the naturaliza¬
tion laws, and the veto power, the Union thinks
he is taking time by the forelock, and that it is
« an outrage upon all propriety and docency"
for him thus to speuk. This comes with a good
grace from the organ of a party whose candidates
have always menaced the free legislation of the
country by pre-pledgcs to veto certain laws in the
event of their enactment.
The suggestion of Gen. Scott on the subject of

naturalization is just and equitable. It simply
involves a recommendation to extend the right ot
citizenship to all foreigners who shall faithtully
serve, in time of war, one year on board of our

public ships, or in our land forces, regular or

volunteer, on their receiving an honorable dis¬
charge from the service. "It appears," says the
Baltimore American, "to be quite in accord¬
ance with the spirit and intent of our natural¬
ization system. The preliminary residence now

required by law, as necessary to entitle a for¬
eign resident to citizenship, was doubtless de¬
signed as a test of the settled attachment of
such resident to our political institutions and
government. But there can be no better test ot
such attachment than a readiness to fight for the
country and government.so that one year's
honorable military service, in time of war, may
.well be taken as a sufficient probation to attest
the fidelity of a foreign resident desirous of be¬
coming au American citizen and of making his
hom* amongst us."
The Union asks, in horror :
" Is it to be presumed that General Scott con¬

templates new wars as a part of his policy ? If
not, what practical effect can his suggestion
have ?"
Wo hazard nothing in undertaking to answer

these questions. It would be presumption to pre¬
sume any such thing. General Scott has ended
several wars, and prevented others; but he
has never recommended any. His faith and his
skill in negotiation are the basis of his chosen
mode of warfare. But when a great political
party of his countrymen are endeavoring to ele¬
vate to the Presidency a comparatively unknown,
obscure, and irresponsible person.another Mr.
p0lk it is wise in General Scott to adopt the
maxim of the Father of his Country, and " in
time of peace prepare for war." It is your
mediocre men who are rash in great matters.
War may come again j and if it does, it will be
well for us to have it in our power to offer in¬
creased incentives to the men of other nations
who may wish to make their home amongst us.

The suggestion is liberal and patriotic, and will
meet with a hearty response from tho voters of
this whole republic. i
But the Union says the thing .' is not designed (

to benefit adopted citizens. It is only designed ,
to catch their votes." This is magnanimous, (
and eminently worthy of the Union and the party (
that has an ascendancy in the proscriptive State of j
New Hampshire! But the people of the United {
States, both of native and foreign birth, will re- (
pel the aspersion upon the sincerity of Oeneral ,
Scott with the contempt and disdain it so richly (
merits. '

Horrid Revelation, If True I

The Baltimore papers of this morning contain
a telegraphic despatch from Philadelphia, duted

yesterday, to the following effect :

" A Polander, who has had an interview with
the two Skipinskis, the murderer# ot young Leh¬
man, in the county prison, made development* of
the most startling character to-day before Mayor
Gilpin, being the substance of a confession made
by them.
"Mathias Skipinski said: 'I killed young

Lehman by striking him on the head with a stove
leg. Blaize, my brother, was present, as well as

Kayser, whose real name is John Ruthoninski,
and is still at large.'

" Mathias also said that himself and party had
killed a farmer and his family, consisting of six
persons, near Newark, Delaware, and afterwards
set fire to the premises, from which they ob¬
tained $78 and some jewelry. lie algo confessed
to a murder near Baltimore, and said they had
murdered near eighty persons and burned thirty
houses since they arrived in this country. The
plunder, to the amount of near $8,000, he says,
is buried in the mountains, and under the chargc
of Kayser.

" The confession is so extravagant as to lead to
the supposition that Mathias is now insane. He
expresses his confidence of escaping through the
aid of Kayser, and designs murdering all con¬
cerned in his arrest and conviction, besides nu¬
merous persons in New York."
The Baltimore telegraphio reporter in a note

remarks that " this confession, if reliable, will
be looked for with great interest. It will be re¬

membered that the Cosden family were murdered
at Georgetown Cross Roads, not far from New¬
ark, Delaware, and that Murphy, Taylor, and
Shclton, who were hung for the murder, died
protesting their innocence. The other murder,
confessed to have been committed near Baltimore,
may probably be that of Mr. Buck, who was so

mysteriously murdered at the Copper Works on

the other side of the Basin. Should the Ski-
pinskis prove to be the murderers of the Cosden
family, that tragedy will be clothed with addi¬
tional horrors."

Dear Sir: I have not heretofore addressed

you since the Democratic nominations, because 1
have been out of spirits.

He offered the usual
resolutions, for a committee to make arrange¬
ments for the funeral to-morrow, and for tbe
appointment of a committee of six Senators to

accompany his remains to Lexington, Kentucky.
Messrs. Cass, Hunteb, Hale, Clemens, Coop¬

er, and Seward followed in eloquent tributes
to the deceased.

The Superintendent of the Census.
Wo observe in the New York Herald of yester¬

day a Washington letter of the 25th instant, in
which a most gross, flagrant, and baseless attack
is made upon this officer. In this letter iflr. Ken¬
nedy is charged with having received higher com¬
pensation than the law authorizes; and it is
asserted that the Comptroller haB refused to ad-
mit his accounts, for want of vouchers, &c.
We have made inquiry into this matter, and

learn, not only that Mr. Kennedy presented all
his vouchers when asked for them, but that none

of them have been disallowed. Mr. Kennedy was

also asked for an explanation, which he promptly
furnished.
We learn, still further, that when a question

arose respecting Mr. Kennedy's compensation, he
at once refused receiving any salary.not only that
of $2,500, but that of $3,000 also, although ten¬
dered to him.until the matter should be decidcd
beyond all controversy.
These being the facts, we think it strange that

any one could thus attempt to injure the charac¬
ter of a public officer to gratify his own private
griefs, or from any other motive ; and we cannot
but deem it equally strange that the Committee
of Ways and Means should permit such use to
be made of papers placed in their possession for
their own calm and dispassionate examination.

discussed months ago by those concerned, since
which time it has rested.
