The Cauae of Religion in Washington.
Mi;sses. Eihtors:.Permit mo through your

widely-extended journal to invite the attention
of the public to the subject ot' our City Mission.
There is a hold of tabor upon which it

should operate with efficiency; and, as small
| means will suflice to cultivate that held, let them
not be withheld. The following, prepared for
publication some time since, is satisfactory and
instructive upon the subject:
The City Mission of Wasiiinuton, Li. C.

The Annual Report oi the Union Missionary and
Tract Society of the City of Washington, L>. C.,
was presented at the Annual Meeting, hold
March 29, 1852, iu the Presbyterian Church, on
Eour-and-a half street.

Agreeably with the constitution ot this society,
it held its annual meeting as stated above, aud
interesting addresses were made by Rev. Mr.
Burrows, oi Philadelphia l rofessor L. D. Gale,
Rev. Dr. Junkin, Rev. Mr. Smith, of Ninth street
Presbyterian Church, aud other gentlemen, ie-
spond'ing to and cheering the efforts made by the
Executive Committee to sustain the mission.

This institution was organized lour years ago,
under the auspices of the Presbyterian, the Bap¬
tist, the Episcopalian, the Lutheran, and the

I Methodist churches, and supports by voluntary
I contributions one missionary, at a salary ot six
hundred dollars per nuuuin. Mr. D. M. Wilson
has been thus fur employed in this capacity, and
is again engaged for the coming year.

The Executive Committee feel that their labors
have not been felt and appreciated by the citizens
of this metropolis, and perhaps more because
they have not been known than from any other
cause. They design, tbert^re, in future, to
make their efforts more generally known, that
they may thus become more generally useful. The
condition of Washington, as a city, presents pe¬
culiarities not found anywhere else in the coun¬
try; and this renders the necessity of the mission
specially urgent. The seat of government sup
plies an immense number of clerkships, a large
portion of which are changed with each change
of administration. This condition of society
brings a largo temporary population, and often
encourages hordes of idle men and boys; and
this, or some other cause, kas given the boys ot
Washington an unenviable reputation for idle¬
ness, Sabbath-breaking, and kindred vices. Prob¬
ably a much less number here, in proportion to
the population, have any employment than is
found in any other city of our country.
The necessity of this association, or some other

designed to accomplish the same purpose, is deem¬
ed vital to the sustaining of the moral and religious
principle of the community. Sabbath schools,
puplic schools, and the church, it is true, reach a

large proportion of the people ihat float in the
moving current of society. But there arc upon
its borders stagnant pools filled with all manner
of npurity, which are entirely out of the reach
of these purifying influences. The children may
be induced to go to the Sabbath school or to the
public school, but those of mature age will not go
to either; and vast numbers of these arc entirely
destitute of the means of grac«. It is ,he
sionary only that can reach then. -Nor there
arc here twenty-six churches for the whin P i
ulatiou and seven for the colored:
each to have four hundred attendant , it gn<- .

population of our city. There must be the.e-
fore after a large allowance tor those who occa¬

sionally attend church, a large number t hat never

attend any church. Such, it is hoped, may be
reached by this missionary eflort
The missionary is supported by the voluntary

contributions of the friends of the cause in the
several religious denominations -ibore named, it
it is made his duty to visit. »h far a^ pusMblc. all
families and persons who, either from ncccvrM
or want of disposition, do not enjoy the means ot
religious instruction; to cxbort them to embrace
nud practise the precepts and commands ol the
aoHpel; to pray with and for them, that they
niav be thus made to feci the importance and the
necessity <>» providing for their own eternal fi¬
xation, ay offered in the gospel.

He has engaged
iu prayer two thousand one hundred and fifty-
three times in these different places. He has
distributed four thousand and eleven tracts, of
forty-three thousand six hundred and twenty
pages, and he has held one hundred and ninety-I tour religious meetings.Our agent also informs us he has found but
little real obstruction iu the performance of hie
work, and that his appeals to the heart and con¬
science have iu many cases given the happiest re¬
sults. He states in his report, "I have goodevidence to believe that within the range of inyministry, and within the last ten months, there
Imve been (vimly-two convertioru." Few pastors,w:th a'l the means of a well-orgarized church
and Sabbath school, have the happiness to enu-
merate so mat; new enlistments under the ban¬
ner of Jesus Christ. What Christian can be in-
different to such results ?

These converted soul* are so many vigilant
uarus on the watch-towers of Zion to protect

our city from the midnight assassin and the
huuse-Lurner, and, we might almost add, even
from the wrath of Almighty God. For, had ono-
lialf of t his number of righteous men been found
in Sodom, it would have been spared for their
sake*. And what good citizen, that loves the
well-being of society, would not contribute freely
to carry cut the great and important results de¬
signed by this association ?

°It is confidently believed that one faithful mis¬
sionary, in his mode of working, will do as much
to protect our citizens in life and property as

many times that number of our city police,
Much of the good that has been already and is
-vtill to be done by this association cannot be ro-
vcaled till the judgment day. But it will be re-
ealcd in that day; and it must be a great com¬

fort to every laborer in the cause of Jesus Christ
in know that not a single mental or physical effort

Notwithstanding the positive language in which
the Pierce platform denies to Congress all power
to lay protective duties for the benefit of do¬
mestic industry, there is very little doubt that
many who profess to adopt that platform are not
only of the opinion that Congress does possess
such power, but they are also desirous that it
should be efficiently exercised. In Pennsylvania
this is known to be the case; yet so long as Penn-
aylvania yields herself blindly to the guidance
aud control of such political lenders as those who
constructed the Pierce platform, so long may she
expect to see herself made instrumental in bring¬
ing disaster upon her own most important inter¬
ests.
A disposition, however, to break away from the

thraldom in which she lias so long alb-wed her-
self to be bound is strikingly manifest in Peun
sylvnnia: and, as one decisive step ihat way, sl eis
preparing to cast an overwhelming vote for Seott
und Graham. The deceptioa of the Kane letter
in 1844, when bauners were displayed bearing
the inscription of " Polk, Dallat, and the Tariff
of *42," is not forgotten. The industrial interests
of Pennsylvania hnvc indeed suffered too much
since theii to permit her to forget a delusion so
fatal to their prosperity.
The question of a tariff for protection will,

therefore, enter very decidedly into the coming
Presidential election. If the question itself,
«eparated from all other issues, could be pre-
Fonted fairly to the American people, we have no
doubt at all that a large mnjority would stand up
for protection to home labor, nnd that the policy
of supplying ourselves with all articles which our
