NEWS BY TELEGRAPH.
Th« Conflagration at Montreal.

Burlington, Vt., July 10.ft. m.
The terrible conflagration at Montreal is still

raging furiously. The light can be distinctly
seen at this place, though oue hundred miles
distant. The fire commenced on Thursday morn¬
ing, and has consequently raged forty eight
hours. -

A gentleman who arrived hereUhis morning
from Montreal describes tha scene of the confla¬
gration to be awful. The flumes were raging
unchecked. A thousand families were wander¬
ing about without a shelter to cover them. The
sparks and burning embers were flying in all di¬
rections.

It is impossible to predict when the calamity
will stop. The supply of wat-or had given out,
and the intense heat prevented either firemen or

citizens from approaching the scene. Every one

seemed struck with terror; and, as the wind was

very high, it was feared that nearly the whole
city would be reduced to ashes.

At the time of his leaving, our informant
states, the fire had cleared a space larger than
that covered by the city of Troy.
The telegraph masts and posts are all burnt

down, which prevents any communication with
Montreal.

lliere has probably never been so destructive
a conflagration on this continent. Millions upon
millions of property is destroyed.

morning say the fire is subdued. Upward- of
twelve hundred buildings are destroyed, including
many of the best in the city.
