Letter from the Stndwlcli Islands.

MaeAWAO Mani. March 5, 1852.
My Dear You'nu Friends: I have a strongcuriosity.being a Yankee born, though a resi¬

dent of the Sandwich Islands for nearW twen-
tv-tive years.to see a number of The Friend ofYouth, as 1 hoar that it is edited by the author
of the .' Poor Little Blind Boy," a poem which
I never read without tears. 1 am therefore
going to tempt Mrs. Bailey to send me at 1east
a siugle number, and shall do this by giving
you an account of an excursion I lately made
with my children to the top of Haloukala, a

mountain in my immediate neighborhood.
I suppose you need not bo told that sno

frenuentlv have in the winter, so that a small

^ is pleasant; but Jack Frost never enters
W gafdens, to nip with his cruel tooth our

tender plants. But in the winter, when wo

have a heavy strong wind, attended with thun¬
der and lightning, and copious rain, we expect
to see the mountains covered with snow. Such
a storm we had last Friday night. In the
morning, when the clouds rolled from the
mountain, we saw that there had been a heavy
fall of snow on the summit and down the sides
of Haleakalo, the name of the mountain at
the base of which lies my field of labor. Hiis
mountain was measured by one of Mr. Wilkes s

scientific corps, and found to be 10,000 feet
above the sea. As my children had never
been nearer than fifteen miles of snow, and
there being an unusual quantity now lying on

the mountain, they begged to ascend, and see

what it might be'like. Accordingly, Monday
morning, March 1st, we made the excursion.
The first ten miles of the way the travelling
was slow, but not difficult.the ascent being
gradual, and the path plain. This part of tta
mountain affords tolerable pasture for cattle,
horses, and goats. The upper part is covered
with the Ohelo, a species of the whortleberry,
and the American strawberry. Now and theu
a good-sized tree grew near our path, also
shrubbery of various sortB, among which we
Baw a few small sandal-wood trees. Sandal
wood, however, of which you have doubtless
heard, is very nearly extinct on Mani, and I
believe little can bo found on the large island
of Hawaii. It is said, and I believe it may be
true, that the people secretly cut down every
tree they discover, as the gathering ot this wood
caused them more sufiering than any one thing
since their recollcction, and they fear to see
another crop in the progress of growing. At
the end of ten miles of our journey, we came
to a region of gveat roughness. The ground
was covcred with decomposed lava of every
shape and ei'e. Among these rocks and stones
many small trees are growing, and at this time
of year a good deal of grass. Still, there
being no path, the feet of our poor horses suf¬
fered not a little Added to this, the ascent
became steeper; and as we neared the summit,
the ground wet from melted snow made ibe
tug of labor more eevfere Within hall a mile
of the top we came within the circle of snow,
and after twenty-five years absence, I laid my
hand on the head of an old acquaintance.
Mr. Snow. I found it the veritable article I
used to handle and slide over in my childhood.
1 played as many of my old antics as 1 could
think of.^'tting and lying upon it, rubbing
my hands and face with it, and eating it, made
» mimic fort. &c. The children scarcely knew
what to mak j of it, and were exceedingly di¬
ver ed. The touch and taste of snow gave
?hem a sensation till then unknown ; but on
the whole they were disappointed, saying that
it wae not all that it was cracked up to be.
On reaching the top, I found that the storm
had reached down some distance into the era
ter. where there still lay considerable 6now
The scene from this mountain was truly grand.
Standing on the brink of a dreadful crater,
large enough to contain all the cities of the
United States, and some three thousand feet
deep, with the still more lofty mountains of
Hawaii in the distance on one hand, and the
mountains of West Mani, Molokai. and Ranai,
on the other, with the mighty Pacific Burround-
us on every side, and by some optical illusion
i-ecming to have towered as high as the lofty
nurnmit on which we stand, we felt the emo¬
tion# of sublimity in a high degree I am never

weary of gazing on these silblimo works of
God. And I hope, my dear friends, that you
will acquire a taste for such scenes. You have
a thousand scenes of grandeur and beiuitv
around you, and let these lead you up to God,

* vour glorious authur, so that you may loathe
and rorsake everything grovelling and mean
and sinful, so that you may be truly wise and

£{y children succeeded in carrying to the
house an enormous icicle and a ball of snow ;
and I preserved in my silk handkerchief a cake
of ice. With these evidences of our success,
we reached home in safety, but excessively
tired.

GENERAL WINFIELD SCOTT.
BY A SOUTHERN WHId.

[From the Baltimore Pat riot,)
Winfl-dd Scott was bora near Petersburg, in

Virginia, on the 13th of June, i» tho yeur 17*6.

He finished his studies at the College of William
and Mary, and was admitted to the bar in 1806.
After practising law iu Virginia about a year, he
emigrated to .South Carolina.
Our difficulties with England caused Congress

to pass an act in April, 1808, to increase the
army. Scott applied immediately for a commis¬
sion'in one of Jie regiments about to be raised,
and iu May, 1808, was appointed a captain of
light artillery.
War was uot actually declared until June,

1812. The interval between 1808 and the decla¬
ration of war was one of great political excite¬
ment. Scott sided with the Democratic party,
supported the election of President Madison, and
approved, advocated, and wrote in favor of war

measures.
In July, 1812, Scott was commissioned lieuten-

unt-colonel in the 2d artillery, and proceeded to
the Niagafa frontier. In October of that year
Lieutenant Elliott applied to Scott for assistance
in meu to capture the Adams and Caledonia,
two British vessels of war then lying under the
protection of the guns of Fort Erie. The vessels
were both captured; but Rlliott was compelled
to abandon the Adams. She got aground, and
the British attempted to retake her, but were

repulsed by the gallantry of Colonel Winfield
Scott. This was the first time he had met the
enemy, and here, as every subsequent engage¬
ment where lie was first in command, he was vic¬
torious.
A few days after was fought the memorable

battle of Queenstown Heights. Scott was the
hero of tho day, and covered himself with glory.
The battle lasted for many hours, and was fought
on the part of the Americans with most fearful
odds against them. The British army, having
been reinforced, numbered not less than thirteen
hundred men, while the Americans wero reduced
to less than three hundred. Finding that the
militia on the opposite shore refused, or was un¬
able to cross to their aid, and that succor was

hopeless, Scott's heroic band were at length com¬
pelled to surrender. But their gallant deeds
upon that day carried inspiration to every Ameri¬
can heart. The disgrace of Hull's surrender
was wiped off.the taunts of tho enemy checked
tho character of the American army redeemed.

Scott was carriod a prisoner to Quebec. While
lie was there, an incident occurred which had a

most important bearing upon the future conduct
of the war, and is deserving of particular men¬
tion.

At the time Great Britain denied the right of
expatriation: in other words, she denied the
right of any ol her subjects to become citizens of
another country, contending that they owed to
ner perpetual allegiance. According to this doc¬
trine, a native of Ireland, Scotland, or England,
who had emigrated to the United States, and be¬
come a naturalized American citizen, remained
still a subject of the British government, and
forfeited his life for treason if found in arms

»gainst her. The United States denied this
doctrine.her naturalization laws being founded
upon the opposite theory.

While Scott was a prisoner at Quebec, the
British attempted to enforce their doctrine of
perpetual allegiance in regard to certain Irish
prisoners found in the ranks of the American
army at Queenstown. The following is a de¬
scription of the scene:

''Scott, being in the cabin of the transport,
heard a bustle upon deck and hastened up.
There he found a party of British officers in the
act of mustering the prisoners, and separating
tiom the rest such as by confession, or the accent
of the voice, were judged to be Irishmen. The
object was to send them iu a frigate, then along¬
side, to England, to be tried and executed for the
crime of high treason, they being taken in arms

against their native allegiance. Twenty-three had
been thus set apart when Scott reached the deck.
The moment Scott ascertained the object of the
British officers, he commanded his meu to answer
no more questions, in order that no other selec¬
tions should be made by the test of speech. He
conimunded them to remain silent, and they
strictly obeyed. This was done in spite of the
t Li eats of the British officers, and not another man
was separated from his companions. Scott was re¬

peatedly commanded to go below, and high alter¬
cations ensued. He addressed the party selected,
and explained to them fully the reciprocal obliga¬
tions of allegiance and protection, assuring them
that the United States would not fail to avenge
their gallant and faithful soldiers; and, finally,
pledged himself in the most solemn manner that
retaliation, and, if necessary, a refusal to give
quarter in battle, should follow the execution of
any one of the party. In the midst of this ani¬
mated harangue, he was frequently interrupted
by the British officers, but, though unarmed,
could not be silenced."
The Irishmen thus selected were sent to Eng¬

land. As soon as Scott was exchanged, he pro¬
ceeded to Washington and reported the whole
affair to the Secretary of War by a written com¬
munication. This report was transmitted to
Congress, and Scott, in personal interviews,
pressed the subject upon the attention of mem¬
bers. An act was accordingly passed on the 8d
of March, 1813, vesting the President with the
power of retaliation. Iu an engagement soon
after Scott captured a number of prisoners.
True to his pledge given at Quebec, he imme¬
diately selected twenty-three of the number to
be confined in the interior of the country, there
to abide the fate of the twenty-three Irishmen
taken at Queenstown and sent to England for
trial.
The result of this firm resolution on the part

of Scott, and of the legislation consequent upon
his efforts, was, uot only to save the lives of the
twenty-three Irish prisoner*, but to compel Eng¬
land, throughout the remainder of the war, to re¬

spect the rights of our naturalized citizens, by
virtually abandoning her claim jto perpotual alle¬
giance.

Just after the close of the war, us Gen. Scott
was walking along one of the wharves of New
York, he was hailed by his old Irish friends for
whom he had interfered at Quebec. They had
just been released from the English prisons, and
now rushed to embrace him as their deliverer.
At the capturc of Fort George, on the 27th of

May, 1818, Scott led the advanced guard. He
landed on the Canada shore of Lake Ontario,
formed bis command on the beach, and scaled the
banks behind which the British forces were drawn
up, fifteen hundred strong. The action was short
and desperate, but ended in the total rout of the
euemy. Scott was the first man to enter the
fort, and hauled down the British flag with his
own hands.
On the 10th and 11th of November, 1818,

Scott defeated the enemy in two actions.one at
Fort Matilda, the other at Hoophole Creek.
On the .Jth of March, 1814, when only ticen'u-

»eren years of ago, Scott was promoted to the
rank of brigadier-general.
A few days after this promotion, General

Brown, then chief in command on the Niagara
frontier, left Scott at Buffalo to instruct and drill
the army which was then concentrating at that
point. Scott had entire chnrg.j of this camp of
instruction for about three months. The result?
of the discipline and spirit whjfh his teachings
here infused into the Northern army were soon

to be developed on the fields of Chippewa and
Lundy's Lane.

'I iic battle of Chippewa was fought on the 6th
of July, 1814. Scott, with 1,JH)0 Americans, met
on an open plain and routed with the bayonet
2,100 of the veteran troops of England.the very
owcr of the army. As the two armies ap-

Be-

d^Uion Of I ? a" COulfl como ul>W'th the rear

won «E L} A?ienc*" nn°y« scott had already
won the d»j, and was in hot pursuit of the flying

enetny. The British had been beaten with their
own boasted weapon.the bayonet. The valor
and skill of the Boy-General of twenty-eight had
vanquished all the boasted prowess of her world-
renowned veterans.

General Brown, in his official report of this
battle, says: " Brigadier General Scott is enti¬
tled to the highest praise our country can bestow.
His brigade covered itself with glory."
The battle of Lundy's Lane (or Niagara as it

is frequently called) was fought on the 26th of
July, 1814, just three weeks after that of Chippe¬
wa. The battle commenced about forty minutes
before sunset, aud continued until midnight.
Here again Scott was the master-spirit of the
fight. American valor again triumphed over the
veteran regiments of Britain. Scott had two
horses killed under him, was wounded in the side,
but still fought on until the close of the battle,
when he was prostrated by a wound in the shoul¬
der. This was the hardest-fought battle of the
war. Our limited space will not allow a more
extended notice of its details, and, indeed, it
would be superfluous to recapitulate the events
of that glorious day, familiar as they are to every
American schoolboy. Where so many have gath¬
ered imperishable laurels, it was truly a proud
honor for the youthful Scott to be hailed by uni¬
versal consent, " the hero of Lundy's Lane."

For his gallantry in these actions, Scott was
soon after promoted to the rank of major general.
On November 3d, 1814, Congress passed a reso¬
lution awarding a gold medal to Major General
Scott, "in testimony of the high sense enter¬
tained by Congress of his distinguished services
in the successive conflicts of Chippewa and Niag¬
ara, and of his uniform gallantry and good conduct
in sustaining the high reputation of the arms ot
the United States."
Soon after the treaty of peace, President Mad¬

ison tendered to General Scott a place in hif
Cabinet.that of the Secretary of War. This
complimentary office was declined Irom motives
highly creditablo to General Scott.

Being still feeble from his wounds, he soon
after went to Europe for the restoration of hits
health and for professional improvement. He
was also entrusted by the government with im¬
portant diplomatic functions. He executed hit
instructions in so satisfactory a manner that
President Madison caused to be written to him
by the Secretary of State a spccial letter of
thanks. .

,In 1832 Scott was ordered to take command
in the Black Hawk war. He sailed from Buffalo
for Chicago with nearly one thousand troops in

four steamboats.
On the 8th of July, while on the voyage, the

cholera broke out among the troops with fearful
violence. On the boat in which General Scott
sailed with two hundred and twenty troops, there
occurred in six days one hundred and thirty
cases of cholera, and tifty-one deaths. After
General Scott had proceeded from Chicago to the
Mississippi river, the pestilence again broke out
among his troops. During the prevalence of thit
terrible scourge, his devoted attention upon hi.'-
suffering soldiers excited the admiration of al'
who were present. In the language of a lettei
written at the time by an officer of the army.
44 The General's course of conduct on that occa
sion should establish for him a reputation not
iuferior to that which he has earned on tin
battle-field; and should exhibit him not only a>
a warrior, but as a man.not only as the hero ol
battles, but as the hero of humanity."

After the termination of the Black Hawk war.
Gen. Scott and Gov. Reynolds were appointed b\
the United States government commissioners t<
treat with the Northwestern Indians in referenct
to all pending difficulties. In the various con
ferences held with the deputations from the va
rious tribes, it became the duty of Gen. Scott t<
conduct the discussions. This he did with great
ability and ingenuity, and the result of the com
mission was to procure a treaty just to the In
dians and highly advantageous to the Unitei
States.the Indians ceding the title to more thai
ten millions of acres, being a great portion oi the
lands of Iowa and Michigan.

After the termination of the Black Hawk wai
and of the treaty with the Indians, Gen. Cast
then Secretary of War, wrote, in reply to Scot 't
official report, as follows:

44 Allow me to congratulate you upon this for
tunate consummation of your arduous duties,
and to express my entire approbation of tin
whole course of your proceedings, during a serie.
of difficulties requiring higher moral courag-
than the operations of an 8<tive campaign undei
ordinary circumstances."

Directly after his return from the Black iiawi
war, Gen. Scott was sen fcy President Jacksoi
on a confidential mission <<f great responsibility
South Carolina nullification then threatened V
embroil the nation in civil war. There was im
minent danger that the btrife would at once begi'
between the citizens of Charleston and the Uui
ted States troops stationed there. The object o
t.ue President in sending Scott to South Carolin;
at this time was to prevent, if possible, any di
rect act of collision, and at the same time enforc
the laws of the federal government. Scott't
moderation and discretion while at Charlestoi
saved the country from the horrors of civil war
The full history of his valuable services, on tha
occasion, cannot now be writteri, as much of it
still remains under the seal of secrecy.
On the 20th of January, 1836, Gen. Scott wa;

ordered to take command in the Florida war
There he did all that the greatest military taleni
could accomplish. But the malice or envy of t

brother officer, by misrepresentations made t>
the President, procured his recall, for the pur
pose of having his official conduct subjected t<
the opinion of a court of inquiry. That court
after full investigation, pronounced the charge
against Gen. Scott unsustained; and, further
that 44 he had been zealous and indefatigable ii
the discharge of his duties, and that his plan ol
campaign was all devised and prosecuted witl.
energy, steadiness, and ability."

In 1838 Gen. Scott was sent by the President
to the Canada frontier, then in a state of fearfu
excitement on account of the burning of the Caro
line within the American territory. The whoh
population of northern New York seemed abou
to march into Canada to avenge the wrong which
had been done to the national honor. The object
of the administration was to preserve the peac«
between the two uations until pending difficulties
could be settled by negotiation. For this pur
pose Scott was sent to the frontier. There he
labored night and day, passing rapidly from point
to point, superintending and directing the action*
both of the military and the civil authorities; ami
frequently, along a line of eight hundred miles,
addressing immense gatherings of the excited citi¬
zens. He succeeded in his mission beyond the
expectations of the most sanguine. The pence ol
the country was preserved.

During the same year he was ordered to the
delicate service of removing the Cherokee nation
beyond the Mississippi. Here he displayed at
once the highest degree of energy, sagacity, and
humanity.
The leading journals of the day were filled

with encomiums upon the conduct of Scott in
these services. The National Intelligencer ol
September 27th, 1838, says: 44 The manner in
which this gallant officer has acquitted himself
within the last year upon our Canada frontier,
and lately among the Chcrokees, has excited the
universal admiration and gratitude of the whole
nation."

In 1839 arose the Northeastern Boundary
difficulty. The disputed territory was about to
become the battle-ground between the troops ol
Maine and New Brunswick. War was considered
inevitable. In this crisis General Scott was
again deputed by the government to calm the
rising storm. His able services on that occasion
showed him to be possessed of the highest talehts
as a statesman and diplomatist. A war con¬
sidered inevitable was prevented.the honor of
the country preserved.and Scott returned with
fresh laurels upon his brow ; and 44 the hero of
Lundy's Laue" was hailed on all sides as the
44 Great Pacificator."
The services of General Scott in the Mexican

war arc of so recent date, and so fresh in the
recollections of the American people and the
whole civilized world, that it is useless to do more
than mak« a passing allusion.

On the 10th of March, 1847, Gen. Scott ar¬

rived before Vera Cruz. On the 14th of Septem¬
ber, 1847, he planted the stars and stripes over

the national palace in the city of Mexico. Within
these six months San Juan D'UUoa.the Ameri¬
can Gibraltar.was stormed, and the battles ot
Cerro Gordo, Contreras, San Antonio, Churubus-
co, Molinos del Key, and Chcpultepeo were fought
und won. With less than ten thousand fighting
men ho attacked and routed, again aud again,
thirty thousand of the best troops of Mexico
posted behind the strongest fortifications, and
fighting with the oourage of desperation. No¬
thing of military achievement recorded in an¬

cient or modern history can excel the glory of
that march from Vera Cruz to the city of Mexico!
Such is a brief sketch of one whose life has

been devoted to the service and glory of his
country, and whose patriotism is enlarged enough
to extend to the whole country. Born a Southern
man, reared and educated among Southerners, he
lias fought and bled alike for the North and South;
ami to suppose that he could be willing to do in¬
justice to either, would be to declare the last
forty years of his life but a lie.
Much abuse has recently been heaped upon

this gallant patriot because he declines giving
written pledges upon the various questions which
may be involved in the approaching Presidential
election. We doubt not that several of the gen¬
tlemen now prominent before the Democratic
party would cheerfully give pledges of any kind
whatever, provided they could thereby secure a

nomination. It is not difficult to make promises,
and it is a very easy thing to break them. We
could point to an illustrious example in the his¬
tory of the Democratic party which occurred but
a very few years bincc. A certain Presidential
candidate gave a written pledge that he was in
favor of the protective system, and got tariff votes
thereby; but as soon as elected, became a sudden
convert to the doctrines of free trade.
Wheu a citizen has beeu for nearly half a cen¬

tury in the service of his country, his past history
is the best guarauty for his future conduct.
