Later from Europe.
ARRIVAL OF THE ASIA.

N*w York, July 15.2 p. in.
The steamer Asia has arrived.
Cotton was heavy, but unchanged. The sales v

of the week amounted to tifty-two thousand bales.
For speculation, 10; export, 7. Ths import du¬
ring the week was forty-si* thousand bales.
Much rain had fallen ; but the crops did not

appear injured.
Flour and wheat were more active: Western,20s.@20s. 3d.; Baltimore, 20. 3d.@20s. 0J.

\ ellow corn was held at Od. advance; white, un¬
changed. Turpentine sella readily at 7s.@9s.Rice is unchanged.
Trade at Manchester was dull. Beef and pork

were buoyant at full prices. Sugar was in fair
demand. Money easy. Foreign stocks quiet and
steady.
The banks hold upwards of twenty-two millions.
England..A riot bad occurred at Stockport,

between English Protestants and Irish Roman
Catholics. Several houses were torn down, and
chapelB Backed. A detachment of troops had
been sent to quell the mob; but tbe end is not
yet, although a hundred of the ringleaders had
been taken into custody. '

¦

In the House of Commons, on the 29th, a reso¬
lution was moved on the subject of the three
ministers of the Free Churoh of Scotland expelled
from Hungary, recommending that the case re¬
ceive the prompt and earnest attention of the
government. Mr. D'Isreaeli explained the steps
taken by government, and the resolution wan

finally withdrawn.
In the House of Lords, the Earl of Milmea-

bury annonunced that tbe dispute with the gov¬
ernment of Tuscany relative to the asaault upon
Mr. Malthe had been satisfactorily settled.
On Wednesday, both houses met to wind up

business prior to prorogation.
On Thursday, at tyfb o'clock, the Queen as¬

cended the Throne, in the House of Lords, and
read a speech of the usual length, containingnothing of interest. Upon its conclusion, the
Lord Chancellor prorogued Parliament till the
20th of August.
A frightful collision occurred in the river

Thames on Thursday, between the steamer Dutch¬
ess of Kent and the Ravensbourn. The former
was cut to the water's edge, and sunk in eight
minutes. Two hundred persons were on board,
and many lives were lost.
From Australia there were arrivals bringing

sixty-one thousand ounces of gold.
The dates from Melbourn were to the 15th of

March. Gold was arriving at Melbourn at the
rate of two tons per week.
The number of persons arriving at Port Philip

was one thousand per week.
France..Thirteen individuals have been ar¬

rested, charged with making an infernal machine
to destroy Louis Napoleon, composed of forty
barrels, each containing about twenty buckets.
The President leaves Paris for the south on

the 24th of July.
Tb« Senate was still in session.
Rome..The Pope is threatened with dropBy.-
Switzerland..The Royalists had met another

check.
