Destructive Fire.

WorcusTeR, (Masa,,) July 15.
The Roman Catholic College in this ecity was
entirely destroyed by fire last evening, with the
exception of a small part of the enst wing, A
portion of the library was also’saved. Most of
the furnitnre was destroyed, and the tutors and
professors lost everything. There were one hun-
dred students in the institution. The total loss
is fity thousand dollars, on which there is no
insurance.

European Affairs.
We were yesterday enabled to place before our
readers o good telegraphic summary of the news
by the Asin. The following more recent items
have since been received :

ExaLayp.—A serions riot had occurred at
Stockport, between the English Protestants and
the Irish Catholics, and several houses of the
latter had been pulled down and their chapels
sacked by the moh. A detachment of troops
finally put an end to the riot, and took over one
hundred of the ringleaders into custody.

One report states that sixty persons were car-
ried wounded to the hospital. One person was
killed on the spot, and several honges were torn
down. The Catholic chapel was sacked, and the
organ and altar furniture were burned in o bon-
fire in the street. Nothing was left standing of
the church but the bare walls. The military
were called out, and succeeded in restoring
peace. The town is now occupied by troops—it
being reported that a Catholic mob from Man-
chester and other towns intended to come and
retalinte. The riot grew out of the ill feeling
engendered by the Queen's recent proclamation
aguninst the Roman Catholic processions.

The telegraphic cable between Dublin and
Holyhead does not work. A surveying party is
engaged searching for the injury or the defect.
Fraxce.—Thirteen individuals were arrestad
on Thursday, the Ist just, at a house in the
Batignolles, charged with making an infernal
machine, composed of 14 barrels, eapable of con-
taining each about 20 hullets. Some of the men
were nctually at work in moulding at the time of
their arrest.

The Sultan of Turkey had permitted the French
ship-of-war Charlemagne to pass the Dardanelles,
for the purpose of taking on board the French
Ambassador at Constantinople.

Twenty-five persons had been arrested in Paris
charged with conspiring with others resident in
London to effect an insurrection in France.

The latest accounts from Algeria represent the
insurrection there as completely quelled.

Letters from Paris state that the fusion has
again come to o full stop, and thut there does not
now appear to be the slightest chance of recon
cilintion between the princes of the House of
Bourbon.
