One great object was before
him—pence—an bonorable and profitable peace
fur his country. To aecomplish this object, his
first attention was directed .to the diseipline of
his own army, so that no conduct on their part
might exasperate the foe or lead to the resistance
of despair. On the 17th of Septamber he issued
his orders, defining the crimes against the con-
quered, which were to be published—thus pub.
lishing o new written code of laws which were
equally to apply to the conguerors nnd the de-
feated.
