"Pnt hlmdowu a Major General I I have
doue with Objections to his Youth!"

The early age at which Gen. ScotT entered the
army, his rapid and unprecedented promotion,
his wounds, his honors, his medals, are all so

many testimonials of the high order of his talent^
of his bravery, of his ardent attachment to the
rights and honor of his country, and his just
claims to the highest distinction among men.

He entered the army, in defence of his country,
at the early age of twenty-two, and, when but
twenty-eight, had reached the highest millitary
rank.that of major general.

In the spring of 1812 the Virginia delegation
in Congress presented him to President Madi¬
son ns worthy a lieutenant colonelcy. The Presi¬
dent thought he was too young, but, having so

high an opinion of his merits, yielded his objec¬
tion. In the same year his name was again brought
before the President, when he was urged by the
officers of the army, and by Gen. Armstrong,
then Secretary of War, for the appointment of
colonel. The President again made the same ob¬
jection, doubting that he was old enough to com¬

mand a double regiment. But he was appointed
on the 2d of March, 1813.

After the campaign of this same year, he was

again urged for promotion, and Mr. Madison
again made the same objection, and again yielded;
and on the 9th of March, 1814, in his twenty-
eighth year, h<^ was appointed brigadier general.
About four months after this, the memorable

conflict on the plains of Chippewa, and the ap¬
palling night battle on the heights of Niagara,
were fought and won. Now the daring achieve¬
ments and brave exploits of the illustrious Scott
fired the whole people. Ilis name was uttered
by all voiccs, and was carried up again, and irn-
mediately, for further promotion. There was but
one higher grade: and the President replied,
with a smile, " Put him down a major general :

1 HAVE DONE WITH OBJECTIONS TO HIS YOUTH !"
Congress now, at the close of the war, Nov. 3,

1814, alive to the additional honors which had
accrued to our country in consequencc of Gen.
Scott's so bravely sustaining the reputation of
our arms, passed a vote of thanks, expressive of
the highest compliments to his skill and gal¬
lantry, and requested the President to cause a

gold medal to be struck, with suitable emblems
and devices, and presented to him, in testimony
of the high sense entertained by Congress of his
renowned and distinguished services in the suc¬

cessive conflicts of Chippewa and Niagara. This
medal, made of gold, large and massive.a most
beautiful specimen of art.was, at the close of
Mr. Monroe's administration, presented to him as

a memorial of a nation's gratitude. Upon this
occasion President Monroe employed the follow-
ing language: {

44General Scott: Your conduct in the late
war merited and obtained, in a high degree, the
approbation of Congress and of your country. In
the battles of Chippewa and Niagara, in UpperCanada, in the campaign of 1814, your daring
enterprise and gallantry in action were eminently
conspicuous.
"In rendering justice to you, I recur with

pleasure to the report made of those actions by
the military commander.the most competent
judge of your merit. In the battle of Chippewa
he says you are entitled to the highest praise
your country can bestow; and that we are in¬
debted to you more than to any other person for

. the victory obtained in it.
" la the battle of Niagara you commenced the

action; and your gallantry in several severe en¬
counters, until disabled by severe wounds, was
equally distinguished. As a testimonial of the
high sense entertained by Congress of your merit
iu those actions, I havo the pleasure to present
you this medal."

At the battle of Niagara, General Scott had
two horses shot under his saddle; was wounded
twice.first in the side, then by a musket-ball,
which passed directly through his left shoulder,
causing a most serious and painful wound, and
the most acute suffering and greatest agony.For a month, his recovery was deemed doubtful.
So soon as he was able to endure the motion, he
was again on foot, covered with laurels, and
bailed by patriotic citizens from every quarter
with the highest esteem and admiration.
When he reached Princeton, it was soon whis-

pered that Gen. Scott had eutered the town; and
It happened to be at the annual commencement of
the College of New Jersey. The faculty imme-
diately sent a deputation requesting to be honored
#tu his preseuce; and, in compliance with their
solicitations, he suffered himself to be curried to
the place.pals and emaciated from acute suffer-
'"8* ^sbandaged shoulder yet much swollen, andhis arm in a sling. He made bis appcarancethere, in the midst of learning, beauty, and fash¬
ion, amid the waving of hands and kerchiefs; and
from the roiies of the students went up a generalbunt of applause. He was handsomely received
by the president and trustees of the collegeand complimented with the honorary decree of
Master of Arts.
The Ret. Dr. Channing, in a work published

in Boston, thus gives bis estimate of the character
and att$ of Oenrral Scott :

"To this distinguished man belongs the rarehonor of uniting with military energy and daringthe spirit of a philanthropist. 'His exploits in
the fiH»l have been obscured by the purer and
more lasting glory of a pacificator and of a friend
of mankind. In the whole history of the inter-
course of cMliied with barbarous or half-civiliied
communities, we doubt whether a brighter page

can be found than that which records bis agency
m the removal of the Cherokees. As far as the
wr«ngs done to this race can be atoned for, Gen¬
eral Scott has made the expiation.

In his recent mission to the disturbed bor-
« our country he has succeeded, not so

n!.u? y policy as by the nobleness and generosity
ot his character.by moral influences.by the
earnest conviction with which he has enforced on
all with whom he has had to do the obligations
of patriotism, justice, humanity, and religion It
would not be easy to find among us a man who
has won a purer fame; and I am happy to offVr
this tribute because 1 would do something no
mutter how little, to hasten the time when* the
spirit of Christian humanity shall be accounted

Congress the recorded testimonies of Presi¬
dents.the warm expressions of the highest es¬
teem of our wisest, greatest, and best of men. \
the applause of venerated patriots.the doings of
the Senates and Houses of Delegates of so many

the States of this confederacy.the presenta¬
tion of swords and medals,-all enter into the
History, and point directly to the merits of him

0 has sPcnt more than forty years of his life
u the defence of the rights and honor of his
country.
But since all these demonstrations, so expres¬

sive and full of meaning, were made, General
Scott has increased liis claims upon the gratitude
if this nation. A harvest of fresh laurels has
iccrued to his fame. Bright as are the stars
which light up the commencement of his history,
more brilliant still is the constellation which
shines forth in meridian splendor from his genius
and unconquerable courage in leading a few
thousands of his countrymen, through fatigue and
difficulties, against the opposing hosts of Mexico.
V era Cruz, Contreras, Churubusco, Cerro Gordo,
Molxno del Rey, and other places, are all so many
tributaries to his onward tide of glory, widening
and deepening at every point, until in chivalrous
majesty the illustrious Scott rides through the
streets of the city of Mexico and takes possession
of the halls of the Montezumas.
And now we behold the man. To the con¬

quered and subdued he is kind, generous, and
humane. With a consciousness of having the
pewer in his own hands, his noble heart of hu¬
manity pulsates with a stronger bound. And so

disappointed, yet so delighted, were the Mexicans
at the warm expression of feeling flowing from his
generous nature, that they offer him at once mil-
hons of money to become their dictator and ruler
But that same heart of humanity swelled also
with patriotism, and he would not even consider
a proposition so foi&gn to his feelings. Recur¬
ring immediately to the land of his birth, he re¬

plied : " I am a citizen of the United States, and
shall return to my own country !"

Is it surprising that such a man.one to whom
t ie eyes of the nation have been so often turned
or help in the most critical and important periods
>f our history.who has so long and so willingly
lazarded his life, sacrificed his ease, fought and
Jlod for his country-whose genius has been so
well attested in almost every department of human

Senate..Mr. Clarke submitted a resolution,

which was agreed to, calling for information re¬

specting the Mexican Boundary Commission.
Mr. Wade introduced a bill to establish a line

of settlements along the emigrant route to
Oregon.

Mr. Sumner submitted a resolution, which was

agreed to, calling for the correspondence with
foreign governments concerning the reduction of
ocean postage.

The bill granting land to Louisiana to aid in
the construction of a railroad in that State was

passed.
Mr. Shields moved to take up the bill grant¬

ing land to the several States for the support of
the indigent insane; which was lost.
The resolution fixing the day for the adjourn¬

ment of Congress on the 16th of August, was
taken up.

After debate on a motion to insert the 81st of
August, a motion to lay the resolution on the
table was rejected.

Debate continued.

House of Representatives..The House pro¬
ceeded to the consideration of the bill granting to
all chartered railroad and plankroad companies
the right of way through the publio lands; which
was not disposed of when the morning hour ex¬

pired.
The river and harbor bill was then taken up

in Committee of the Whole on the state of the
Union.
Mr. Seymour, of New York, earnestly con¬

tended for the passage of the bill, and entered
into an explanation of its principles.
A debate followed.

The Newfoundland Fisheries*
The telegraph wires were premature in the

announcement of serious troubles growing out of
.a conflict of interest between the United States
and the British authorities respecting the fisheries
off the coast of Newfoundland.
The publication made by Mr. Webster through

the Boston papers was simply for the purpose of
notifying the American fishermen that a strict
(or perhaps unjust) construction of the treaty
of 1818 on the subject was likely to be enforced
by the British government.
The Baltimore American truly remarks that

"it will be easy, with the rights of either party
already well defined, to decide which is now in
the wrong. The interests in controversy are in
any event of too inconsiderable a nature to call
for any arbitrament in their discussion except
that of the pen; and it can scarcely be expected
that two nations occupying such positions in the
civilized world as England and the United States,
and which have heretofore amicably settled much
graver causes of dispute, will now be drawn into
a contest so destructive to the interests of both by
a question of such comparative unimportance.
We may therefore set down the report that
' troubles have arisen likely to disturb the peace
of the two countries' as a highly-colored descrip¬
tion of a difficulty which will be easily and
promptly adjusted through the ordinary diplo¬
matic representatives of the two governments."
