At the age of twenty-ove, and in the summer
of 1807, he volunteered into u troop of Virginia
horse.

Heights,

lowing ss the politicsl sentiments and determina-
tions for the establishment and maintennnce of
which their national organization as & purty is |
effected :

1. The government of the United States is of
a limited character, and it is confined to the ex-
ercise of powers expressly granted by the consti-
| tution, and such as may be necessary and proper |
| for earrying the granted powers into full exeou- |

tion; and that all powers not thus granted or|
| necepsarily implied ave expressly reserved to the
Jtates, respectively, and to the people, !

2. The Btate governments shonld be held se-
cure in their reserved rights, and the general gov-
ernment sustnined in its constitutional powers,
and the Union should be revered and watched
over as ‘‘ the palladium of our liberties.” |

8. That, while struggling freedom everywhere |
