but as the hero of humanity."
He adds, "that it was the commander's dutv

to give the best general directions he could for
proper attendance upon the sick, and for pre¬
venting the spread of the disease. When he had
done this, lus duty wai performed, and he might
have left the rest to his medical officers, But
such was not his course. He thought he bad
other obligations to discharge.that his personal
safety must be disregarded to visit the sick, to
cheer the well, to eucouragc the attendants, to
set an example to all, and to prevent a panic; in
a word, to Have the lives of others at the risk of
his own. All this he did faithfully, and when he
could ha>e had no other motive than that of do¬
ing good. Here was no glory to be acquired .

here wero none of the excitements of the battle¬
field ; here was no shame to be avoided, or dis¬
grace to bo feared, because his general arnmge-

greatly increased by the circumstance that he
was himself ill at the time, feeble in body, and
a w.jys, when near the sick, laboring under some
of the symptoms, of the disease. It was to this
noble exhibition of character that (ieneral Cass,
then Secretary of War. referred when he thus ex¬

pressed himself in un official letter to Winfield
Scott, after his return from the Black Hawk war:

"Allow mo to congratulate you, sir, upon the for¬
tunate consummation of your arduous duties, and
to express my entire approbation of the whole
course of your proceedings during a series of
difficulties requiring higher moral courage than
the operations of an active campaign under or-

dinary circumstances.*'
But this ii not the only manifestation of Gen-

eraJ Scott's self-denying philanthropy. It was

conspicuously displayed in the pestilential cli-
mate of Mexico, where lie mitigated, by his per¬
sonal attendance and kindness, the sufferings of
his men, and showed a readiness and ability to
relieve them equalled only by the affection of a

brother. In a recent specch of the lion. John
(.. . jveneer, of New ^ork, that gentleman niakos
the following allusion to an rai iier example of
the Mime generous Mjurit:

I anion me for alluding to a personal in¬
stance, when visiting i brother, in 1814, who
had been shot in the battle of Niagara, and who
was dying within the llritish lines: The rec >1-
Wtioii of the sympathy and the assistance of
(ieneral Scott on that and on another occasion,
stili moie trying, swells my heart with emotions
that would break it, if they could not find utter-
ance, when speaking of the constitution of that
man's nature. No, fellow-citizens, the hardships
and habits of military life, instead of indurating
his heart, have but touched him with a feeling of
the infirmities of our race, and have taught him
the great duty of man in imitating ..'ie example
of his Saviour. Such a man will bring into tbo
administration of the government neither reserve,

' pride, arrogance, nor stubbornness.''
