A True Man.

One of the strongest candidates in tbc Whig
National Convention ut llarrisburg, in 1830, wub

Gen. Scott, but the majority of the delegates
decided in favor of Gen. Harrfcou. But this did
not alienate the hero of Chippewa either from the
Whig party or from the man it had selected in¬
stead of himself for its representative, but, when
called upon, he bore a wnrm ud a willing testi¬
mony to his virtues and merits. Wo have before
us a letter from Gen. Scott to Mr. Purviance, of
the Butler county (Penn.) Tippecanoe Club, in
reply to an invitation to be present at u muss

meeting at Pittsburg, in August, 1810. The in¬
vitation he dccliued, because tbe duties of bis

post would uot allow him to accept it, and be¬

cause, as a federal officer, he hud for above

thirty years rigidly adhered to the rule to take
no active part in the conflict of politics. Of Gen.
Harrison he proceeded to apeak in the following
just and generous terras :

" This official reserve has, however, nover pro-
vented me from discussing, with the spirit of a

freeman, in the casual intercourse of society, the
merits of all public men and public measures of
my time. Thus it has often fallen in my way to
bear zealous testimony to the distinguished ser¬

vices of Gen. Harrison, both as a statesman and
a soldier. With those services I have long been
familiar, and can ouly attribute to gross igno¬
rance or to party malignity the recent imputa¬
tions to which you allude.

" If at the end of the laic war with Great
Britain, or at the end of that so successfully
waged by Gen. Wayne against the Northwestern
Indians, any person had shamelessly impcached
the courage of Gen. Harrison, he would, 1 uin

fully persuaded, have had uot only his patriotism
but his oourage denied by every honest-hearted
American. It was nover my fortune to serve in
the field with Gen. Harrison. But I well remem¬

ber the admiration entertained by my immediate
associates in arms for the hero of Tippecanoe,
Fort Meigs, and the river Thum&j. This senti¬
ment, as far as ever I knew or believed, was com¬

mon throughout our armies.both officers and
men placing him, with one accord, in the class of
our most gallant and successful commanders.

"Without meaniug to violate the self-imposed
restriction mentioned above, I cannot, being di¬
rectly appealed to by your respectable committee,
withhold this humble testimony from an old
brother soldier, who has been so unjustly assailed
in this late day of his fair renown."

This is the language of a true man, superior
to the weakness of a childish personal vanity and
of a poor and selfish hankering for office. Here
are no sneers at the success of a rival, no intima¬
tions that history has been written wrong in his
nomination ; but a chivalrous tribute to his dis¬
tinguished worth and elevated character, and a
frank use of all the influence in favor of his
election that a high sense of duty would allow to
bo exerted. And just as the American people
confirmed the above opinion of Harrison by bear¬
ing him into the Presidency on an overwhelming
tide of enthusiasm, they will now raise the gal¬
lant, manly, and incorruptible Scott to the same

high office, in spite both of tho assaults of open
foes and the sullen opposition of any who choose
to place themselves in the unfortunate category
of self-seeking grumblers.

I have waited some weeks in the hope that

some person more capable than myself would set
Mr. ex-Vice President Pallas right in the matter

THK WHIG PLATFORM.
Tho Whigs of the United States, in Convention

assembled, firmly adhering to the great conserva¬
tive republican principles by which tiiey are con¬

trolled aud governed, and now, as ever, relying
upon the intelligence of the American people, with
an abiding confidence iu their capacity tor se r-

government and their continued devotion to the
constitution and the Union, do proclaim tho fol¬
lowing as the political sentiments and determina-
tions for the establishment and maintenance of
which their national organization as a party is

t The government of the United States is ot
u limited character, und it is confined to the ex¬

ercise of powers e*l>ressly granted hy the counti-
iution, aud such as may be necossary aud proper
for currying tho granted powers into lull execu¬
tion; and that all powers not thus grunted or

necessarily implied urfi expressly reserved to me
States, respectively, aud to the people.

'2. The IStato governments should bo held se¬
cure iu their reserved rights, and the general gov¬
ernment sustained in its constitutional powers,
aud tho Union should bo rovored and watched
over as .' the palladium ol our liberties.

3. That, while struggling freodoin everywhere
eulists the warmest sympathy of the Whig party,
we still adhere to the doctrines of the I'^tlier ol
his Country, as announced iu his l aroweii Ad¬
dress, of keeping ourselves free from all cutan-
irliuK alliances with foreign countries, and ot
never quitting our own to staud upon foreign
around. That our mission as a republic is not to
propagate our opiuions, or impose ou other coun¬
tries our form of government by artifice or force,
hut to tcach by example, and show, by our suc¬
cess, moderation, and justice, the blessings ot
self-government aud the advautagos ot lreo in¬
stitutions.

, .¦It. That where the people make and control the
government, thev should obey its constitution,Taws, and treaties, as they would retain their self-
respect and the rospect which they claim ami
will enforce from foreigu powers.

5. Government should be conducted upon prin¬
ciples of the strictest economy, and revenue suf¬
ficient for the expenses thereof, iu time of peace,
ought to be mainly derived from a duty on lni-
ports, and not from direct taxes ; and in levying
such duties, sound policy requires a just discrimi¬
nation, aud protection from fraud by specific du¬
ties when practicable, whereby suitablo encour¬
agement inav bo assured to Amoiican industiy,
equally to all classes and to all portions ot the
country.

.G. The constitution vests in Congress the powor
to open aud repair harbors, aud remove obstruc¬
tions from navigable livers; and it is expedient
that Congress should oxcrciso that power, when¬
ever such improvements are necessaryfor the common
defence, or for tho protection und facility ol
commerce with foreigu nations or among the
States; such improvements being, in every in¬
stance, national aud general iu their character.

7. The federal and State governments are parts
of one system, alike necessary lor the common

prosperity, peace, und security, and ought to be
regarded alike with a cordial, habitual, aud
immovable attachment. Respect for the author¬
ity of each, und acquiescence in the constitu¬
tional measures ol each, are duties required by
tho plainest considerations ol national, ot State,
and of individual welfare.

8. Tho series of acta of the 31st Congress com¬
monly known as the Compromise or Adjustment
(the act for the recovery of fugitives from labor
included) arc received and acquiesced in by the
Whigs of the United States as a tiuul settlement,
in principle and substance, of the subjects to
which they relate j and, so far as these acts are
concerned, wo will maintain them, aud insist
on their strict enforcement, until time and ex¬
perience shall demonstrate the necessity of lui-
ther legislation, to guard against the evasion of
the laws ou the one hand, and the abuse of their
powers on the other.not impairing their present
efficiency to carry out the requirements of the
constitution ; aud wc deprecate all further agita¬
tion of the questions thus settled, as dangerous
to our peace, aud will discountenance all clioits
to continue or renew such agitation, whenever,
wherever, or however made ; aud wc will main-
taiu this settlement as essential to the nationality
of the Whig party aud the iutegrity of the Union.

Who Is Winfleld Scott?
What h«« H« dour to merit Our Grati¬

tude 1

These questions have been thus answered;
At tbe age of tweuty-oue, and in the summer

of 1807, he volunteered iuto a troop of Virginia
horse.

In 1812 he fought the battle of Queenstown
Heights.

In 18J3 lie was the instrument of Having our
Irish citizens, taken in arms against the British,
from the savage penalties of the English law of
constructive treason.

Ju the same year he fought, as C'olonol, in the
biitlle of Fort Ooorgo.

In 1814 he made a now army and restored the
military spirit of tha country.took Fort Erie.
fought the battle of Chippewa.and fought the
good fight of Lundy's Lane.

In 18iW he won the proud title of the " Hero
of Humanity," by nursing tlio sick aud dying
troops of his army, upon which the Asiatic chol¬
era fell bligbtingly, on its march to the field of
the Black llawk war.

In the same year, by negotiation, aud not by
foroo of arms, he brought the Black Hawk war
to a just and favorable issue.

In tho satne year he soothed the spirit of 8outh-
cru Nullification, and saved our country from
civil discord.

In 1830 hosorved against tho Seminole Indians
in Florida.

In 1837, with admirable onergy and tact, and
without troops, he calmed the patriot disturbances
upon our extended Northern frontier.

Iu the same year ho effected tho removal of the
Chcrokees, iu a manner that won tho gratitude of
the noble tribe and the admiration of his whole
country. !

In 1839 he earned tho distinguished title of
"The Pacificator of tho Northeastern Boundary,"
and saved his country from a bloody and waste¬
ful war with Great Britain.

In 1817 he opened the splendid military drama
of tho second conquest of Mexico, by reducing the
oity of Vera Cruz aud the irapreguabtc Castle
of San Juan d'Ulloa after an active siege of but
four days.

April, tho 8th, bo fought and won the admirable
battle of Cerro Gordo, and opened to the Ameri-
cans the path to the dominion of the entire West-
ern Continent.
On the 19th of April he entered the city of

Jalapa.
On the 22d of April, he occupied l'orote.
On the loth ofMay, he took Puebla.
On the 20th of August, he won the three great

victories of Contreras, San Autonio, and Churu-
busco.
On the 8th of September, he fought and won

the brilliant battle of Molino del Hey.
On the 13th of September, be carried by storm

the terrible Heights and Fortress of Chcpultepec
.scattered the Mexican army from the gates of
Belcn and Sar Cosume, and mado a lodgmont
in the capital of Mexico.
On the 14th of September, he inarched his ar¬

my of heroes, scarce six thousand men, into the
halls of the Montezumas, and broke the Spanish
dominion in America.

Who In Frnnliltii Piercc (.What hit* lie
don* I

Franklin Pierce was born in 1801, at Hillsbor¬
ough, N. II., and graduated at Buwdoin College,
Maine.studied law, and commenced practico in
Hillsborough county, lie was elected to the
legislature of his State, aud shortly alter chosen
speaker of the House.

In 1831 he was elected to the lower House of
Congress, in which body lie served until 1838, at
which period he became a Senator of tho United
States, and served till 1842-3. Ho resigned his
seat iu the Senate and returned to the practico
of law in 1843.

In 184o he was nominated for governor of the
State, but decliued. President Polk ofl'erod him
the Attorney Generalship, which he also declined,

In 1818 he was appoiuted a Colonel iu the ten
regimeuts raised for the service of the United jStates in Mexico. Subsequently, ho was made
Brigadier General. He performed no achieve-!
nient of note during the war, nor has he ever
done so iu any positiou, civil or military.
