The Columbus Journal of Wednesday last, in
noticing the arrival of delegates from various
parts of Ohio to attend the State convention,
says:

" We rejoice to state that from every county
comes the' strongest assurance that every Whig
will do his duty, and that thousands who have
hitherto voted with our opponents will give a

hearty support to the gallant old hero, General
Scott."
The Louisville Journal of the 10th says:
"A prominent and exceedingly well informed

politician of Indiana called upon us yesterday to
express his full conviction that Indiana will go
for Scott. He gave such reasons for his opinion
as seemed to us perfectly satisfactory. We know
that many citizens of Indiana, who have hitherto
been always Democratic, are now supporting
Scott, and we do not believe there are any changes
at all the other way, or that any Whig declines a
full participation in the conflict."

A Harih and Unnectsmry Attack.

The Mmi Meeting at Lumly'i Lane.
A more appropriate opening of the campaign

for Gen. Scott could scarcely have been devised
than that which took place a few days ago at
Lundy's Lane.the scene of the gallant hero's
early glory, where he first poured out his blood
in his country's cause. W'e speak of it as the
opening of the campaign for the Presidency, be¬
cause it has fairly started that flood-tide of en¬
thusiasm which is to go on increasing in volume
and force until it has borne the chosen of the
people to the high position of official honor com¬
mensurate with the high place he already holds
in the regards of his countrymen.
We observe that the Washington Union is

alarmed at the grand demonstration just signal¬
ized at Lundy's Lane; and for want of other
means to break the imposing effect of that great
gathering, it undertakes to dispute the title of
Gen. Soott to be regarded as the hero of the
memorable battle fought on that spot. This
mode of disparagement argues a degree of des¬
peration which foretokens the anticipated loss of
a declining cause. We do not care to go into any
exposition of the fact which the Union denies,
since the records of history and the hearts of the
people can bear sufficient testimony to the
achievements of Gen. Scott on that occasion. It
was the inauguration of his glory ; and whatever
share of the honors of that victory may be due
to others.nnd there were honors enough ac¬

quired to confer fame upon every one who then
and there so nobly sustained the American
name.the part which Gen. Scott had in the con¬

flict is too well known to admit of any contro¬
versy as to the pre-eminent distinction won by
him on that bloody field.
But the grand celebration at Lundy s Lane is

but the beginning of a series of great gatherings
of the people in immense masses; and if such
meetings are made the occasion of military re¬

views and encampments, add to the zeal and
to the perfect discipline of nnr volunteer soldiery,
the interest of such scenes will be much en¬

hanced. No doubt we shall hear a great deal
from adverse journals in reprobation of the mil¬
itary feeling.a great deal in the way of denun¬
ciation against military chieftain-, because of
the enthusfasm which must be excited in favor
of Gen. Scott by these reviews, encampments,
and mass meetings, and because of the want of
military prestige ou the part of Gen. Pierce. Still
the movements will go on.the masses will meet,
and the hero who has exalted the glory of the
American flag in the hard-fought battles of the
Canadian frontier, during the last war with Eng¬
land, and more recently in the perilous fields of
Mexico, will become more and more endeared to
to the American people. No one can tell how
soon the country may be called upon again to
have recourse to the military prowess of her gal¬
lant soldiers for the vindication of her rights
and her honor; and in the mean time she wi.l
know how to cherish the heroes who have al¬

ready defended both..Ball. American.

More of the Wreck.

The New York Tribune of yesterday says :

From information obtained this morning, there
i, Mrong ren«on to believe that Mr. George Bell,
of Alexandria, Virginia, his wife, his wite s sister,
and two children, one a girl aged five years and
a boy three vears old, were lost from the Henry
('lav Mr 'Bell started from home, about ten
davs aeo, to fetch Mrs. Bell, and his child, who
had been on a visit to Mrs. Bell's father, residing
near Rochester, and the family were expected at
home by the-middle of last week ; but as yet they
have not returned, nor has any tidings been ob¬
tained respecting them ; inconsequence of which,
under the present circumstances, their friends
are in the greatest distress of mind.

The Confession of the Rkuplnikli-Th«
Horrible Story of Ntltblai, (In Rider
Brother, Confirmed.Startling Dhelo«
¦urea*

We learn that Win. B. Mann, esq., acting dis-
triot attorney, in the absence of Win. 11. Reed,
esq., at present making a tour of Europe for the
benefit of his health, has been put in possession
of a confession from the brothers Skupinski, now
under sentence of death, which is so startling in
its character us to cause a universal shudder at
its recital.
Our readers will remember a statement pub¬lished about, a month since, giving the details of

a confession made by Mathias Skupinski to a
countryman of his own, named Skawinski. That
individual had formerly been acquainted with the
elder Skupinski, and visited him at Moyamensingprison. Matthias made a confidant of him, and
told him a fearful tale of crime and bloodshed in
which he had been a conspicuous actor. Accord¬
ing to this statement, the aggregate number of
persons murdered by him and his friends were
not less than eighty, while thirty houses were
burnt by the same party. This confession was
detailed to Mayor Gilpin by the recipient of the
disclosure. The story was published in the news¬
papers at the time, and caused cousiderable sen¬
sation. Colonel Korponay went to the prison
and translated the whole statement to Matthias,
who denied having made a confession. On the
strength of this, Colonel Korponay came out in
the papers with a card, contradicting the story,
and charging Mr. Skawinski with having fabri¬
cated the whole statement, and sworn to a false¬
hood.

It now appears that Blaise, the younger of the
wretched brothers, was shown the confession ot
Matthias at the time it wan first published, and
acknowledged its truth. This endorsement he
has not withdrawn since.
On Thursday last Matthias evinced some little

signs of contrition, and in the morning, in the
presence of the Rev. Wm. Alexander, the chap¬
lain of the prison, and Mr. Lou'ib Toussig, the
sworn interpreter, he made a full confession of
his crimes. He said that he killed the boy Leh¬
man by striking him on the head with the iron
leg of a stove, and that he ami Kaiser cut up the
body. Blaise, he say*, was not present at the
time. He told of a series of crimes, which fully
corroborates the statement made by Mr. Skawin¬
ski. To this terrible tale of blood, MatthiaB
added the details of several fearful scenes, in
which he and his companions were the actors.
On the afternoon of the same day Matthias

made another confession, which tallied with the
first in all its shocking details. The second dis¬
closure .was made in the presence of sheriff Deal,
deputy sheriff Miller, Rev.< Mr. Alexander, Mr.
Anthony Freed, keeper of the prison, Mr. Henry
C. Snyder, and Mr. Toussig, the interpreter.
Matthias says that Blaise acted in concert with
him and Kaiser in most of these outrages.
From the story told by this monster, it is be¬

lieved by some that be and his associates were
the perpetrators of the Cosden and Bartle mur¬

ders, and many others which have been involved
in mystery. The feeling of contrition evinced
by the eldest of the brothers, on Thursday, ap¬
peared but temporary. During the recital of his
misdeeds, he displayed a great deal of fierceness,
and said that he was no worse than other folks.
He murdered people, but the Americans mur¬
dered him; so they were all alike, he contended.
The number of murders and their horrible de¬
tails, of which Matthias confessed himself guilty,
were so terrible as to fairly bewilder those who
were listening to him.
During Thursday the miserable brothers had an

interview, for the first time since they were sen¬
tenced. Blaise was taken to the cell occupied by
Matthias. They embraced each other when they
met, but neither of them exhibited the emotion
which might be expected under the circumstances.
They conversed freely in the Polish language.
The burden of their conversation was of a re¬

criminating character. Those who were present
gleaned from what passed that they were com¬

pelled to leave England about two years since, in
consequence of crimes they had committed there.
Blaise said he wanted to go to Kussia, but that in
this he was overruled by Matthias, who insisted
on coming to the United States. The younger
brother said he thought this the worst place they
could go to.
They will have another interview on Thursday

next, the day before that fixed for the execution
of Matthias.

Blaise is not kept chained. The fetters were
taken off Matthias's ankle some time since, but
were replaced at the time of the disclosures made
by Mr. Shawinski.
The health of Matthias ha9 suffered much

during bis confinement. He has no appetite, and
is growing quite thin and cadaverous. Blaise,
on the contrary, appears to enjoy his food, and
is quite fleshy.

'1'he prisoners are visited by two Catholic
priests. Neither of the culprits seems disposed
to seek consolation in religion. The eldest, on

every occasion, rails at the Americans for sen¬

tencing him to the gallows. He keeps strict
count of the days as they pass, and watches with
fearful anxiety for the coming of the time fixed
for the expiation of his great crimes.
No person, excepting the two priests and the

authorities, are suffered to visit the cell of the
condemned.
We understand that it is the design of Sheriff

Deal to execute the sentence of the law upon
Matthias with his own hands. The execution
takes place on Friday next.

Kaiser, the much talked of and missing third
man, is at this time described by Matthias and
his brother as being a short stout man, large
nose, blue eyes, and florid complexion. His
proper name, if Mathias is to be believed, is John
Kutkowska. He is hoth a butcher and tailor by
trade. He is still at large. His not being dis¬
covered is greatly to be regretted ; it is to be
hoped that he may yet be secured.

Tali. Chimneys..We perceive by our ex¬

changes that a line of nteamboats is now in
course of construction to run on the Thames,
which are to be built without any ehimneyt. The
smoke and the products of combustion are to be
discharged into the wheel houses, so that the
draff will be increased by the action of the pad¬
dles. and the unconsumed particles of the fuel
mingled with the water. The object of this im¬
provement is to give greater facility in passing
the very low bridges over the Thames, which are

necessarily built on a level with the streets of
London.. Wheeling Times.

Mrs. Hill, the principal of the Philadelphia
School of Design for Women, together with her
sister, Miss Eliza Smith, have been ascertained
to have perished on board the hapless steamer
Henry Clay. Mrs. Hill and her sister bad been
visiting friends in Pougbkcepsie, and were on

their return home, in charge of J. J. Speed, esq.,
of Baltimore, who was also lost. Mrs. Hill was

held in the highest esteem in I'hiladelphia for
her many and varied accomplishments. The
body of her sister has not yet been recovered.

Letters from Paris say that the new five-frano
pieces, hearing the effigy of the President, have
almost all been cut across the throat as soon as

issued. One can scarcely be found that does not
bear this attestation of the good wishes of the
public of Paris for their '. saviour!"
