Such, and even more charges, were promul-
gated by the oppounents of Gen. Washington to
sully his fuir fame, and to tarnish the bright es-
cutcheon of his military renown.

To let our readers more fully understand the
matter, and the appliances which were then used
against Gen, Washington, we subjoin the follow-
ing:

A man who had many supporters, who had
defenders, who had been the friend of Washing-
ton, and whom Washington had befriended, wrote
of him as follows, in 1796, and his pampblet was
widely read, widely cirenlated, and by an oppo-
sition party widely commended and approved :

“Mr. Washington lad the nominal rank of
¢ commander-in-chief,” but e was not so in fact.
He had only a separate command. Ife had no
control over, or direction of, the army to the
Northwari, under Gates, that eaptured Burgoyne,
nor of that to the South, uniler Greene, that re-
covered the Southern States, The nominal rank,
however, of Commander-in-Chief, seemed to
throw upon him the lustre of the actions, and to
make him sppear as the soul and centre of all
the military operations in Amerien,

‘“‘He commenced his command in June, 1777,
during the time the Mnassachusetts army lay he-
fore Doston, and after the affair of Bunker I1il1,
The commencement of his command was the
commencement of inactivity. There was n spirit
ot Concord and Bunker Hill which his presence
stifled into eold defence. He was accountable
for the losses and misfortunes that marked the
gloomy campaign of 1776. His positions taken
were either islands or necks of land. In the
former, the enemy, by the aid of their ships, conld
bring their whole force agninst a part of General
Washington's, as in the affair of Long Tsland:
and in the latter he might be shut up as in the
hottom of a bag. This had nearly heen the case
at New York, and it wna so in part; it would
have been the case at Fort Lee, if Genernl Greene
had not moved precipitately off, leaving every-
thing behind, nmrhy gnining Hackensack bridge
got out of the hag of Bergen Neck. No wonder
we see so much pusillanimity in the President,
when we see so little enterprise in the General !

With this glaring piece of depravity on reecord,
this villanous villification of Gen, Washington
staring us in the face, can we be murh surprised
that there should he in these times men who will
do all they can anl use every endeavor fo slan-
der, abuse, and tradoee Gen. Seott,

Now, in 1852, as Gen. Scott is before the pen-
ple for the higheat office in the Union, the loco-
foco prints, with few exceptions, in all quarters,
from Maine to Californin, endeavor, from day to
day, not only to disparage his personal qualities,
but even deny his claims to eminent military re-
nown.
