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THE WHIG PLATFORM.
, The Whigs of the United States, in Convention
assembled, firmly adhering to the great conserva-
tive republican principles by which they are con-
trolled and governed, and now, as ever, relying
upon the intelligence of the Americin people, with
an abiding confidence in their capacity for self-
government and their continped devotion to the
constitution tud the Union, do proclaim the fol-
lowing as the political sentiments and determing-
tions for the establishment sud maintenance of
which their nativoal orgavization as & party is
effected: ;

1. T'he government of the United States is of
a limited character, sud it is confined to the ex-
ergise of powers expressly granted by the consti-
tution, awd such as may bhe necessary and proper
for earrying the granted powers into full execu-
tion; and that all powers not thus granted or
necessarily implied are expressly reserved to the
States, respectively, and to the people,

2. I'he State governments should he held se-
cure in their reserved vights, and the general gov-
erpment sustained in ita constitutional powers,
and the Union shounld be vevered and watched
over as ** the palladium of gur liberties. '

#. That, while struggling freedom everywhere
enlists the warmest sympathy of the Whig party,
we still adhere to the doetrines of the Father of
his Country, as sunounced in his Farewell Ad-
dress, of keeping ourselves free from all entan-
gling alliances with foreign countries, and of
never quitting our own to stand upon foreign
ground, That onr mission as a vepublic is not to
propagate o opinions, or impose on ather conn-
tries our form of government by artifice or foree,
but to teach by example, and show, by our suc-
cess, moderation, and justice, the blessings of
sel-government and the advantages of free in-
stitutions.

4, That where the people make and control the
government, they should ohey its constitution,
laws, and treaties, ns they would retain their self-
respect and the respect which they claim and
will enforce from foreign powers.

5. Goverument should be condueted upon prio-
ciples of the strictest economy, and revenue suf-
ficient for the expenses thereof, in time ot peace, |
ought to be mainly derived from a duty on im-
ports, and not {rom direct taxes; and in levying
