Reid, the present Democratic governor, was
eleoted in 1850 hy & majority of 2,774 votes over
Mauly, Whig. The contest is now hetween Reid,
the present uble aud popular Dewocratic incum-
bent, and Kerr, Whig,
In 1848 the Whig governor was elected by a
majority of BO0 votes, and soon after General
Taylor veeeived the vote of the State by a majority
of 5,000. The same increase over the Whig
gubernatorial vote is now confidently relied upon,
We append all the returns that baye come to
hand :
In one distriot of Robeson county Kerr gains
10 votes. Reid's majority in the whole county
in 1850 was 64.
In new Hanover county Reid has a mojority of
about 800 votes, being a gain for Kerr of up-
wards of 100 since 18560.
In Cumberland the majority for Reid over Kerr
is (05, being a Demoecratic loss of 105,
In Halifax county it is reported that the Whigs
are all elected, and Kerr's gain is 100.
In Northampton county, we are informed, the

An Incident of the Conflagration of the
Steamer Clay.

Samuel Steele, a school teacher of Albany, nged

He jumped into the water feet first, and
went down as far as his weight and impetus could
eaxry him, When he came to the surface, he
found that he could swim, although he had not
made a stroke that way for 40 years. He pulled
awny toward the boat, and, when he came under-
neath the gnard, he seized a rope suspended from
it, and not likely to be soon reached hy the fire.
Soon after he wae surrounded by perishing women,
who hold on to him with a grasp of desperaiion,
Severnl who could not rench him held on to those
who did, and thus were they suspended in a long
string;.

In about three hours, as the time seemed 1o
him, people came with n boat and took them off,
