Salarlei of Government Clerks.

Tho Philadelphia Sun says:
" There has been a good deal of talk in Wash¬

ington about increasing clerks' salaries, espec a y
those rated at a thousand a year and below tha
sum. If clerks are geutltoen, as we presume
they are, they cannot support a family on tha
moderate sun., in view of the increased rent, and
all other articles of living. Considering that the
chances of promotion arc exceedingly slim, and
that no pensions are grautod to clerks widows
and orphans, the least that a respectable govern¬
ment can do is to see that, while living and per¬
forming their duties, they shall be paid iu a man¬

ner which, with economy, may servo them to lay
up a few pennies for rainy days. It is no in

clerks' salaries that the government can ever i>e

beggared, and it is a poor economy which would
Btint public servants and afterwards vote mo i y
in large sums to contractors and speculators.

In some of the offices there, the clerks are al¬
ready treated worse than day-laborers. They
must report themselves when coming to office,
ditto when they leave; they are not allowed to
talk to each other or to keep newspapers: and by
such state-prison labor they are expected to ben¬
efit the treasury. The genius of our government
consists in paying the humble grades of labor
well, and in diminishing the remuneration as
honor and fame are attached to the office.

A Singular Enterprise..A company is about
to be formed *1 Loudon, with a capital of one
hundred thousand pounds, in twenty thousand
shares, for the purpose of introducing sea-water
for bathing into the metropolis. It is ascertained
that the water of the German ocean is purer and
bstter than the sea-watcrof the southern coast ol
Euglaud; moreover, the elevation of the coast
along the German oceau is higher than London,
consequently the sea-wall will have a natural fall
to the metropolis without tho aid of expensive
machinery to raise it from the ocean. Brighton
lies below Loudon several feet, and the sea-water
is not pure. It is, therefore, proposed to bring
sea-water through three lines of pipes running
alongside the Eastern Counties railway, and
buried iu the ground. The water will be taken
from the coast at Lynn, which is nearly one hun¬
dred miles from the metropolis, and distributed
at the west end of the town, each mansion being
adequately supplied at the annual charge of
about five pounds. The whole expense of thi6
novel scheme, it is calculated, will not exceed
one hundred thousand pounds, and it is confi¬
dently believed that share holders will realize
upwards of 100 per cent, of tho capital.
The Catholic Test..Edmund Burke has

come out with a letter cbargiug that the Whigs

accordance with the policy pursued at other '
times by the Democracy of New Hampshire in
relation to foreigners, especially to Irishmen. I

7 th. That Franklin Pierck made no exertions 1
to induce his party to repeal the test; that his
only speech upon the subject was feeble, indeci-
oive, and not delivered until too late.

THH WHIG FliATKOHM.
The Whigs of the Cuitod States, in Convention

assembled, ti<fcty adhering to the great oonserta-
tive republican principles Dy which they are con¬
trolled and governed, and now, as ever, relying
upon the intelligence of the Awericuu people, with
an abiding confidence in their capacity for aelf-
goveruuRut uml their continued devotion to the
constitution uud the Union, do proclaim the fol¬
lowing as the politioal sentiments and determina¬
tion for the establishment and maintenance of
which their national organisation as a party is
effected s

1. The government of the United States is of
a limited oharaotcr, and it is confined to the ex-
ercisc ol' powers expressly granted by the consti¬
tution, and such as may be necessary nud proper
for carrying the granted powers into full execu¬
tion ; and that all powers not thus granted or

uccessarily implied are expressly reserved to the
States, respectively, and to the people.

2. The Stato governments should be held se¬
cure in their reserved rights, and the general gov¬
ernment sustained in its constitutional powers,
and the Union should bo revered and watched
over as 44 the palladium of our liberties.

3. That, while struggling freedom everywhere
enlists the warmest sympathy of the Whig party,
we still adhere to the doctrines of the Father ol
his Country* as announced in his Farewell Ad-
dress, of keeping ourselves free from all entan¬
gling' alliauces with foreign countries, and of
never quitting our own to stand upon foreign
ground. That our mission as a republic is not to
propagate our opinions, or impose on other coun¬
tries our form of government by artifice or force,
but to teach by example, and show, by our suc¬
cess, moderation, and justioe, the blessings of
self-government and the advantages of free in¬
stitutions.

4. That where the people make and control the
government, they should obey its constitution,
laws, aud treaties, as they would retain their self-
respect and the respect which they claim and
will enforce from foreign powers.

5. Government should be conduoted upon prin¬
ciples of the strictest economy, and revenue suf¬
ficient for tho expenses thereof, in time of jieace,
ought to be mainly derived from a duty on im¬
ports, and not from direct taxes ; and in levying
tsuch duties, 6ound policy requires.a just discrimi¬
nation, and protection from fraud by epecifio du¬
ties when practicable, whereby suitable encour¬

agement may bo assured to American industry,
equally to all classes and to all portions of the
country.

6. Tho constitution vests in Congress tho power
to open and repair harbors, aud remove obstruc¬
tions from navigable rivers; and it is oxpodient
that Congress should exercise that power, wken-
ever such, improvement*are nccctaary for the common
defence, or for the protection and facility of
couimorco with foreign nations or among the
Statefl; such improvements being, in overy in¬
stance, national aud general in their character.

7. The federal aud State governments are parts
of one system, alike uccessary for the common

prosperity, peacc, and security, and ought to be
regarded alike with a cordial, habitual, and
immovable attachment. Respect for the author¬
ity of each, and acquiescence iu the constitu¬
tional measures of each, are duties required by
the plainest considerations of national, of State,
and of individual welfare.

8. The series of acts of the 31st Congress com¬
monly known as tho Compromise or Adjustment
(the act for the rocovery of fugitives from labor
iucluded) are received and acquiesced in by the
Whigs of the United States as a final settlement,
in principle and substanoe, of the subjects to
which they relate ; and, so far as these acts are
concerned, wo will maintain them, and insist
)n their striot enforcement, until time and ex¬
perience shall demonstrate the necessity of fur-
:hor legislation, to guard against the evasion of
ho laws on the ono hand, and the abuse of their
cowers on the other.not impairing their preBout
:fficiency to carry out the requirements of the
jonstitution ; and we deprecate all further agita-
lion of the questions thus settled, as daugerous |
Lo our peace, aud will discouutonanco all efforts
to continue or renew such'agitation, wheuever,
wherever, or however made ; and we will maiu-1
tain this netUement as eseential to the uatiouality
of tho Whig party and the integrity of the Union.

These questions have been thus answered:
At the age of twenty-one, and in the summer

of 1807, he volunteered into a troop of Virginia
horse.

In 1812 he fought the battle of Queeustuwn
Heights.

In 1813 ho was the instrument of saving our
Irish citizens, taken in arms against the British,
from the savage penalties of the English law of
constructive treasou.

I" the same year he fought, as Colonel, in the
battle of Fort George.

In 1814 he made a new army and restored the
military spirit of the country.took Fort Erie.
fought the battlo of Chippewa.and fought the
good fight of Lundy's Lane.

In 1832 he won the proud title of the " Hero
of Humanity," by nursing the Biok and dying
troops of his army, upon which the Asiatic chol¬
era fell blightingly, on its inarch to the field of
the Blaok Hawk war.

In the same year, by negotiation, and not by
forco of arms, he brought the Black Hawk war
to a just and favorable issue.

In the same year he soothed the spirit of South¬
ern Nullification, and saved our country from
oivil discord.

In 1880 he served against the Seminole Indians
in Florida.

Iu 1837, with admirable energy and tact, and
without troops, he calmed the patriot disturbances
upon our extended Northern frontier.

In the same year he effected the removal of the
Cherokees, iu a manner that won the gratitude of
the noble tribe and the admiration of his whole
country.

In 1839 he earned the distinguished title of
" The Pacificator of the Northeastern Boundary,"
and saved his country from a bloody and waste¬
ful war with Great Britain.

In 1847 ho opened the splendid military drama
of the second conquoat of Mexico, by reduoing the
oity of Vera Cruz and the ftnpregnable Castle
of San Juan d'Ulloa after an active siege of but
four days.

April the 8th, he fought and won the admirable
battle of Cerro Gordo, and opened to the Ameri¬
cans the path to the dominion of the entire West¬
ern Continent.
On the 19th of April he entered the city of

Jalapa.
Ou the 22d of April, he occupied Perote.
On the 15th ofSlay, he took Puebla.
On the 20th of August, he won the three great

victories of Contreras, San Antonio, and Churu-
busco.
On the 8th of September, he fought and won

the brilliaut battlo of Molino del Rey.
On the 13th of September, be oarried by 6torm

the terrible Heights and Fortress of Chepultepec
.scattered the Mexican urmy from the gates of
Belcn and Sar Cosume, aud made a lodgment
in the capital of Mexico.
On the 14th of September, he marchod his ar¬

my of heroes, scarce six thousand men, into the
halls of the Montezumas, and broke the Spanish
dominion in America.

"Who la Franklin Pierce 1.What has He
done t

Franklin Piercc was born in 1804, at Hillsbor¬
ough, N. H., and graduated at Bowdoin College,
Maine.studied law, and commenced practice in
Hillsborough county. He was elected to the
legislature of his State, and shortly after, chosen
speaker of the House.

In 1834 he was elected to the lowor House of
Cougreea, in which body he served until 1838, at
which period he became a Senator of the United
States, and served till 1842-3. He resigned his
seat in the Senato and returned to the prsctice
of law iu 1843.

In 1845 ho was nominated for governor of the
State, but declined. President Polk offered him
the Attornej* Gcuoralship, which ho also declined.

In 1848 ho was appoiuted a Colouel in the ten
regimeuts raised for the service of the United
States iu Moxico. Sub&oqueutly, he was made
Brigadier General. Ho performed no achieve-
ment of note during tho war, nor has be evor
done so in any position, civil or military.

[from the National InU'lllgoncer of August 6.]
Gen. Scott ou tl« Subject ot Slavery.
We received yesterday, from a gentleman iu

Maryland, tho letter which we give below. It
was written nearly ten years ago, and wan first
published in the Danville (Virginia) Reporter,
and thence transferred to the " Maryland Colo-
uiiatiou Journal," from whioh journal it is now
copied. Our correspondent is of ,opinion that
General Scott'e views on the delicate question of
slavery have been misrepresented, and thereforo
desires to Bee this letter, in which they are fully
and authentically set forth, inserted in the Intel¬
ligencer.
The views expressed by the General appear to

us to evince a wise and comprehensive statesman¬
ship, as well as a characteristic philanthropy,
and we therefore, with pleasure, give the letter a
place in our columns:

Washington, February 8, 1843.
My Dear Sir: I have been waiting for an

evening's leisuro to answer your letter before me,
aud, after an unreasonable delay, am at last
obliged to reply in the midst ofofficial occupations.
That I ever have been named in connexion

with the Presidency of tho United States has not,
I can assure you, the son of an ancient neighbor
and friend, been by any oontrivance or desire
of mine; and certainly I shall never be in the
field for that high office unless plaoed there by a

regular nomination. Not, then, being a candi¬
date, and seeing no near prospect of being made
one, I ought, perhaps, to decline troubling you
or others with my humble opinions on great
principles of State rights and federal adminis¬
tration ; but as I cannot plead ignorance of the
partiality of a few friends, iu several parts of
the Union, who may by-possibility, in a certain
event, suoceed in bringing mo within the field
from which a Whig candidate is to be selectod,
I prefer to err on the side of frankness and can¬
dor, rather than, by 6ilence, to allow auy stran¬
ger unwittingly to commit himself to my support.
Your inquiries open tho whole question of do¬

mestic slavery, which has in different forniB, for
a number of years, agitated Congress and the
country.

Premising that yeu are the first person who has
interrogated me on the subject, I give you the
basis of what would be my reply in greater de¬
tail, if time allowed and the contingency alluded
to above wore less remote.

Li boyhood, at William and Mary Collego, aud
iu common with most, if not all, of my compan¬
ions, I became deeply impressed with tho views
given by Mr. Jefferson, in his "Notes on Virgin¬
ia," and by Judge Tucker, in the Appendix to
his edition of Blockstone's Commentaries, in fa¬
vor of a gradual emancipation of slaves. That
Appendix I have not seen in thirty-odd years,
and, in the same period, have read scarcely any¬
thing on the subject; but my early impressions
are fresh and unchanged. Hence, if I had hud
tho honor of a seat in the Virginia legislature iu
the winter of 1831-32, when a bill was brought
forward to carry out those views, I should cer¬

tainly h'lve given it my hearty support.
1 suppose I scarcely need say that, in my

opinion, Congress has no color of authority under
the constitution for touching the relation of toas¬
ter and slave in a State.

I hold the opposite opinion in relation to tho
Distriot of Columbia. Here, with the consent of
the owners, or on the payment of "just compen¬
sation," Congress may legislate at its discretion.
But my conviction is equally strong that, unless
it be step by step with the legislatures ol' Virginia
and Maryland, it would be dangerous to both
races in those States to touch tho relation be¬
tween master and slave in this District.

I have from the first been of opinion that Con¬
gress was bound by the constitution to receive,
to refor, and to report upon petitions relating to
domestic slavery, as iu the ease of all petitions;
but I have not failed to see and to regret the un¬
avoidable irritation which the former* have pro¬
duced in the Southern States, with the conso-
qucnt peril to the two colors, whereby tho adop¬
tion of any plan of emancipation has everywhere
auioug us been greatly retarded.

I own, myself, no slave: but never have at¬
tached blame to masters for not liberating their
slaves, well knowiug that liberation, without the
means of sending them in comfort to some posi¬
tion favorable to "the pursuit of happinees,"
would iu most cases be highly injurious to all
around, as well as to tho manumitted families
themselves, unless the operatiou were general,
and under the auspices of prudent legislation
But I am persuaded that it is a high moral obli¬
gation of matters end olaveholding States to
employ all means, not incompatible with the
safety of both colors, to meliorate slavery to exter-
mination.

It is gratifying to know that general meliora-
tion has been great, and is still progressing, not-
withstanding the disturbing causes alluded to
above. The more direct process of emancipation
may, no doubt, be earlier commcuced and quick-
ened in some communities than in others. Each,
I do not question, has the right to judge for
itself, both as to time and means; and 1 consider
interference or aid from without, except on in¬
vitation from authority within, to be as hurtful
to the sure progress, of melioration as it may bo
fatal to tho Uvea of vast multitudes of all ages,
sexes, and oolors. The work of liberation cannot
be forced without such horrid results. Christian
philanthropy is ever mild and considerate. Hence
all violence ought to be deprecated by the friends
of religion aud humanity. Their persuasions
cannot fail at the right time to froe the master
from the 6lave, and the slave from tho master; [perhaps before the latter shall have found out
and acknowledged that the relation botween the
parties had long been mutually prejudicial to
their worldly interests.

There it, in the order of Providence, no evil with¬
out sorie compensating benefit. The bleeding Afri¬
can was lornfrom his savage home by his ferocious
neighbors, sold in slavery, and cost upon this conti¬
nent. Here in the mild South, the race has wonder¬
fully multiplied, compared with anything ever known
in barbarous lift. The descendants of a few
thoucauds have become many millious ; and all,
from the first, made acquainted with the arts of
oivilization, and, above all, brought under the
light of tbe Gospel.
From tbe promise made to Abraham, some two

thousand years elapsed before the advont of our
Baviour; and tbe Israelites, the chosen people of
God, were for wise purposes suffered to remain
in bondage longer than Africans have been on
aur shores. This racc has already experiencedthe resulting compensation alluded to; and as
the white missionary has never been able to pen-
otrate tbe dark regions of Africa, or to establish
himself in ite interior, it may be within tho
scheme of Providence that tho great work of
spreading the Gospel over that vast continent,
with nil th« arts and comforts of civilization, is to
be finally accomplished by the black inau, restored
from American bondage. A foothold there has
already been gained forhim.audin such a scheme
centuries are but ati seconds to Him who moves
worlds as man moves a finger.

I do but suggest the remedies and consolations
of slavery*, to inspire patience, hope, and charity,
on all sides. The mighty subject calls for the
exercise of all man's wisdom and virtue, and
tho*o may uot, suffice without aid from a higher
source.

It is in the foregoing jnauner, my dear sir,
that I have long been in the habit, iu conversa¬
tion, of expressing myself, all over our common
country, on the question of negro slavery; and I
must say that I have found but very few persons
to differ with mc, however opposite their geo¬
graphical positions.

Such are the views or opinions which you seek.
I cannot supprets or mutilate them, although
now liable to bo more generally known. Do
with them what you please. I neither court nor
shun publicity. I remain very truly yours,

The
Democratic party of New Hampshire, who first
nominated General Pierce for President, exolude
Catholics from office, and require a man to hold
a certaiu amount of property to qualify him lor
office. Such is the constitution of that State;
and that party, who had tho power, voted against
amending it.

PROTECTION TO AMERICAN INDUSTRY.
The Whig party and General Scott are iu favor

of affording protection to American agriculture,
manufactures, oomnierce, and all branches of in¬

dustry, by a discriminating tariff of duties, &c.
General Pierce and his party are opposed to it.

DISTRIBUTION 01 THE PROCEEDS OF TUB PUBLIC
LANDS.

The Whig party are in favor of dividing tho
money arising from the sale of our nationul do-
maiu among all the States in an equitable pio-
portion.

to secure an early settlement of tho same favor¬
able to actual settlers, but consistent neverthe¬
less with a due regard to the equal rights of the
whole American people in that vast national in¬

heritance."
By reference to the Senate Journal of Janu¬

ary 14, 1839, you will find the following propo¬
sition pending iu that body:
" And be it further enacted. That when auy ot

the public lauds of the United States have re¬

mained unsold for the space of fifteen years after
the termination of tho public sales, the same may
be entered and purchaoed by actual settlers on the
following terms, to wit: If a settler is desirou6
to purchase a residence of eighty, or loss than
eighty acres, he may enter and purchase the same
at fifty cents per acre."

noes 23. Amoug the noes wero Frauklin Piorce
und William R. Kiug, Tho votes of tho Senators
from Ohio, Indiaua, Illinois, Kentucky, Louisiaua,
Arkansas, Mississippi, Michigan, and Tennessee,
without regard to party, were given for this pro¬
vision, which was defeated by the votes of Pierce
aud King; aud yet the poor man of the West is

asked to vote for these men.

General Scott's whole life has been spent in
that kind of service that has made him familiar
with the sufferings of all clasbcs in all conditions
of life, of which he has been among the suffer¬
ers But, sir, the wounded, sick, or hungry sol¬
dier, the afflicted and disconsolate widow, the
victim of tho chcltra, the captured prisoner, or
the wayfaring man in distress, always found a

sympathetic friend in Winfield Scott. No man

was ever turned away from his door or his tent,
in distress, without relief.
As to Geueral Picrce, I will not say that he

does not possess these qualities iu a high degree,
for I have no personal acquaintance with him ;
but if he does, he has at least on one occasion
had a bad way of showiug it. Mr. Chairman,
after the death of General Harrison, when his
widow was mourning the loss of her late bosom
companion and earthly protoctor; when she was

poor, and her husband had spent all his means
iu moving to your capital,.there was a bill
brought forward in Cougress to allow the widow
Harrison one full year's salary tor her deceased
husband. Franklin Picrce not ouly voted against
this bill, but used his influence to preveut its
passage. But, thanks to the benevolence of the
members of that Congress, there were few that
thought as Mr. Pierce did. The bill passed, and
the lonely widow'# heart was cheercd with 6ome

relief.
civil qualifications.

Gen. Scott is far superior to Mr. Tierce in this
respect; yet the Democratic party.no, sir, I
will say the locofoeo loaders of that party arc

trying to depreciate the merits of the old patriot,
for civil qualifications, aud trumpet forth Frank¬
lin Picrce as the greatest civiliau of the age. But
they toll us of nothiug that Mr. Pierce has ever
done in or out of the legislature or Cougress to
warrant such an assumption or claim. They
have politic reasons for such a coupe. They
know ho never did a single act in his life to merit
the confidence of the people iu him as a states¬
man. I challenge a successful contradiction of
this statement. He was educated a lawyer, and
that has been his practice except when in the
legislature or Congress; aud iu the latter capa¬
city all his influence aud votes were cast in op¬
position to measures calculated to advance the
prosperity of the country, as I have before proved.
